| If you paid an income tax for
| 1942, you have probably already
received a letter from your col-
lector of internal revenue, en-
‘closing forms and instructions
Ifor filing a deciaration of your
jestimated income and victory
|taxes for 1943—the current year.
| The declaration must be in the
|mail by Sept. 15.
| Not all persons who receive
these forms will be required to
{file the Sep!. 15 declaration,
however; and the treasury de-
partment goes on to state that
only the following persons are
required to file such a declara-
tion:

Who Must File

1. Single, or married, but not
living with spouse at the date
prescribed for making’ the de-
claration (whether or not head
of a family) if he had in 1942
or reasonably expects to have in
1943-—(1) gross income or more
than $2700 from wages subject
to withholding; or (2) gross in-
come of $500 or more from all
Isources if more than $100 of such
Income is from sources other
than wages subject to with hold-
ing.

2. Married and living with
Spouse at the date prescribed, if
'he had for 1942 or reasonably
|expects (0 have in 1943 — (1)
|gross income from wages sub-
Iject. to withholding, which, when
jadded to his spouse’s gross in-
jcome from siuch wages, exceeds
|$3,500; or (2) gross income from
|sourcea other than wages sub-
lject. to withholding, which when
ladded to his spouce’s gress in-

come from such sources, exceeds |

$100; and also his gross income
from all sources exceeds $642 for
1943, or the aggregate gross in-
come from all sources of both
spouses amounts to $1,200 or
imore for either 1042 or 1943.
. 3. Also required to file de-
[clamtlons are individuals, re-
'gardless of marital status, who
|were required to file an income
{tax return in 1942 and whose
wages subject to withholding for
1943 are reasonably expected to
be less than such wages for 1942,
Heavy penalties are provided
for fallure to flle a declaration
required under law, or to pay
{the amount of estimated tax
{which is to be pald when such
{declaration is filed. Therefore,
|taxpayers are advised to study
'the Instructions carefully and to
