It was noted that at least one 
farm er m the dutrict followed vetch 
with wheat last fall. The vetch was 
so thick that the wheat was very 
difticult to harvest thu summer.

In  a case like thU. where there 
wUl be volunteer vetch. It U better 
to follow with a crop that can be 
cultivated Uraui sorghunu have 
the ability to make much better 
use of the nitrogen added to the 
soil than does cotton, which re­
quires much less mtrogen. Then 
cotton would be a good crop to fol­
low grain sorghums
