eandle to hold its shape

The tarch, man’s frst Lransport-
able means of light may have been
a contributing factor in the origin
of the candle. The toreh a8 atrpn-
sportable means of light antbdates
the most primitive form of candles
or lamps. Postive records as to the
exact date of the origin of the can-
dle is not availlable, but some auth-
orities say the more complicated
torches evolved into candles.

Candles sticks are referred to in
the Old Testament, but, the true
candle did not appear until the
Roman period. Both the RomAn
and Greek candles were made of
flax thread coated with wax and
pitch. The old Roman candles *ere
made up chiefly of vegetable [.%ers
Another type of Roman candle Was
made by repeatedly dipping the
wick In molten beeswax or tallow!

As the popularity of candies geow
among the Romans, candle-making
became a specialized art and deve-
loped into an important industey.
From the Romans, other countries
learned to make candies. As  the
industry grew among roving groups
of candle-makers, guilds were form-
ed.

Many cities (Milwaukee, Wisc. Is al
good example) have been exper-
imenting for several years with
what s called an “un-graded pri-
mary”

Simply stated, this is a method
of grouping children of ages 6, 7,
and 8 in one room, even though
they are in first, second, or third
grades. It is, therefore, similar in
organizations to theold one-room
school idea where children of all
grades were housed in one room
and taught by one teacher.

An experiment at Torrance, Cal-
fornia (known nationally as the
Little Red Schoolhouse) set aside
one school bullding and attempted
to answer, for all six grades, this |
question: Do children Jlearn and
grow more in classes that contain
three grade levels and an age |
range of three or more years than
in classes where there s only one
grade and most of the children are
the same age?

To help answer this guestion
Torrance set up four multigrade
classes made up of an equal nwn-
ber of children from grade O
grade two, and grade three

Children assigned to these mul
tigrade classrooms were matched
with children plaged in five alngle
grade classses In the same build
ing. Teachers were drawn by lot
to decgide which teachers would
bave a multigrade and which Just
a single grade

In the upper grades, three rooms
were aside with an equal aum-
ber of children from grades, four,
five, and six, assigned to one class-
room and then matched with child-
ren in fourth grade room, f£ifth
grade room, and sixth grade room
