Monday, April 12

Dear Mon and Dad,

I am now onthe beach at Mar-
bella-=which is south of Malaga,
We’'ve seen a lot in the past
two days. I’ll make an effort to
tell you about it,

We met the other member of
our party at the train inCordo~
ba at 5:30 in the morning on
Saturday. After eating and get-
ting gas we headed for Sevilla,
I'he road was hilly but no moun=-
tains and there were plenty of

It had
three eating places--one in the
open for spring and fall--one
with a shade for summer and
one underground for winter,
I'here was also abath where the
people bathed before going to
visit the tombs. The Romans
were very clean, All of this
dates from the first century
before Christ., But there was
also a temple for the 4th cen~
tury A, D, Christian Romans,
'he guide was a very nice man
and I now own a small tilefrom
sald temple.

One tomb had about
twelve ash crypts and one long
