Postm aster Edward H. Wes­
te r  received word from the 
Post Office Department Tues­
day morning that a decision had 
been made to consolidate the 
Rural service In the vicinity of 
Lockney and Floydada and dis­
continue Rural Route 2, Lock­
ney, Texas, effective August 14, 
1965. This Consolidation was 
prompted by the retirem ent of 
Jeff Welbom, August 14, 1964 
from Route 2 Floydada, Tex.

When rural vacancies occur. 
It 1* the policy of the Depart­
ment to have an investigation 
conducted to determine whether 
the vacant position can be ab­
sorbed by a consolidation of the 
route with other rural routes or 
other types ofpostal services In 
the area. This investigation 
disclosed that It would be prac­
ticable to consolidate rural 
route* No. 3 and 4 at Floydada 
with routes Nos. 1 and 2 at 
Locknsy so as to provide a 
surplus ca rr ie r  for reassign­
ment to fill the vacancy which 
now exists at Floydada. This 
will result In a saving of appro­
ximately $4726 per annum In 
operating costa of the rural d ^  
Uvery service.

Xs a result of this action 47 
boxes and 114 famlUs* will be 
transferred  from Rout* 2, 
Locknsy to Route 3, Floydada;

Floyd County Onion Harvest Begins
The S. and H. Onion Shed 

opened for the first time this 
year here early this week to 
receive the Floyd County crop. 
The crop consists of 400 acres 
of onion production and about 
100 acres of the risky seed 
crop.

There are two associations 
In th* county made up of about 
18 members. One Is headed 
by Guy Ginn with around six 
members, and the other Is head­

ed by Buck H lckerson and has 
about 12 m em bers.

Harvest began for both groups 
this week, although It was 
thought at first that the lack 
of available labor might affect 
the harvest. Tuesday a crew 
of about forty was In the Charles 
Hamilton field about 1/2 mile 
west of Floydada on Price 
Street.

Several years ago several 
people on the High Plains made

a good crop of onions and got 
a good price for the product. 
Since that time Individual as­
sociations have taken It on 
themselves to limit the number 
of onions planted In a parti­
cular area, thus keeping the 
supply-demand ration In bal­
ance.

This year the price of No. 
1 White Onions Is around $3.50 
per sack and the Yellows are

around $2.50, The Jumbos are 
a little higher and the price 
varies from that mark down 
to almost nothing. The price 
Is very flexible, also, and can 
vary $1 or more per sack In 
a day’s time, according to the 
crop nationwide.

Local farm ers, for the past 
several years, have set a small 
acreage aside to use for the 
onion crop, and with the new

feed grain and cotton programs, 
the Incentive to try nsw crops
Is always there. (Vegetable 
crops are usually tried on a 
small scale because of the ex­
pense of producing the crops.) 
The land that is put aside to 
comply with the government 
programs can b* utilized with 
vegetable crops and the farmer 
will still be In compliance with 
the programs.

3. PEOPLE ARE VERY RELIGIOUS. They go often 
to church, but once In church they talk and laugh too 
much.

In Holland, If you go to church you worship; If you 
want to have fun, they have a party.

4. COWBOYS ARE GONE. (This Is disappointing). 
It Is believed that there are still cowboys all over 
Texas (with some shooting now and then).

5. FRIENDLINESS OF PEOPLE. They give money, 
offer you all kinds of things to make a foreigner feel 
at home here. They succeeded In dolnssoin my case.

Disadvantages of American life:
1. There is  always too much going on at the same 

time (parties, banquets, ballgam esX  There Is not 
enough time left to spend at home with your own family.

2. Americans do not get a good chance to be an 
individual. Everything Is for big crowds of people. The 
more (people)the better. Result: People act, dress, and 
almost think the same.

In general I can say about the U.S. A. that It Is a 
wonderful country. It has things to offer to other coun­
tries  that no other country can offer. It Is because 
of this the-m ore-the-better-splrlt that you can offer 
those things. In Holland people don’t cooperate too 
well.

The U.S.A. Is great, big, and powerful, but It Is not 
perfect. Holland is tiny and does not have any power. 
But It Is MY country, where I will always go back to. 
Holland Is not perfect either. Not one country Is. I am 
proud of Holland and I am proud of the U. S. A.

"W* never ran short of sup­
plies during the entire time we 
were treating the Injured after 
the Hale Center tornado. If such 
a d isaster hit Floydada, though, 
we wouldn’t have enough to last 
ten minutes’’.

These words of a local phy­
sician, Dr. Ed Bsyouth, started 
a chain reaction to remedy th* 
situation should a sim ilar dis­
aster hit Floydada, such as s 
tornado, major firs , etc.

At a Civil Defense organisa­
tion meeting this was discussed 
to some length, and th* group 
decided to see If a mobile unit 
could be secured to carry the

medical supplies, possibly from 
Army Surplus o r through Civil 
Defense.

City Manager Bill Feuer- 
bacher reported at press time 
that the city will furnish the em­
ergency vehicle and ar* nego­
tiating for a surplus 4 wheel 
drive ambulance. He said that 
the $2,000 will not be applied on 
the vehicle, as the city will pro­
vide It ready to go . . .  . less 
supplie*.

Rev. Charles Lutrtek was put 
In charge of raising funds to 
stock th* vshlcl* once It Is pur­
chased. Expected price to be 
paid for th* vehicle Is less than

$500, however this Is only an ex­
p e c t^  price. Th* primary cost 
will be that of stocking the unit 
with medical supplies sufficient 
for handling a major d isaster. 
This price Is around $2,000.

Last week around $500 of this 
had been received through dona­
tions, the source of financing 
planned.

WHEAT HAxYEuT
With the beginning of the 

onion harvest, the wheat harvest 
has almost been completed. One 
elevator spokesman jokingly 
said it was 99.9% complete 
recently. Most of the crop left 
to be cut was delayed In ma­
turity by recent rains.

The county had a total ac­
reage of around 115,000 and 
a near average yield was earlier 
expected to be cut. Actually 
the Irrigated yielded above what 
was expected, up to 60 bu., 
and the dry-land yielded a little 
below what was expected. 5 to 
15 bu.

The price of the wheat is 
down somewhat this year, from 
$1.80, with certificate pay­
ments, last year to $1.25 this 
year.

Char­
lie says:

THIS SPRING seems to have 
produced the usual number of 
cases of “ tomatoes” growing 
on Irish potato vines. For many 
years occasional farm ers and 
gardeners have been surprised 
by the seeming qulrx of nature, 
as happened the other day to 
T. J. (Todle; Cardinal of Lock­
ney.

Although they look amazingly 
like small tomatoes, those are 
really pods of the true seed 
of the potato. Now and then 
a vine “ reverts” to habits of 
the plant long ago In Its native 
state.

Mr. Cardinal has had lots 
of company In his suspicion that 
some odd cross-polllnatlon has 
been going on. But it Just ain’t 
so.

.My neighbor Mark Martin was 
In with his Oalnsvllle, Texas 
newspaper and there was a 
picture In It of a sim ilar plant 
last week. Its explanation Is 
as follows:

“ POTATO PLANT Tomato? 
The uninitiated might think the 
round objects atop this Irish 
potato plant are tomatoes. But 
the strange balls are seed- 
bearing pods. The plant oddity 
was found in the Bud .Neal 
garden, near Woodbine. County 
Agent Nell Tibbetts says the 
standard variety often produces 
the pods because of certain 
environmental conditions of 
temperature and light Intensity. 
Joe Bauer, whose farm Is lo­
cated Just west of the city, 
discovered the same rarity on 
his farm last year.”

Now they are increasingly emphasiz­
ing that the bi  ̂ judgments juries have 
been givmg accident victims against the 
“big” insurance com p ^ es have a 
maiited effect in forcing insurance rates 
upward.

A spokesman for the industry points 
out that driver carelessness in one 
bloody moment can use up all the 
•iremiums paid that year In Somervell 
bounty—or in Armstrong, Zapata, Cul­
berson or Oldham Counua.

iWater Use Begins 
Annual Increase

Records at the City Hall show | 
that the dally use of water by ‘ 
residents Is now around 800,000 ! 
to 900,000 gallons.

This figure Is expected to 
rise  sharply In the next few 
weeks with the let-up of 
thundershowers that have been 
covering the area the past 
couple of weeks.

Last year In July and August 
the use reached a peak of a- 
round 2 million gallons of water 
per day. By mid-July this year 
the figure is expected to be 
at least that amount.

Bill Feuerbacher said re­
cently, ‘‘We can handle the 
2 million per day demand, IF 
nothing goes wrong with oar 
water system, such as a well 
going dry or one of the engines 
or pumps breaking down” .

The City officials are  pre­
sently considering enlarging the 
Floydada water system to 
handle more water from planned 
wells and to handle the water ' 
from the Mackenale Reservoir 
when it Is completed.

the natural beauty of this coun­
try and I can go along with 
a good part of It, although first 
Washln^on has to understand 
my definition of natural beauty.

Some people I suppose would 
consider an electric light pole 
unnatural. It didn’t grow there, 
but not me. There’s nothing 
more naturally beautiful than a 
string of poles marching across 
the countryside toward your 
house bringing power to an 
electric water pump to replace 
a rope and bucket. A rope and 
bucket may be nxore romantic 
looking In a rustic sort of 
way, but If you want to get 
completely natural you’d eli­
minate all hydrants and have 
everybody cup his hands and 
drink out of a spring, prefer­
ably barefooted.

One of the major goals I 
understand In the beauty drive 
Is to eliminate automobile junk 
yards along the highways, or 
at least screen them from view, 
and I’d like Washington to know 
I’m ahead on this. I left a 
cultivator at the turn-row near 
a public road 18 years ago
when I went to the house to 
get a drink of water and have 
now successfully screened It 
with weeds 1 estimate to be 
about feet tall. Furthermore I 
have not contributed to the 
junkyard eyesore personally as 
I am still driving my car. Also,
I haven’t put up any billboards 
or rickety hotdog stands, and 
I don’t print newspapers to be 
thrown out of cars to Utter 
up the highways. You might say 
I’m In almost total compliance.

However, there Is one plank 
In the beauty program that 
seems to me outrageous. One 
of the members of the plan­
ning group got a little over- 
enthusiastic and wanted to eli­
minate sagging fences alongthe 
highways. “ There’s nothing 
more unattractive,’’ he said.

“ than sagging wires along a 
highway winding through the 
rolling countryside.’’

Well, I’U tell you. Tight wires 
and tight bankers have their 
usefulness, but not in the beauty 
department. The prime purpose 
of a fence or a banker Is not 
to look at.

I’ll tighten the w ires on my 
fences only when my cows get 
out, or actually when they get 
out so often my meighbors an­
nounce what’s going to happen 
If I don’t do something about 
It, today, not tomorrow. That’s 
the way to get a fence tight­
ened, not through Washington.

You let some official tell you 
how tight your fence has to be, 
and his next move will be to 
tell you what kind and color of 
cows you can graze behind tt. 
Cows, like Congressmen, are 
not to be gazed at esthetlcally. 
They’re  to be milked as long 
as they produce, then turned 
over to the packers.
