Despite the fact that this Is 
an early planted crop, harvest­
ing of this year’ s crop still 
lags behind last year’ s, accord­
ing to reports from the Lub­
bock Classing Office and the 
Texas Employment Commis­
sion.

Through last Friday, 1,326 
bales of cotton had been ginned 
In Floyd County, whereas, on 
October 16, last year 4,198 had 
been ginned and a total of 6,090 
had been ginned on October 18, 
1963.

Hale county’s total as of last 
Friday is 915, Brisco has ginned 
141 and Swisher has counted 
95 bales ginned. AU these 
figures are running con­
siderably behind last year’ s 
totals.

Cotton harvest activity on the 
South Plains picked up condid- 
erably during the past week 
because of the fine weather. 
However, the weather this last 
weekend took a turn for the 
worse, as far as cotton harvest 
is concerned, and slowed the 
proceedure somewhat, how­
ever, at the first of this week 
skies were once again clear and 
the harvest was underway once 
again.

The Lubbock and l.amesa 
Cotton Classing Offices of the 
USDA classed 9,400 samples 
during the week ending October

15th. This brought the total for 
the season to 16,600 samples

This year's harvest continued 
to lag tiehind the harvest of 
last year because less cotton 
has been hand pulled this year. 
At this date last year 27,700 
samples had been classed

Four-fifths of the cotton 
classed at the Lubbock Office 
was In the White grades and 
the remaining one-fifth in the 
Light Spotted .ind Spotted 
grades.

In the White grades. Middling 
was the predominant grade with 
53 percent, with Strict Low 
Middling next with 12 per cent. 
Strict Middling made up 11 per 
cent of all cotton classed. The 
predominant grade in the Light 
Spotted category was Middling 
Light Spotted with 15 per cent.

Average staple length im­
proved greatly during the week 
and averaged slightly better 
than 1 inch. Two-thirds of all 
cotton classed was 1 inch .md 
longer.

Micronaire readings con­
tinued to be very good but were 
not as high as the previous 
week. Ninety per cent of all 
cotton “ miked”  3.5 and better, 
compared to 96 per cent the 
previous week.

Prices paid farmers for 
cottonseed ranged from $45 to 
$50 per ton.

1. SJR 24, increase ad valor­
em taxes with the money going to 
state colleges for buildings.

2 HJR 5, increase veterans’ 
land fund by $200 million.

3. HJR 81, allow the State 
Welfare Dept, to extend servic­
es to needy aged, disabled, blind 
and dependent children and 
thereby (lualify for the federal 
medicare legislation benefits.

4 SJR 14, double to four 
years the term of office of gov­
ernor, It governor, attorney 
general, comptroller, treasur­
er, land commissioner and sec­
retary of state.

5. SJR 27, permit expansion 
of the teacher retirement fund.

6. HJR 11, provide for an 
$85 million college student loan 
fund.

7. SJR 7, exempt from local 
ad valorem taxes organizations 
which spend at least $1.5 million 
annually on free medical care 
for the aged

8. HJR 57, provide for auto­
matic retirement of district and 
appellate judges, and set up a 
judicial qualifications commis­
sion.

9. HJR 8, permit the legisla­
tive to set salanes of the lieu­
tenant governor and speaker of 
the house and expand from $12 to 
$20 a day the allowance fur leg­
islators.

10. SJR 47, expand from two 
to four years the term of state 
representatives

NATIONAL; Senator John 
Tower wntes in recent corres­
pondence, “ 1 voted for the farm 
bill which passed the Senate on 
Septem.ber 14, pnm arily be­
cause of the Importance of the 
cotton section to Texas. I felt 
the wheat and feed grain sec­
tions of the bill were quite un­
satisfactory, although provi­
sions affecting our wool, rice 
and dairy interests will, I be­
lieve, prove helpful to those far­
mers and ranchers affected. I 
co-sponsored an amendment to 
the bill to insure a review of our 
entire farm program. Assur­
ances were made by the major­
ity leader that the President 
would announce shortly the fo r­
mation of Just such a study
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group. I am hopeful the review, 
which I have long called for, 
w ill result ultimately in the re­
turn to a market free agricul­
ture economy and a substantial 
reduction of federal government 
controls."

Senator Tower served as one 
of the floor leaders In oppo­
sition to the proposed repeal 
of 14B of the Taft-Hartley Act. 
Due to hla successful efforts, 
along with Senator Everett 
Otrksen and others, it has been 
shelved until the next session.

No, 5057, the 1963 tax case, as 
to collection and adjustment of 
taxes on and by reason of the 
supplemental 1963 tax roll of 
personal property.

The Case stated that on Jan­
uary 3, 1964 and December 9, 
1964, the court rendered o r­
ders requiring the School Dis­
trict officials to add to Its tax 
rolls, for theyear 1963, all pro­
perty found and described by 
supplemental renditions ofpro- 
perty (or taxation as found by the 
Master in Chancery appointed 
by the court and acting on court 
orders.

The plaintiffs allege "The 
above described Judgment and 
orde* were prepared by coun­
sel of record for defendants 
ind announced In open court by 
the presiding Judge; and each of 
said defendants Is upon actual 
and constructive and legal no­
tice of their terms and require­
ments. Said Judgment and order 
of the court have been In full 
force and effect since their 
rendition and they are now the 
Judgment of the court.

“ In direct and knowing viola­
tion of such orders of the court, 
the defendants have failed and 
refused to add to the taxable 
property of the school district 
the property contained In the 
described supplemental rendi­
tions and the report of the Mas­
ter In Chancery herein, and they 
have further failed and refused 
to refund or rebate excessive 
collections. To the contrary, 
the defendants have ordered 
and are now In the process of 
collecting taxes upon the o r i­
ginal tax renditions and tax roll 
without regard to the additional 
property and without adjustment

of the tax rate for the year. 
Defendants have had full oppor­
tunity to comply with the order 
of the court, and such action Is 
without legal excuse.

Plaintiffs allege that by rea­
son of the facts the said defen­
dants, and eachof them, are now 
guilty of contempt of court for 
violating the said Judgment and 
order of the court and that hear­
ing should be held herein and 
said defendants adjudged In con­
tempt.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES 
CONSIDERED, Plaintiffs pray 
that the defendants, and each 
of them, be cited to appear and 
show cause. If any they can, 
why they should not be held and 
punished (or contempt for viola­
tion of said judgment and order 
of the court; that such punish­
ment be conditioned upon putting 
Into effect the orders of this 
court and be sufficiently severe 
to prevent any repetition of acts 
} (  contempt; and that plaintiffs 
recover their costs.’ ’

The out of 
town visitors continued on to 
their homes.

The Reporter-News Austin Bureau 
last weekend uncovered an astound­
ing piece of news:

The State Departnnent of Public 
Welfare — the old age assistance 
agency — is going to cut old age as­
sistance checks by the exact amount 
of the raise the old folks thought
they were going to receive from So­
cial Security.

This would apply to elderly Tex­
ans receiving both old age assistance 
and Social Security. We have no fig­
ures at hand on what percentage of 
old age recipients this represents, 
but we would guess it is a majority.

Congress in August, it will be re­
called, passed the medicare bill. It 
included a seven per cent increase in 
payments to those receiving Social 
Security. An Abilenian receiving $40 
per month through Social Security 
would, effective in his September 
check, get a $2.80 raise.

But no, the Abilene oldster and 
others over Texas won’t get even 
this meager increase if they are state 
pensioners too.

The State Department of Public 
Welfare will come along and reduce 
the Texas old age pension check to 
these folks by the exact amount of 
the Social Security raise. If the Abi­
lenian cited above was getting $40 a 
month in the state pension check, 
that will be reduced to $37.20 so 
that his total income from both sourc­
es is still $80.

Questioned by The Reporter-News 
in Austin, State Public Welfare Com­
missioner John H. Winters confirmed

this was the policy of his department. 
His reasoning? It is as follows:

“ The law says we shall treat all 
people equally. We have to determine 
a person's needs, so in determining 
his need for public assistance we just 
take into account any other income 
he has, and Social Security is con­
sidered other income. Nobody’s in­
come will be decreased; each will get 
the same total amount he has been 
getting.”

Congress passed the Social Security 
increase and it clearly was the in­
tent that the old folks in all 50 states 
get it. It was given, and we think 
rightly, to offset higher living costs 
which hit the elderly the same as 
those in the prime of life.

So Texas comes along and deprives 
its citi/ens of this, though presum­
ably those in the other 49 states will 
get it.

Congress did not intend to lighten 
the load on the Texas treasury by 
allowing 7 per cent reductions in pay­
ments to those drawing from both 
sources.

Further. Texas citizens and cor­
porations help to pay the taxes that 
finance this raise. Therefore the 
state’s citizens should not be denied 
the benefits.

We believe that Texans, when ful­
ly informed, will rise up in righteous 
indignation and demand this poJicv 
be reversed. Public opinion should
be brought to bear at every level __
by individual citizens, through legis­
lators, through communications to 
the governor —  to make sure that 
this injustice does not stand.

During recent weeks the Con­
gress has been especially con­
cerned with the question of 
Home Rule for the District 
of Columbia. This question of 
Home Rule for our nation’ s 
capital Is an exceedingly com­
plex and emotional matter.

Unfortunately, r a t h e r  than 
being considered dispassion­
ately and calmly. It has been 
considered Incorrectly as a 
matter of c iv il rights and vot­
ing rights and freedom of choice 
and a doxen other catch phrases 
and principles upon which all 
Americans agree.

What must be remembered 
Is that the District of Colum­
bia Is unique in America. It 
Is not Just another city or Just 
another state. It Is the capi­
tal of all America. It Is the 
seat of the government that 
Investigates, legislates and 
operates for all Americans.

The national government was 
moved to the District of Colum­
bia with the specific intent of 
removing It from normal sta­
tus. It was moved after the 
State of Pennsylvania was un­
willing o r unable to protect 
the Congress against mobs and 
demonstrations In Philadel­
phia.

This Intended uniqueness of 
the District was carefully pro­
vided for in our Constitution 
which gives the nationally-elec­
ted Congress sole authority to 
legislate for the nation’s capi­
tal.

Of course. Congress has an 
obligation to govern the Dis­
trict well, and the overwhelming 
evidence is that It has done Just 
that, or course, residents of 
the District have cltixen’ s 
rights, and a Constitutional 
amendment has granted them 
the right to vote In Presidential 
elections.

But, the rights of cltixens 
of the District of Columbia— 
residents of the national capi­
tal purely by their own choice— 
do not and must not override 
the rights of the cltixens of 
the nation. The District of Col­
umbia does not belong only to 
its often-temporary residents. 
The District of Columbia be­
longs to all Americans.

Therefore, the final govern­
mental decisions for the Dis­
trict must remain with the 
elected representatives of all 
Americans--the Congress.

Improvements can be mide 
in the way our nation's capital 
Is governed. Its schools and 
streets and law enforcement 
can be Improved. Local partici­
pation in Its affairs can be 
Increased. But, its unique sta­
tus as the property and re­
sponsibility of all Americans 
should not be circumvented.

LUBBOCK, Friday, October 
15, 1905 -  The House-Senate 
conference committee report 
now makes possible a more 
complete analysis of the new 
cotton program.

Still, it remains for the Sec­
retary of Agriculture to issue 
the regulations and interpreta­
tions necessary to clearing up 
the law’s more nebulous terms 
and provisions.

Loan value and payments are 
essentially as have been re­
ported. 'The loan In 1 *00 is set 
at 21 cents per pound basis mid­
dling-inch at average location. 
It w ill be set at no more than 
90 percent of the “ estimated”  
world market price for the other 
three years of the program.

Price support payments will 
be made In I'JOO at 9.42 cents 
per pound on the projected yield 
from domestic allotment (05 
percent of effective allotment.) 
The Secretary of Agriculture 
will set the amount of this pay­
ment for each of the succeeding 
three years, but the combined 
loan value plus the price sup­
port payment must provide the 
farm er with at least 05 percent 
of parity on 87.5 percent of ef­
fective allotment. Paritylsnow 
41.70 cents per pound.

Acreage Aversion payments. 
In 1900, w ill be 10.5 cents per 
pound times projected yield 
from diverted acres up to 35 
percent of effective allotment. 
Producers have the choice of d i­
verting the minimum 12.5, 25 or 
35 percent of allotments. After 
1900 the Secretary is directed 
to set diversion payments at no 
less than 25 percentof parity on 
the acreage required to be di­
verted. He may requi re cooper­
ators to divert less, but not 
more, than 12.5 percentof their 
allotments after 1900.

Diversion payments on the 
difference between the man­
datory diverted acreage and 35 
percent of allotments appar­
ently may be aet by the Sec­
retary anywhere between xero 
and 40 percent of parity after 
1900.

One half of these payments 
may be made at the time the 
producer signs up to partici­
pate in the program. The oth­
er  half w ill be made at theSec- 
reu ry 's  discretion. Thlslsone 
of the points awaiting the Ssc- 
rstary’ s decision before the 
total effects can be calculated.

The method of determining 
“ projected yield,”  is also a 
PMHt In question. The Con- 
lerence report says: “ Project­
ed farm yield for any crop of 
cotton shall be determined on 
the basis of the yield per har­

vested acre on the farm dur­
ing each of the three calendar 
years immediately preceding 
the year In which such pro­
jected farm yield is determined, 
adjusted for abnormal weather 
conditions, for trends in yields, 
and for any significant changes 
In production practices. . .“

But, the report further stipu­
lates that projected yield shall 
In no event be less than the 
normal yield as established un­
der the current program.

This makes it clear that pro­
jected yield for 1900 cannot be 
below normal yield as already 
established for a farm. But it 
is not plainly spelled out wheth­
er  the normal yield might be 
refigured in 1907, 1908 or 1909.

For an example of how the 
three permissable alternatives 
would affect gross income on a 
High Plains farm, assume the 
following:

1. 100 acre effective allot­
ment

2. 500 lbs. per acre projected 
farm yield

3. 500 lbs. per acre actual 
yield

4. lOf per Ib. loan value 
(300 points off mlddling-inch)

With these assumptions, the 
producer who plants the maxi­
mum permisaable, 87.5 acres, 
would receive:

9.42? per lb. on 05 bales 
(projected yield from domestic 
acres) -  3,001.50;

10.5? per lb. on 12.5 bales 
(projected yield from diverted

It can be seen that gross In­
come under normal conditions 
would likely be less with the 
greater acreage cut.

bring the best net return, each 
farm er will need to inject bis 
own acreage allotment, yield, 
production costa, cost of divert­
ing acreage to approved conser­
vation practices and other fac­
tors.

Also, It IS to be hoped that 
the 1'. arket pnce for cotton will 
be above the loan value used 
here. TTus possibility w ill de­
pend to a Urge extent on the how 
the Secretary handles CCC 
stocks, but It Is generally 
thought that the Secretary has 
enough latitude to either bolster 
o r depress market prices.

Reports are already being re­
ceived that some landlords have 
notified tenants they will not 
rent in 1900. Presumably they 
have calculated Increased in­
come from the land by farming 
it themselves under the new 
program. Whether they are 
wise in this decision may de­
pend on the Secretary's inter­
pretation of the law, which says 
“ 'The Secretary shall provide 
adequate safeguards to protect 
the interests of tenants and 
sharecroppers . . . . "  To date 
there is no indication as to what 
those “ safeguards’ ’ might be.

Sale or lease and transfer of 
allotments between growers 
within a state may be permitted 
by the Secretary “ if he deter­
mines that It w ill not impair the 
effective operation of the pro­

gram involved”  The word Is 
that such sales or leases will be 
permitted at least in 1900, sub­
ject to the following restric­
tions:

1. A two-thnds majority vote 
by growers in a county re fer­
endum before allotments can 
move across county lines (tobe 
held November 23 this year;;

2. Adjustment of transferred 
allotments from one farm to an­
other when there is a significant

Or Injured Too Poor To Pay

Poor p«opl« who ar* sick or 
Injured will benefit If voters 
approve Proposition .No. 7 on the 
ballot of the November 2 elec­
tion.

Amendment No 7 is worded 
so that It will affect only the 
Hermann Hospital Estate in 
Houston. Hermann Hospital Es­
tate IS one of the major char­
itable orcanisations In Houston 
(iv ing free hospital and medical 
care to the poor.

Approval of the amendment 
would not cost the State of Texas 
inything It merely exempts the 
estate from paying local taxes 
on Its properties within Harris 
County. The major pert of the 
local taxes are paid to the 
count), the City of Houston, and 
the Houston Independent School 
District.

The estate paid $332,463 in 
taxes in 1 >64 to local govern­
ment units, which would have 
been exempt if the proposed 
amendn.ent were in effect then. 
TTus mone> could have been 
used to provide free hospital and 
medical care to poor people if 
It had not been paid out in tax­
es.

None of the governmental 
units which received these taxes 
opposed the approval of this 
amendment by the Legislature.

The Hermann Estate was 
founded as a charitable trust b) 
George H. Hermann, a rich 
Houston land developer, whc 
died in 1914 After a modest 
beginning in 1924, Hermaor 
Hospital Estate has grown tc 
where it provided $2,029,882 ir 
free hospiul and medical care 
for the ind.gent In 1964

The Hermann Hospital Estate

operates a pay hospital in addi­
tion to Its charitable fac ility , 
because It has been proven that 
a combination free  and pay hos­
pital can render better medical 
care  to the indigent than taie 
which IS fo r  free  patients alone.

In the fiscal year endingSep- 
tember 30, li>64, Hermann Hos­
pital gave medical care to 28,- 
ooo free and pay patients in the 
hospital and to 13,833 in the out­
patient clinic. Of the 3,260 
births in Hermann during that 
period, 40 per cent w ere freeor 
at low charitable rates

There is no known organized 
opposition to amendment No. 7 
In Houston or elsewhere in the 
state.

4. .No sale of a farm allot­
ment shall be permitted if any 
sale of cotton allotment to the 
same farm has been madewith- 
in the three immediately pre­
ceding years;

3. No transfer of allotments 
from farms subject to a mort­
gage or other Uen unless 
agreed to by the lienholder, and

6 No transfer of allotmen's 
between January 1 and June 1 of 
any year

To qualify for diversion pay­
ments under the law, a farm 
will be required to devote to ap­
proved conservation practices 
an acreage equal to the sum of 
(a ) the reduction in cotton 
acreage required to qualify for 
such payments and (b)the aver­
age acreage of cropland devoted 
to soil conserving crops or 
practices during a base period 
prescribed by the Secretary.

The Secretary may permit 
planting of guar, sesame, saf­
flower, sunflower, castor 
beans, mustard seed, crambe, 
plantegp ovato or flaxseed. The 
rate of payments would then be 
determined by the Secretary 
at up to one-half the payment 
rate otherwise applicable.

Producers may elect to apply 
to county A£C offices fur ad^- 
tional acreage, produce cotton 
outside the program, and forego 
all loan and payment privileges. 
AU cotton from the farm elec­
ting this route must be ex­
ported. The Secretary has a 
maximum of 250,000 acres that 
can be applied to all such re­
quests in 1966. Howthej w lllbe 
apportioned has ixx been an­
nounced, but they w ill be avail­
able only to the holder of an al­
lotment In 1965 or his heir.

The 250,000 acres for this 
purpose is called ‘ export mar­
ket acreage reserve.”  For 
1967, 1 i68 and 1969, the s izeo f 
this export market acreage re­
serve will be the same if cotton 
carryover la reduced by as 
much ss one million bales. Oth­
erw ise the export acreage will 
be cut In proportion to the 
amount the carryover reduction 
fa lls short ot a mllLon bales.

In an expenment designed b) 
Texas A & M University to com­
pare feedlot performance and 
c a r c a s s  characteristics of 
young bulls and young steers, 
the bulls out-gained the steers 
and required less feed per pound 
of gain. The study was con­
ducted at Texas A 4 M Uni­
versity ’ s Coastal Bend Exper­
iment Station, Beeville.

Bulla have long been recog­
nized as being more efficient 
than steers or heifers in con­
verting feed to meat But bull 
meat has received price dis­
crimination, dating back to when 
cattle were sold at more ma­
ture ages. From this, bull meat 
has gained the reputation of 
being touch, string) and dry'.

In the test 10 good qualit)’ 
Hereford steers and 8 Here­
ford bulls of sim ilar breeding, 
age and weight were used. The 
calves were from the same herd 
and handled identically from 
birth to slaughter. The calves 
were fed for 162 days on a ra­
tion using ground grain sorghum 
and cottonseed meal as concen­
trates. Cottonseed hulls provi­
ded the roughage.

Both groups were started on 
a ration of 16 percent concen­
trates. The level of concen­
trates was gradually increased 
and was held at 80 percent 
for the last 55 days of the test.

In the results of the experi­
ment the bulls gained approxi­
mately 100 pounds more per 
head than the steers. The bulls 
consumed an average of 1.03 
pounds more feed per day pier 
body hundredweight than the 
steers. However, they required 
50 pounds less feed to produce 
100 pounds of gain on a market 
weight basis.

Dally gain In the feedlot was 
2.82 pounds for the bulls and 
2.26 pounds for the steers. The 
extra gain by the bulls more 
than compensated for the in­
creased feed Intake. Feed costs 
per 100 pounds gam inthefeed-

The airplane Is a Mowcy, 
Mark 21, 4-paJ«enger capacity 
plus 180 pounds of luggagj. i 
T ie  plane has about 180 HP 
and cruises at around 175 MPH. 
They purchased the plane tn 
1962 and have logged only about 
4 X) .hours on it.

When Stanlforth was tn the 
Army he was tn a transport 
group that flew new airplanes 
from s plant in L o jg  Beach, 
California, to their assigned 
units, w.here ever that might 
have been Some of the planes 
were flown to Australia, New 
Zealand, Great Britain, and 
•luint stayed at various points 
inside the United States.

He mentioned that when they 
returned to California they 
always flew by commercial a ir- i 
line and they had number 2 | 
priority. That is the only peo- I 
pie that could be put on an 
air line m the seats they had i 
reserved were the President ! 
or members of his immediate 
cabinet.

A fier logging 3,800 hours In 
the armed forces during the 
W ar flying ts no longer a novel­
ty as It IS with most Flo/d 
County flyers. “ When 1 go up 
tn my airplane 1 have some 
place to g>. : d jo ’t go flying 
just for the pleasure of it’ * 
Stanlforth said.

When asked at what altitude 
he usually flew, he replied, 
“ Jus: as close to the ground 
as I d ire. I only gain quite 
a bit of altitude when Frances, 
(M rs. Stamforth), files  with me 
and she likes to g«t a Lttle 
farther off the ground than 1 
do.”

“ In case anything happens 
to the plane I want to have as 
ffiuc'i glide distance as I poss­
ibly can get,”  ahs replied. Mrs. 
Stanlforth does not have a lic­
ense, but has considered going 
to co-pilot’ s school

She mentioned she wouit J.ke 
to at least be able to land the 
plane in case an.thtng s:iouId 
happen when the two of them 
are flying somewhere.

The family seldom uses the 
plane for pleasure but it has 
been worth the invistmen’ for 
business. A particular example 
w is  cited during the recent in­
terview;
