AUSTIN — Some people are 
trying to make fanners, ranch­
ers and dairymen “ the scape­
goats o f Inflation,*’ A t t o r n e y  
General Waggoner Carr has de­
clared In calling fo r more de­
tailed Information on the com­
posite factors o f food prices.

As a United States Senator, 
Carr said, he would take steps 
to determine what share of food 
costs actually goes to the far­
mer-producer. The Depart­
ment o f Agriculture would be 
asked to provide periodic de­
tailed breakdowns to reveal 
what share actually goes to the 
farm er-producer.

“ I, and Mrs. Carr In parti­
cular, certainly share the con­
cern o f housewives over rising 
food costs,** Carr said. “ But 
I am convinced that the farm ers 
and ranchers o f Texas are not 
to blame fo r  high supermarket 
prices.** The Democratic can­
didate pomted out that Inatlm e 
o f prosperity, farm ers are re­
ceiving less for many of their 
commodities than they did 18 
years ago.

“ In fact,*’ Carr said, “ they 
have almost become the for­
gotten people of our economy.’ ’

Carr applauded G o v e r n o r  
John Connally’ s a c t io n  In 
launching a study of food costs 
In Texas. The Governor re­

quested the University of Tex­
as, Texas A A M and Texas 
Tech to make the study and 
report to him by December 1.

C arr, who had previously 
called fo r more Information on 
food costs, expressed hope the 
study w ill p rc ^ c e  evidence to 
correct “ a great dealofm lsln- 
formatlon about who Is to 
blame.**

The rate of gain, 14.9 p e i-  
cent, was better than that of 
the United States as a whole, 
10.0 percent, and the 13.7 per­
cent In the West South Central 
States.

The study also shows the 
number o f local households at 
various other Income levels.

It lists 410 of them with net 
incomes o f $7,000 to $10,000, 
950 In the $4,000 to $7,000 
bracket smt 729 with net earn­
ings between $2,500 and $4,000. 
The rest are In the over $10,000 
o r  under $2,500 categories.

Representative Poage r e m i n d e d  cotton 
growers that In order to protect the farm er's 
Income, meet price competition, and reduce

For a typical farm er who has an allot­

ment o f 30 acres, who has average yields and 
who took the 35 percent diversion, he ex­
plained, the total payment on his production 
this year would come to about $72.50 a bale.

“ Is It worth this much to the country to 
try and save cotton?" he asked.

“ In my judgment. Congress w ill feel that 
It Is very much worthwhile -  If we can see 
genuine promise that there w ill be programs 
capable o f putting cotton on Its feet and ma­
king It self-sufficient within some reason­
able period of time.

“ If there Is to be such an outlook, a greatly 
expanded program o f research and promo­
tion must be at the very heart of I t . "

Rep. Poage said he was delighted when 
cotton producers came to Congress with a

self-help plan that would give farmers an 
opportunity to put up the dollar a bale for re­
search and promotion programs they would 
o|>erate themselves.

He,accordingly, helped bring about pass­
age of the Cotton Research and Promotion 
Act which would make possible such a pro­
gram provided It Is approved In the referen­
dum In early December.

“ In this day and a ge ," he reiterated, 
“ the producers of any pn^uct have to put up 
big money to Improve It and sell It through 
advertising and other techniques of promo­
tion. Either they do this or go out of busi­
ness.

“ In essence, this Is the decision farmers 
must make In the referendum on cotton re­
search and promotion."

AMENDMENT NO. I
THIS AMENDMENT PROVIDES A METHOD W HERE­
BY A NATURAL PERSON (BUT HOT A CORPOB- 
ATION) WHO USES OR D EV ELO P S  LAND FOR  
A G R ICU LTU R A L PURPOSES MAT NAVE ASSESS­
MENT FOR AD v a l o r e m  TA X ES BASED ALONE 
ON TH E LAND'S V A LU E FOR TH ESE PURPOSES

At citiat •xpan4,_famit on tb* fringa area or* 
bIu«.inflating in vofua. This owendmatif would allow

thoto lormt utod tololy for ogricultutol purpoto* for 
at loo*t tnroo yoort procoding tho otaotMiont dot# 
to got tho agricultural roto. Tho tax asM ito r would 
not* tho diffwonco botwoon tho ogriculturol ortd full 
valuation in h it rocordt, and if ih# lond is told for 
noo-ogricultufol purpotot, tho difforonco in tho 
loxot for throw yoor poriod would hovo to bo paid.

FO R: An oquitoblo tax odjuttmont would holp 
protorvo tho family form oitd romovo tho ponolty 
now poid by thoto forms noor expanding cities for 
continuing forming.

AGAINST: This omondmont it  on attempt to 
benefit the farmers by another subsidy, and it would 
cost state ortd local govommontt money ot a time 
when they or# in need of odditional rovonuo to moot 
modern problems.

AMENDMENT NO. 2
AUTHORIZES CREATIO N  OF A IRPO RT AUTHOR­
IT IES  COMPOSED OF ONE OR MORE COUN­
TIES.

This proposed amindmont makes pottibU o re­
gional state govommont ontity, oihich would bo 
oligiblo to rocoivo fodorol furtds under tho Fodorol 
Airport Act. This airport authority could only bo 
created in tho following way: First- Authoriiotion 
by tho Logisloturo, Second: Petition for oloctien by 
at loost 5% of taxpoying votors of ooch county cen- 
comod, Third A ^ o v o l by M iority of taxpoyirtg 
votors in ooch county to bo includoe in tho author­
ity. Tho Authority would hove the Power to levy e 
tax of not otoro than 75g par $100 valuation yearly. 
It would bo governed by o board based preportion- 
atoly upon population ^  the participating counties. 
Other gonorol guidelines for the administration of 
tho outW ity ore also sot forth in tho amendment.

FO R: Regional airports are rocemmondod by the 
Fodorol Airport Act. Texas rtoeds regionol author­
ities to operate and to quolify for ovailobU fodorol 
support for airports. Tho cost of those regional air­
ports would bo born by tho entire area sorvicod by 
• I. At present, for oxomple. Love Fie ld  is finortcod 
by Dallas City taxes only, but those residing out­
side the city hove the full benefits.

AGAINST: If the votors approve creation of on 
airport authority in fhoir region, it could bo on od- 
ditionol tax burden. There ore new o largo variety 
of local govornmonts with little coordination omortg 
thom--crootien of airport authorities could solve 
specific problems, but odd to tho gonorol confusion. 
Regional airports would moke distances for tho 
customer oven greater than they ore now.

This proposed omondmont would volidote tho six 
year terms.

FOR: Si* y*o» terms would bo more efficient ond 
would reduce the financial burden of f re ^ ^ t e lec­
tions for smoll districts. This proposed omood- 
ment outhoriios, but does not require, si* yoor 
terms. Tbo logisloturo is given the responsibility 
for determining which districts shell hovo two year 
ond wKich tin yoor torois.

AGAINST: Errors ol judgmont ef dir^tors with 
o six yoor term could work to the disodvwtogo o 
district residents. Thor# is no provision l»  
or (or staggered terms of oHico spociliod in tho 
omondmont. A si* veer term e*okes the e l^ tive  of- 
ficiol loi» roopontivo to tKo do»iro» ol too poopio 
than if ho must run for office every two years.
AMENDMENT NO. 5
AUTHORIZES TH E LEG ISLA TU R E TO PROVIDE  
FOR A SYSTEM OF RETIREM EN T, D ISA B ILITY . 
AND DEATH B EN EF IT S  FOR COUNTY O F F I­
C IA LS , EM PLO YEES, AND OTHERS

Tho first Stote public omployoe refiromont sys­
tem in Toxos was authorized in 1936 ostoblishing 
the teacher rotirimsnt program. Prior to that, only 
cities operating undor authority of their charters 
had a retirement system. In 1944 and 1946 outhori- 
zotion wos given spocificolly to munieipolitios ond 
outheriiMl ostoblishmont of o statewide rotiroment 
system for municipalities: outhoriiod creation of 
the some for County omployoos. This proposed 
aewndment. No. 5 outhoriios the logisloturo le  
provide for a system of retirement, etc., fer the of­
ficers and oemloyoas of a County, political sub­
division of 0 (-ourtty, or other political subdivision 
eAich must decide whotKer it will porticipote in the 
system.

FO R: Participation is discretionary with the 
gevoming bodies. O fficials and employees will 
match the omouitt of mortey cortfributod by tho po­
litical subdivision. Rotiroment systems new in ef­
fect could bo continued with local furtds er merged 
into tho system provided for this omondmont without 
the loss of previous credits. The establishment to 
retirement programs attracts more competent poopio 
to public setvico, end improves morale, thus in- 
croesing omployoe work output.

AGAINST: Sound rotiroment programs require 
large memberships and wisdom and prudence in fi­
nancial operations. It is  doubtful if many of tho 
programs crootod urtdor this omondmont would moot 
this criteria. Tho leultitudo of soporoto rotiroment 
programs cri»at#d is  on uitdorsiroble situotion. Some 
governing bodies of counties or other political sub­
divisions might choose net to ostoblish o program, 
which would leave those efficiols and omployoos 
without o rotiroment progrom. All omployoet of 
those govorrtmontol units ore eligible fer Social 
Security cevorogo so tho need for on oxportdod ro- 
tiremont program is quostiortoblo.

AMENDMENT NO. 3
WITHDRAWS ARLINGTON STA TE C O L L E G E  
f r o m  PARTICIPATION IN PERMANENT UN IVER­
SITY FUND.

Under the provisions of on amendment adopted 
in November, 1965, Arlington Stote ColloM  was 
one of tho five schools added to tho list of those 
obtaining fursds from tho od valorem taxes dosig- 
notod for construction by institutions of highw 
loorniitg.

FO R: Should this amendment not poss, Arlington 
State College could obtain fursds from both state od 
valorem taxes and tho Pormonont University Fund. 
When this college was placed within tho University 
of Toxos system, the statute onoctod by the legis­
lature stipulated that future building n e ^ s be from 
sources other then tho University of Texas’ shore 
of tho Pormonont Fund.

AGAINST: <Since Arlin^on State College is a 
port of the University of Texas system, it should 
continue to shore in tho University ef Texas Por- 
monont Fund, os it did when port of tho A&M Uni­
versity system.
AMENDMENT NO. 4
IN CREASES TH E PERM ISSIBLE TERM  OF O F­
F IC E  FOR D IRECTO RS OF CONSERVATION AND 
RECLAMATION DISTRICTS FROM TWO TO SIX 
YEA RS AND V A LID A TES PRESEN T STATUTORY
t e r m s  o f  s u c h  o f f i c i a l s .

This proposed omondmont would clarify censti- 
tutiortol limitotions on terms of office of consorvo- 
tion and reclomotion district directors. Or«o provi­
sion of the Constitution states duration of terms of 
officers not fixed by the Constitution shell never 
exceed two years. Another prevision, states tho 
Boord of Regents of tho State University and boards 
of trustees ef oducotiortal, oloomesynory, and penal 
institutions of the State and such boards that have 
boon or moy bo established moy hold their offices 
for six years. However, most conservation and re­
clamation districts ora not stoto ogoncias. About 
fifty, local in noturo, provide fer six year terms.

AMENDMENT NO. 6
PROVIDES FOR PAYMENT OF ASSISTANCE TO  
SURVIVORS OF LAW EN FO RCEM EN T O F F IC E R S . 
CUSTODIAL PERSO N N EL OF TH E TEXA S D E ­
PARTMENT OF CORRECTIO N S, AND FU LL-P A ID  
FIREM EN.

This omondmont would outhorizo tho legislature 
to provide, by general low, poymont pi assistortco 
by tho state to survivirtg spouse ot>d rnirtor children 
of those in tho above montionod jobs who suffer 
violent dooth in the course of performance of tkoir 
duties.

FOR: Provisions should bo mode for the state to 
poy assistance to survivors of omployoos ongoged 
in extra-hazardous duty. By leaving tho amount of 
ossistortce to the discretion of tho logisloturo, this 
omondmont would insure o reosonoble amount to 
survivors.

AGAINST: Mony of the employees coming uridor 
the scope of this omortdmont ore city or county om­
ployoos; assistance to their survivors should bo 
born by tho cities and counties and not by the state. 
The amendment should specify o limitotien on the 
amount of assistance os tho costs could bo more 
burdensome than expected by the voters. This 
amendment is  being unfair by singling out a certain 
c lass of public employees for special treatment.

AMENDMENT NO. 7
R EP EA LIN G  THE CON STITUTIONAL PROVISION 
REQUIRING A P O LL  TAX AS A P R ER EQ U ISITE  
FOR VOTING AND REQUIRING TH E L E G IS L A ­
TU R E TO PROVIDE FOR ANNUAL R EG ISTR A ­
TION OF A L L  VOTERS.

Texas mode tho poll tax o pro-roquisito for vot­
ing in 1902, and thoro hove boon intormittont ot- 
tompts to abolish it over since. At o special oloc- 
tion in November^ 1963, a similar omondmont was 
dofeotod. In February, 1966, a thro# Judge Fodorol 
District Court in Austin d^lm od the poll lax in 
Texas was unconstitutional os a proroquisito for 
voting.

AMENDMENT NO. 12

Th* history sine* 1949 has baan on* of change 
from traditional county hospital system, in which 
finoncas or* limited, to th* hospital district with its 
outhorilotion to tax at th* rot* of 75q par $100 vol- 
uotion. In 1962 th* voters approved a stotawid* hos­
pital district omandmant. Howavar, little contidar- 
otion was given to how to dissolve a hospital d is­
trict. In 1965, after receiving o question from th* 
Jospar County Commistionars Court, th* Attorrray 
Gartarol of Texas stated thara was no gar^al stat­
utory or constitutionol provision outhoriiing a d is­
solution alaction lor hospital districts. This pro­
posed omartdmant outhoriias th* legislature lo pro­
vide lor 0 statutory orocass for dalarming th* dasira 
of th* voters lo dissolv*. Th* statute must provide a 
means of disposing of th* assets of th* district, and 
there must b* statutory authority for satisfying tha 
bonds and debts of th* district. Elections moy not 
b* hold mor* ihon one* o year.

FO R: If th* voters moy vot* to craota, they 
should b* obi* to vot* to dissolv*. Tkis would pro- 
vid* a means of consolidating savaral districts into 
on* larger mor* efficient district. It would provide 
relief from taxes imposed by special districts in 
areas whar* this revenue source is  unduly burdan- 
som*

AGAINST: Opponents of hospital districts would 
b* providad with on opportunity to hmoss th* d is­
trict, ond thus confuse th* voters and also moke it 
harder to recruit arid retain qualified personnel. Th* 
problem of protecting the boirdholdarq upon dissalu-, 
tion demands more careful study.* -* ' ' • A d i  s aa ' i
AMENDMENT NO. 13
AUTHORIZES THE LEG ISLA T U R E TO PROVIDE 
FOR CONSOLIDATING THE FUNCTIONS OF GOV­
ERNMENT IN ACOUNTY HAVING 1.2 MILLION OR 
MORE INHABITANTS AND TO PROVIDE FOR IN­
TERGOVERNM ENTAL CON TRACTS BETW EEN  
P O LIT IC A L  SUBDIVISIONS OF TH E COUNTY.

At present Harris County is  th* only county af­
fected by this proposed omeirdment. It is  a two fold 
omandmant on* it oulhorixes th* legislature to 
provide for consolidating soma of th* govemmantal 
functions in o county of that s ite , upon approval by 
a majority of th* voters; ond two: outhariies th* 
county and local governments vdiolly within th* 
county to controct with or>* another for th* parfor- 
manc* of govarrxnental functions without alaction 
to opprov* 0 contract.

FOR: Consolidation of certain services such os 
police protection and water supply could result in 
tremenr^s savings in public funds. Planning could 
be co-ordinated to meat th* needs of growing metro­
politan areas. Oft* governmental unit could make 
assessments for oil political subdivisions and
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thereby provid* more equitable opportionment of od 
valorem taxes.

AGAINST: Small incorooroted areas and rural 
sections will hove little voice in alactions neces­
sary for adoption of the amendment. Th* county 
wide tax burdan could be iiKreosed unfairly by the 
county assuming expensive responsibility in pro­
viding services primarily for c ities. Discrimination 
could be mod* against th* poor, less ottroctiv* 
areas

AMENDMENT NO. 14
ALLOWS MEMBERS OF THE ARMED FO RCES TO  
VO TE IN TEXAS UPON SATISFYING THE R ES I­
DENCE REQUIREM ENTS A P P LIC A B LE  TO T E X ­
ANS IN G EN ER A L.

Texas has discriminated against sarvicamen 
with respact to voting sine# it was a Rapublic. This 
amendment would delete from th* constitution th* 
sentanc* depriving them of th* right lo vo l*-a  pro­
vision which the fedarol courts hov* prohibted the 
th* state from enforcing since 1965.

FOR: This amendment would cleon-up th* state 
constitution and remove its present conflict with th* 
supreme low of the land. Any low discriminating ba- 
cous* of occupotion should be removed from tha 
book*. Arguments against the amendment or* moot 
in light of th* Supreme Court of th* U.S. decision.

AGAINST: A meat burden would be placed on 
local election oniciols because of th* transient 
status of servicemen. Also, because of this tran­
siency, servicemen do not hove a community of in­
terest with th* local civilian population.

AMENDMENT NO. 15
AUTHORIZES THE CHANNELING OF FUNDS FROM 
PRIVATE AND F E D E R A L  SOURCES THROUGH 
THE STATE FOR USE BY P R IV A T ELY  OWNED 
OR LO CA L AGENCIES IN ESTABLISHING AND 
EQUIPPING FA C IL IT IE S  TO ASSIST THE HANOI- 
CAPPED  IN BECOMING G A IN FU LLY  EM PLOYED.

This amendment results from on apparent con­
flict between th* state constitution and regulations 
promulMted under th* Federal Vocational Rehabili­
tation Act as last amanded irs 1964. This omandmant 
would ramova th* conflict and also accomplish th* 
following Permit th* channeling of funds from Fed- 
arol atvd private sources through state rehabilita­
tion agencies for us* in establishing rehabilitation 
progroms. By requirirtg th* deposit of private dona­
tions and matching grants with th* state ogencias, 
it would mok* th* present constitutional auditing 
sofeguards apply to this money. It would cost th* 
state nothing- only private donations ortd matching 
federal grants or* covered. It would parmit th* leg- 
islotur* to control th* fuitds and progroms and would 
centralis* in state rehabilitation agencies control 
over local and private programs for th* hondicoppad.

FO R: This omandmant removes on apparent con­
stitutional bar to us* of funds available from th* 
fedarol government for local rehabilitation progroms 
programs for the handicapped. Th* legislature would 
have control over all expenditures, but it would cost 
th* state nothiitg. Mor* facilities for training th* 
handicapped would become avoilobl*.

AGAINST: The proposed amendment could result 
in increased odministrotiv* costs ond eventually re­
quire mor* tax money. Th* amendment is permissive 
—M t mandotory--in requiring legislative outhori lo­
tion for withdrawal of th* fu ^ s from th* state treo- 
sury. It is  generally recognised thot batter results 
con be obtained where there is local interest and 
participation in progroms.

AMENDMENT NO. 16
ESTABLISH  THE DATE ON WHICH NEWLY E L E C ­
TED  MEMBERt OF THE LEG IS LA T U R E  Q UA LIFY  
AND TAKE O F F IC E .

Th* Constitution spacifies that representative’ s 
term of office begins on the doy of election, but 
there hove baen diKerent interpretations under the 
present constitution os to just when o senotor s 
term of office begin*. This omendment would hove 
senators' and legi slators’ terms of office begin at th* 
soma time—on th* day sat by law for convening th* 
ragulor session of th* legislotur* followirtg th* Gen­
eral Election. Legislators elected in November, 
1966, would take oHic* under this amendment on 
January K), 1967.

FOR: The recurring question of whan o newly 
elected legislator may qualify and his pay begin 
will be dennitely settled. Tk is  amendment will *n- 
torc* mor* effectively another provision of th* Con­
stitution which declares legislators ineligible, dur­
ing th* term for which thoy or* elected, for offices 
created or for which th* salaries ware increased by 
th* legislature of which they or* mambars.

AGAINST: The uniformity sought by this omand- 
mant has already been accomplished by judicial ac­
tion. There could be a ’ ’ lame duck”  legislature p*r- 
mitted ^  this amendment if th* dot* th* legislature 
convert** is ever moved bock or if th* special ses­
sion is  called after th* November election but be­
fore th* next regular session convenes in January. 
Th* phrasing of this amendment could cause trouble 
in the courts os it it  o lottguog* unknown to con­
stitutional draftsman.

The number one task of every human being is to find out who he Is. On the face of it, It would seem to 
be a simple task, but it is not. We get confused and slde-tircked and tricked into believing we are something 
we are not.

In the satirical musical revue **For Heaven’s Sake”  Helen Kromer pictures presumptuous man who has 
not discovered his “ manness.”

’ ’Little man, like a peacock, proud;
Like a strutting rooster, crowing aloud;
Like a neophyte actor, certain indeed
He’s a better star than the one playing lead.
Is grabbing the stage and having his fling
Anu playing the role of the Almighty King.”
This temptation, to assume the role of God, has b e « i  with us since the beginning. This was the bait that 

Satan offered Eve, ’’You shall be like God.”
It is easy to say, ” God is God and I am only a man.”  It is not so easy for us to remember that in all the 

moments and events of our day to day life. What we say in theory we often do not practice. Too often we 
make decisions which r e M e  our belief that God is God and we are men. Too often we seek to ’’make God in 
OUR im age.”  When we are confronted with a decision of vital Importance, rarely do we stop to ask, ” What 
is God’s w ill in this matter?”  We usually make our decision on the basis of our own desires, our own 
tastes, our own backgroimd.

God has done His very best to help us understand who we are. He has revealed His ovm infinite wisdom 
and power in creation. He has demonstrated his lim itless love by the incarnation of His presence in Jesus 
Christ -  a love that did not stop short of suffering and death. In short. He has shown Himself to us as God 
in o rder that we might understand that we are men, children of God. He then leaves us free to acknowledge 
both his divinity and our own humanity. It is this fre ^ o m  that becomes the battleground on which all of life ’s 
skirm ishes take place. Here all of life ’s choices are made, including the choice to be a TRUE MAN as God 
intended, o r to be a FALSE GOD, falling down to worship ourself as the center of the universe.

Can we, with our Ups, call Him ” C reator,”  but with our whole selves Uve as thou^ we can “ make”  life 
out of a superabundance of gadgets and goods? Can we acclaim Him the “ Great Architect,”  and yet try to 
build our life on our own private drawing board? The point is this— a man cannot know himself until he 
knows God. When he knows God, he then knows that he himself is a creature, a finite being whose meaning 
and destiny comes from God and God alone.

In another very telling section of ’ ’For Heaven’s Sake”  called “ The Repair Job”  the singer complains 
that He asked God to come and make a few small repairs in the house he calls his Ufe. What he had in mind 
was just a little patch-up work. But God had other ideas. The man finds himself rebelling because God is 
’’making him over.”  The purpose of this “ remodeUng job”  was to provide living room for God in his 
Ufe. The big problem is that there just isn’t room for two Gods in one house (o r  one universe).

Want to know who you are? Let God be God. Be content to be a m an~but a special m an ~a  man who 
gives God Uving room in his Ufe.

EDITOR’S NOTE: Veterans 
and their fam ilies are asking 
thousands o f questions con­
cerning the benefits their Gov­
ernment provides fo r them 
through Veterans Administra­
tion. Below are some repre­
sentative queides. Additional 
information may be obtained 
at any VA office.

Q. —  I understand the G.L 
home loan program fo r World 
War n veteim is Is about over. 
It that true?

A. —  The deadline for WW 
n veterans Is July 25,' 1967. 
Your entitlement runs 10 years 
from the date o f discharge 
plus one year tor each thi^e 
months of service, but In no 
case w ill it go beyond July 
25 1967

Q. —  My father is a World 
War I veteran and needs an 
operation. He can’t afford it 
and neither can L Can he get 
into a veteran’s hospital?

A. —  Admittance to a VA 
hoBjiltal is in this order: F irs t, 
veterans with seiwlce-connec- 
ted disabilities; second, vet­
erans who are unable to pay. 
The latter are admitted when 
beds are available.

Q. —  In 1918,1 suffered TB 
and was sent to a Naval Hos­
pital from which I was dis­
charged a year later with 100 
percent temporary total ser­
v ice  donnected disability. In 
1942, I was told that my con­
dition was Inactive. Why is 
there a difference in serv ice- 
connected disabilities?

A. — The difference is the 
severity o f each disability. 
Each case is decided on the

A — Headstones or grave 
markers are available tor any 
deceased veteran o fw artlm eor 
peacetime service whose last 
period of service was term i­
nated honorably by death or 
discharge. If you desire a head­
stone or grave marker you may 
contact the nearest VA office, 
which w ill provide an applica­
tion and assistance in filing. If 
you mean a marker in which the 
service organizations place 
flags on Memorial and Veter­
ans Day, contact the service 
organization to which your hus­
band belonged.

Examine the 47 year old Lubbock Attorney's Record:

Attorowy Gwneral Waggoner Carr has served 
the people oi Texas both as a state officer and os 
a county official from Lubbock County.

Prior to his election to the House of Represent­
atives, he served as an Assistant District Attorney 
in the 4-county 72nd Judicial District and as 
County Attorney for Lubbock County in which 
position he amassed a  record of having tried 
more criminal cases than any preceding County 
Attorney.

In 1951. the people of Lubbock elected him to 
his first term as a member of the House of Rep­
resentatives. This was the first oi five terms which 
he served in that legislative body. His last two 
terms in the House, he was paid the greatest 
compliment which the 150 House members oon 
grant to one of their fellow representatives. They 
elected him Speaker of the House for two con­
secutive terms, and he became one of only three 
men in the history of Texas to receive such a 
vote of confidence.

Waggoner Carr is 47 years of age. and is a 
graduate of Texas Tech and the University oi 
Texas Law School.

Attorney General Carr amassed an enviable 
legislative record during his ten years in the 
House of Representatives.

While only a freshman member, he was nam­
ed Vice Chairman of the Texas Crime Investigat­
ing Committee, and, while holding this position 
of trxist he won statewide acclaim for exposure 
of organized crime in Texas.

In 1962. he announced his candidacy for At­
torney General of Texas, and after a very active 
campaign, was elected, receiving more than one 
million votes. General Carr received more votes 
than any other major statewide candidate in that 
election.

As head of the low firm representing the peo­
ple of Texas, Carr's leadership of a staff of 105 
lawyers has resulted in on outstanding record of 
litigation.

handled in a 36 month period by disposing oi 
11.856 suits. This bettered the previous 3 year re­
cord oi 5,512 by almost 115%.

Of the coses disposed of. the office won 9,532 
cases, while losing only 294.

Carr colls it " a  dramatic example oi the readi­
ness and ability oi our Texas youth to accept re­
sponsibility for building a  greater State and Na­
tion."

For his work with the young people of Texas. 
Waggoner Carr has received commendations 
from organizations in every area of Texas. Such 
groups as the Texas State Juvenile Officers As- 
ssociation, the Optimists, Kiwanis, and Lions 
Club of Texas, the Texas State Coaches Associa­
tion. the DeMolays oi Texas, and many others 
have specifically cited his efforts.

For his work with law enforcement officers of 
Texas, he has received high commendation from 
the East Texas Peace Officers Association, the 
Texas Municipal Police Association, the Texas 
Safety Association, and countless local police a- 
gencies.

Other high honors which he has received 
came from such groups as the Council on Hu­
man Relations, National Conference of Christians 
and Jews, the National Guard Association of Tex­
as, and the Chinese-Americon Citizens Alliance.

On November 3, 1963, the people of Texas re­
elected Waggoner Carr to his second term as At­
torney General of Texas. More than one million, 
nine hundred thousand Texans cast ballots for 
his candidacy, and. for the second time, he led 
the entire field in total votes received in a  gene­
ral election.
