A ll telephone n u m b e r s  In 
Floydada w ill be converted to 
A ll Number Calling (ANC ) next 
July when new telephone d irec­
tories are Issued, Bob Davis, 
manager fo r  the Southwestern 
Bell Teleohon* Comoanv. r e ­
minded customers. He said 
for e x a m p l e ,  the telephone 
company's business o ffice te l­
ephone number w ill change at 
that time from  YUkon 3-2891 
to 983-2891.

Davis said about three- 
fourths of th* telephones in the 
United States hare already con­
verted to A ll Number Calling. 
The change to a new number­
ing system Is necessary be­
cause o f the tremendous growth 
In the num'>er of telephones. 
Telephone companies would ev­
entually run out o f suitable 
numbers If they did not con­
vert to A ll Number Calling, 
Davis said.

Davis said at the time o f the 
changeover, the prefix is the 
only part o f the telephone num­
ber which w ill change fo r  most 
customers. The last four d i­
gits w ill remain the same fo r 
all customers except approxi­
mately 100 telephone users who 
presently have telephone num­
bers in the \'U3-4XXX group 
who w ill be changed to numbers 
in the 983-5XXX group. “ A ll 
other numbers actually remain 
th* same as they ar* now,*' 
the manager added, “ excc^  
that we are calling the prefix 
983 Instead of YUkon 3.’ * Da­
vis pointed out that the 983 
and YUkon 3 dial pulls are lo­
cated in the same place on the 
dlaL “ Even c u s t o m e r s  who 
have ordered a full year's  
printed material w ill not have 
to change in July,’ ’ the man­

ager said, “ since the dial pulls 
a r* the same. However, we do 
recommend that customers 
show the 983 prefix when o r ­
dering new printed material.*' 
“ Actually,'* th* manager add­
ed, “ customers who a r* con­
templating ordering p r i n t e d  
material at th* present time 
can go ahead and show the new 
prefix on printed matter. There 
Is no ne«^ to wait unless the 
customer just prefers doing It 
that w ay ."

Davis said there ar* many 
things about the new number­
ing system which he feels cus­
tomers w ill Ilk*. “ There a r*  
still peop le ," he said, “ who 
confuse th* letter “ I "  and the 
number “ on e ." There ar* also 
some people who get mixed up 
between the letter “ O "  and 
th* number “ Zero". This often 
results In wrongnumbers which 
can Irritate the calling party 
as well as the called party ." 
But, according to the manager, 
th* main reasons fo r  the change 
to ANC is the necessity of 
creating new telephone num­
ber combinations which w ill 
meet the demand fo r m ore 
telephones, th* possibility of 
world-wide direct distance 
dialing, and miniaturization o f 
telephones in the future. “ ANC 
gives us approiclmately 50 per 
cent more useable telephone 
num bers," Davis said. “ This 
w ill permit domestic growth 
as well as overseas growth. Ir 
addition, we w ill have to have 
ANC for world-wide dialing. 
Numbers are universal but lan­
guages are not. Then last but 
not least, w e’ ll be seeing sm all­
e r  telephones In the future with 
sm aller dials.

Editor’ s Note: The Howard 

Gregorys of Floydada report on 
a trip to HaoUand to see Mar- 
leen Keasels, the foreign ex- 
changs student who lived in 
their homy for a year.

We started our trip by going 
to Amarillo Saturday the 21st 
where Shirley and Garrett had 
a 25th Anmversary party plan­
ned for us before departure 
for New York. Shirley and Gar­
rett had given us the plane 
tickets as a gift for Christmas 
and Anniversary. They left Am­
arillo at 5:30 p.m. by T.W.A. 
We left at 9:45 by Branlff and 
they met us in N.Y. about 5:30 
Sunday morning.

From the air terminal we 
went for breakfast and then 
started a walking tour of down­
town N.Y. We visited Rocke- 
feUer Center, St. Patricks Ca­
thedral and the U.N. Building 
before checking into our hotel. 
Monday we nslted China Town, 
Wall Street Stock Exchange ana 
toured The Statue of Liberty. 
We enjoyed riding the subway- 
trains on several occasions.

We landed at the Schlpol 
Airport In Amsterdam at 9:30 
a.m. after a six and one half 
hour flight on a KLM Royal 
Dutch Airline DC-8 jet from 
New York. As we camo In low 
for the landing, the clouds 
broke, the sun came out, and 
we had our f i r s t  glimpse of 
Holland! A beautiful sight to 
behold, with the many canals, 
bright green “ iwlders,”  and 
brightly painted, two-storied 
homes shining In the morning 
MuUght. We had our first 
glimpse of a Dutch windmill 
from this vantage point.

Marleen Kessels, our Dutch 
dbnghter, a f o r  m j r  exchange 
student to Floydada, mjt us at 
the airport. After a tearful, 
happy reunion we boarded a bus 
that srould take us into Ams­
terdam Marleen was quite dis­
mayed with the amount of lug­
gage we arrived with, and we 
soon understood her concern. 
It was quite a problem to carry 
It all Into the huge r a i l w a y  
stations, and then down the 
endless ramps to board the 
train. Luggage isn’t checked 
Into baggage cars, as we do 
here, so we had many am-.islng 
Incidents happen as we trav­
eled across Holand, B e l g i u m  
and to Paris and back I We soon 
learned to do with one suitcase!

As our airport bus rolled 
onto the modem highway into 
town, we saw our first canal 
at clo#e range. We were told 
that the levpl of the water In 
the canal Is 13 feet higher than 
the level of the alrportl That’s 
because Amsterdam’s Airport, 
like much of The Netherlands, 
Is located on land that is below 
sea levell The beautiful green 
"polders”  are reclaimed land 
from the sea, and the Dutch 
have farmed and cultivated 
them to create some of the 
most fertile and breathtaking

scenery In the world today,
W e were told that Am tterdam 
usually has at least three big 
snows during the winter, but 
the weather was very pleasant 
during our stay in Holland, 
even though It usually rained 
at night.

The appearance of Amiiter- 
dam 's like no other city In 
the world. What we saw in 
the old central section of the 
city are buildings and squares, 
canals, bridges and courtyards 
that arose during the 17thCen­
tury and that the Dutch have 
preserved Intact. Not a brick 
In the central portion of town 
may be altered without official 
permission, and the great ma­
jority of the SO canals remain 
as they once were. The long 
rows of homi^s, that are built 
slde-by-slde, are tall and nar­
row, because the real estate 
taxes of the day were calcu­
lated according to the frontage 
of a building. They are usually 
three to six stories high, have 
gracefully shaped fronts, and 
all are wfill taken care oL We 
took a tour on the canal, and 
among soma of the more fa­
mous homas pointed out to us 
were the homos of Rembrandt 
and .A.nne Frank. At night this 
old part of Amsterdam is a 
beautiful sight. We only saw 
this part of the city, but out 
from this Is the New Amster­
dam, vast areas of modem 
housing projects and shopping 
colters. One of the highlights 
of our stay In Amsterdam was 
a visit to The Rljksmuseum, 
where we saw the paintings of 
the old Dutch Misters. Rem­
brandt Is one of our favorite 
artists, and we viewed many 
of his masterpieces, Including 
his famous "nlghtwatch.’ ’ We 
spent one night, and two days 
In this fascinating city.

The Dutch people are warm 
and friendly, and we especially 
found this to be true of Mar- 
leen’ s family. They made us 
feel so welcome. There were 
fifteen of us around the sujsper 
table the first night we were 
with them, and with three lan- 
guanges going simultaneously. 
It was an occasion to remem­
ber! We had little difficulty 
understanding one another, ev­
en though we sjMke no Dutch 
and Mr. and Mrs, Kessels spoke 
no English. Three of the Kes- 
sel children speak English, so 
they translated for us. The 
food served In Holland is dell- 
c l o us ,  and we especially en- 

 ̂ joyeO the bread, cheese, and 
butter.

Mirleen was with us at all 
times, and she was certainly 
helpful with the language and 
money exchange problems. We 
visited Liege and Brussels, 

■ Belgium, and Paris, Franee.
I Of course, we visited the us­

ual sights that tourists do while 
In Paris such as the Eiffel 
Tower, The Louvre, Royal Pal­
ace, Arc de Trlomohe, Notre

Dim e Cathedral, the first Am­
erican church established on ' 
f o r e i g n  soli, the Opera,' 
Champs-Elysees, am«mg oth­
er attractions.

Tlie Kessels farm ’ ng Is pri­
marily fruit orchards of ap­
ples, pears and cherries. They 
have two farms consisting of 
12 hectares (30 acres) each. 
The land not planted to trees 
Is used to grow wheat, barley, 
rye, and sugar beets. The beets 
are chopped and fed to their 
25 head of dairy cows and cal­
ves. The winter ration consists 
o f the beets plus cake. I fa il­
ed to ask what the cake was 
made from but It looked the 
same as cake fed In this coun­
try. Their bams are connect­
ed to the house and the cattle 
are kept there during the win­
ter months .  They are kept 
chaiined to the stanchions at 
all times and the bams are 
cleaned twice dally which dally 
which eliminates practically aU 
odors.

The use modem tractors and 
plows for working their land. 
Most tractors In that area are 
In the 35 to 40 HP r a n g e  In 
order to work between the 
trees which are planted 6 to 
10 ft. apart.

Most of the observations con- 
vemlng the farms are based on 
what could be seen from train 
windows.

The land near Am sterdam Is 
not as rolling as that near Ca- 
dler en Keer, consequently the 
farms appear to be much larg­
er. Also the land In Belgium Is 
laid out In larger tracts.

In the towns each home has 
a small garden. In the larger 
towns small gardens are even 
planted along the railroad right 
o f ways.

The Diamond Look is the new 
look in hair styles o f Spring, 
according to the Official Hair 
Fashion Committee of the Na­
tional Hairdressers and Cosmeto­
logists Association. True, this 
diamond has its points rounded 
softly, but in a hair style, this 
gives a tall, slender look with 
soft width at the sides.

The new hair styles will be 
shown throughout the nation in 
observance o f National Beauty 
Salon Week, February 12-18, 
According to the hair fashion 
authorities, they will really put 
the promise o f Spring in your 
hair.

The diamond shape is most 
visible from the front view. Hair 
is dressed closely to the head at 
the ears, and then width is ex­
tended softly outward above the 
brows, tapering in again to a 
gracefully narrowed volume at 
the top. From the side, hair hugs 
the nape, extending width at the 
back crown area, and then round­
ing the top gently to balance the 
profile with all o f the charm of 
an Old World cameo.

In most o f the new Diamond 
Look styles, hair is dressed up­
ward and off the forehead. An 
open face look is expected to be 
established definitely by Summer, 
However, wherever hairlines re­
quire, or brows are overly domi­
nant. softly curved bangs come 
to the rescue.

Generally, hair is dressed into 
a combination o f rolling wave 
movements and scroll overlays.

Haircutting must be done pro­
fessionally for the Diamond Cut 
requires expert sectioning of your 
hair i n t o  diamond patterns. 
Furthermore, some areas need 
a blunt cutting procedure for a 
swinging freedom in your hair, 
and other areas need a special 
shaping and soft cushioning.

Hair length at the nape area 
is approximately zero to two 
inches for an adaptably slender 
look. Hair at the sides is longer, 
depending upon your needs, to 
accommodate the added width 
above the eyebrows. Front hair 
length is approximately four and 
a half inches, graduating to ap­
proximately seven inches at the 
crown. The longest hair is at the 
top and crown of the head.

New 
basic shades for Spring are warm 
beige, accented with light silvers 
or cream browns.

In tlM pnat ivn months I hav» read many articles on new flre- 

nnna control and also articles which Imply that Americans should 
•ot l»T e  any type of firearms. The articles give the number of

.^•ople shot and the many humans that are dead as a result of gun 
«Oonda.

As a result I would like to try and explain where some of these 
•rtlc les are trying to mislead everyone.

The reason for the articles In McCall’ s, Good Housekeeping, 
Ebony, U fa , Harpers, Coronet, New York Sunday Magazine, 
Together (Methodist), Presbyterian Life, The National Police 
Caaette, Medical Economics, and Canadian periodicals, many 
have appeared under the bylines of Carl Bakal, Stanley S. Jacobs, 
Nathan Dresktn. Most have contained misleading statements. 
These appear to be based on Bakal’sbook, sarcastically entitled 
“ The Right to Bear Anns.”  (Bakal doesn’t think It exists.) It Is 
apparently perfectly timed to Influence the Congress and state
legislatures (47 of the 50 meet In 1967) to pass strong anti-gun laws.

In the January Issue of the Header’s Digest is an article on 
“ We Need a Flrearms-Control Law -  Nowl’ ’  by Alan Barth, 
Mr. Barth started the article with a red letter warning “ The 
toll o f death by shooting Is mounting steadily,’ ’  followed later 
by saying “ Accidents, when the kllUngorwoundlngwas unintend­
ed. -  This kind of mishap Is so commonplace that It is relegated 
to Inside pages of the newspaper and accorded little space.”  On 
this point the American Rifleman refers to “ Accident Facts”  
1966 edition. National Safety Council which says that firearm 
accidents accounted for only 2% of all fatal accidents In the U.S. 
In 1965, with the rate decreased 15% in the decade 1955-65.

Reader’ s Digest -  More than 100,000 civilians were shot dur­
ing 1966. About 17,000 of these shootings proved fatal. Each year 
guns figure In some 25,000 aggravated assaults and about 60,000 
robberies. They are used to com mil more than half o f the nearly 
10,000 annual murders. Whereas the American Rifleman replys, 
“ Actually 9,500 shot themselves In suicides. The article makes 
It sound as If they were murdered. Furthermore, firearms fig­
ured In fewer than half of all suicides (U.S. Bureau of Vital Sta­
tistics) and only l7%of aggravated assaults. (FBIUniform Crime

Efficiency Is Not Cod

W hy Not Tax Liquor By The 
Bottle Or The Barrel

We voted for Governor Connally and always figured he waa a 
pretty sound thinker until he cam* up with the Idw  of gettmg 
more^ tax money b>- taxing Uquor by the drink last w e * .

We agreed with him two years ago when he increased tax “ ‘onfV 
on cigarettes because we don’t smoke, ^nd now we re ag ree^ U  
to taxing the Uquor people. . . .because we dOTt d r t n k . . .  .a ^  
because taxing should discourage the use of both cigarettes and

^^°e^cannot agree with the Governor on turning to this U tpioi^y-
the drink for moral reasons and for economical 
he thinks he’ll gain In money from the Utpior by the d r l *  tax 
won’t Stan to make up for the loss of m.mey for more highway 
patrolmen, more poUce forces, more money to kwp drunks In 
lail, and more damage In automobile and hospital hills.

Liquor by the drtnk means more consumption r fU q ^ r ,  wmen 
m turn means more costly problems. . . .not to monUon th e
heartache and suffering involved.

One needs only to look at the stale of Iowa to see what has hap­
pened there since Uquor by the drink was passed. The following 
summary of the case history stud) of Iowa Is as foUows:

"In competent research, one must get the facts correctly, and 
fairly present them. This is one partofthe total task. The sec­
ond part of the Usk Is to draw reasonable conclusions.

We have seen that since Iowa switched from bottle sale of U- 
quor only, with some illegal sale of Uquor-by-the-drlnk In prin­
cipal cities mostly, to legal bottle and by-the-dnnk sales, there 
has been a modest increase in bottle sales for home consumption. 
However, we see thatinthecaseofUquor-by-the drink there has 
been a constant increase of sales month by month since July 4, 
1963. It seems that Uquor-by-the-drlnk promotes Itself and dev­
elops constantly mounting sales.

We know that the effect of these Increasing sales Is to reduce 
purchasmg power available to other businessmen for the goods 
and services they sell. If one were to ask how one might cause a 
reduction in the total spendable Income in any community, other 
factors remaining the same, the introduction of Uquor-by-the- 
drink would achieve this. Conversely, Ifone were anxious to hold 
the purchasing power available for other business at the highest 
possible level, he would strive to avoid bar sales of Uquor and to 
institute or maintain a system of bottle sales only.

W'e know that a Urge percentage of fatal accidents involve 
drinking În the neighborhood of 50 percent over the countryX W'e 
have seen that in Iowa there has been a sizable Increase not only 
in total fatal accidents, but also in drunk-driving accidents; also 
in run-off-the-road fatals, which over the country usually Involve 
dnnktng to the extent of approximately 70 percent or more; and 
finally in accidents from mufeught to 4 a.m., which over the 
country involve alcohol to a substantial degree.

In a way, each of these categories has the effect of reinforcing 
the apparent validity of the others. It Is noteworthy that all the 
categories are stzably higher In Iowa in the years after July 4, 
1963, than in the years Immediately before that date, when Uquor- 
by-the-drlnk became legal.

Again, while coexistence does not prove cause by Itself, we can 
safely say that there was more alcohol involved In fatal traffic 
accidents during the years 1964 and 1965 than was the case In 
1961, 1962, and 1963. One can ask the question: If more drinking 
Is involved in fatal accidents, and It is not due to the more wide­
spread accessibility of Uquor through by-the-drlnk sales, what Is 
the possible cause'* Thlsauthorcanflndnoother possible cause, 
and for that reason comes to the conclusion that Uquor-by-the- 
dnnk has increased the death toll In Iowa.

Before U (^r-by-the-dnnk was legaUzed In Iowa, an adver­
tisement of the Preferred Riak Mutual Insurance Company ap­
peared in a Des Moines newspaper and asked the question: “ IS 
LIQUOR-BY-THE-DRINK WORTH 44 Ln ’ES""’ This waa a ref­
erence to an expected increased death toll In fatal traffic acci­
dents. The cfi*sUoa now seems to have been at least modestly 
less than the facts since then appear to have warranted. TTUs 
question surely will recur again and again In the mind of anyone 
whose loved one is killed In an accident Involving Uquor when the 
facts indicate that the alcohol involved was consumed In one of 
the more than 2,400 legal bars in Iowa. ”

True, there is no argument involved when we say that some 
people are going to drink. . . .they did in prohibition days and 
they still do. There is an argument about a basic freedom that 
the Individual In America possesses of making his own decisions.

The argument against Utgior begins when the drinker does not 
confine his drinking to his home (and it ’s bad enough at homeX 
When the drinker leaves his home and hits the public streets or
highways. . .he becomes a menace to the Uves of men, wom*n
and children. . . .he becomes obnoxious. . . .then he Infringes 
on our freedom.

Now back to the Governor, who we understand is a teetotal­
er. . . .WTiy not increase taxes on bottle sales If he wishes more
revenue from alcohoUc beverages. The tax on beer beat Illus­
trates the favored position the beverage Industry people enjoy at 
the tax conferences. The Texas tax is $4.30 a barrel. It is $10 
in I^ s ia n a ,  $11.48 a barrel In Florida and $14.89 In Georgia.

•Govemor, why not get your tax money from package sales 
. . .or the barrel sales?”  Let’ s try to discourage the drinking 

. . . .not help It thrive. *

Last summer we attended a symposium 
in Washington where problems of the urban 
and smalltown communities were discussed.

Mayor Lindsey of New York City painted 
a gloomy picture of his city’s problems, over­
crowding, inadequate traffic arteries, slum* 
transportation, and the like.

The problems of the rural and small­
town areas had to do with the exodus of 
their citizens to the cities, vacant buildings, 
the effect of bonded indebtedness on com­
munities declining in population.

It was inevitable that some wit would 
come forth with the suggestion that we solve 
both problems by moving people from the 
cities to the rural and smalltown commun­
ities, along with factories to sustain them, 
thus solving the cities* problem of congestion 
and the smalltowns’ problem of declining 
population.

Really, the suggestion had merit . . . bui 
Mayor Lindsey didn’t think so. Indignantly, 
he told the group that New York City didn’t 
have one citizen it wanted to lose, much less 
a factory. He was ready to fight to the hitter 
end to keep and to increase his city’s penu- 
lation.

We had much the same feeling at me 
recent meeting held in Tulia by the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce as we had in 
Washington last summer.

Certainly the meeting held here was 
called in good faith. It is true that there are 
instances where we can work together as a 
region. For example, if we ever bring water 
from Alaska or Central America to West 
Texas, the project would have to be one 
sponsored and pushed by West Texas, not 
by Tulia. Abernathy or Amarillo.

But such topics as “The Responsibility 
of the City to the Smalltown" have about as 
much logic as “The Responsibility of the 
Methodists to Help Southern Baptists Grow 
ip Texas."

We felt sympathetic towards Charlie 
Green, president of the Amarillo Chamber of 
Commerce, as he tried to deal with an im­
possible subject.

Assume, for the sake of argument, that 
Amarillo and Tulia are busom buddies. Still 
we cannot avoid the fact that we have very 
serious conflicts of interest. We are after the 
same retail dollar . . . and it is a one way 
problem. We doubt that Amarillo merchants 
lose much sleep over retail business Amarillo 
loses to Tulia.

su^ested that Amarillo is ful­
filling her responsibility to Tulia by giving us 
a daily paper, television, radio, modem medi­
cal facilities, cultural advantages, etc. And he 
said that Amarillo serves as a distribution 
center for Tulia merchants, thus when we 
trade at home, we are indirectly helping 
Amarillo. *

We would not deny that Amarillo pro­
vides the services he listed . . . but at ^hat 
a cost! How many times do Tulia merchants 
pay for the reUil trade drawn to Amanllo by 
Amarillo newspapers, radio and television 
stations? Tulians are told every morning that 
they must travel to Amarillo to buy shoes, 
even though local stores carry the best lines
of shoes. .

We are not being critical of Amanllo. 
If Amarillo was our home, if we owned com­
munication media or retail stores in Amarillo, 
our one project would be to try to bring all 
the smalltown trade we could to Amarillo. 
But what Amarillo contributes to Tulia, com­
pared with what Tulia contributes to Amaril­
lo, is like swapping rocks for diamonds. As 
Mr. Green admitted. “ Amarillo needs Tulia 
much more than Tulia needs Amarillo."

We do not wish to throw any cold water 
on the project of the WTCC to bring city and 
smalltown folk together for a discussion of 
their problems . . . but frankly, we cannot 
^ee any worthwhile benefits to be derived. 
The fact is, Tulia and Amarillo have a con­
flict of interests, our customers are the same 
people. A Tulia merchant’s competition is 
not the store next door but those stores 49 
miles north of here on Highway 87.

If Tulia is to grow or even hold its own, 
Tulia merchants are gexing to have to fight 
for local business with no less determinatior 
than that exercised by Amarillo merchants as 
they woo Tulia dollars to Amarillo via news­
paper, radio and television.

The WTCC is a regional organization 
comprising almost half of Texas, geographi­
cally speaking. Its interest is West Texas. 
Viewing its domain as a region, whether a 
Tulian trades in Tulia or Amarillo affects the 
overall picture not in the least. But it means 
a lot to those of us living in Tulia!

When we are dealing with steel and iron, 
efficiency is our only goal. But when we are 
dealing with human beings, efficiency is only 
one goal. Efficiency says. “ Put to sleep those 
oldsters after they are no longer productive." 
Efficiency says, “Get rid of the ‘inefficient’ 
family farmer . . . and small town."

Efficiency may say, “Send all the doctors 
to one large medical center in Amarillo where 
they can specialize, and let the patients come 
to them.”

Efiiciency .nay say, “ Eliminate inef­
ficient stores in T„lia and send Tulians to
.Amarillo to trade where we can offer greater 
selection at lower prices.” Efficiency may 
say, ‘ Reduce Tulia to a crossroads country 
community where they sell only bread and 
gas. Send them to Amarillo for everything 
else.”

But efficiency isn’t the highest goal 
when we deal with flesh and blood.

Efficiency isn’t God.

Reader’s Digest -  Last summer a demented University of 
Texas student first killed his w ife and mother with a gun, then 
shot 31 fellow human beings from a tower on the University
campus, killing 13 before he was himself killed by a police­
man’s bullet.

The number of people killed was reduced by the fast action of 
Robert A. MacQulgg, 23, a biology graduate now at Naval Officer 
Training School; James M. Damon, 30, a student working on his 
Ph.D. in Comparative Literature, and Allen Crum, a recently 
retired USAF Master Sergeant. M:Qulgg and Damon returned 
fire  to the university tower, keeping Charles J, Whitman under
cover BO that Crum and 3 o fficers could rush to the top and stop 
Whitman’ s shooting.

One of the weapons forth ls massacre was purchased at a local 
store just an hour before It was put to its terrible employment.

American Rifleman - discussing killings by a “ demented Uni­
versity of Texas student,”  -  the article avoids mentioning that 
the major firearm s bills before Congress last session could not 
have prevented this tragedy or some others like It; or that the 
student violated existing Federal law by having a sawed-off 
shotgun - and the law didn’t stop him.

American Rifleman -  Contrary to the statement (Page 24, 
Reader’ s Digest) that gun bills by Senator Dodd o f Connecticut 
and others “ would cause serious inconvenience only to felons, 
juveniles, habitual drunkards, drug addicts, and the mentally 
111,”  published reports from at least two large states with new 
gun control laws say law-abiding citizens have been Inconven­
ienced and that It Is almost Impossible to screen the mentally 
111 and other Inellglbles. (M oreover, the Dodd b ill Is termed 
only a “ beginning”  by Senator Edward Kennedy o f Massachu­
setts. (89th Congress, Senate Report, 1966, P. 97.)

This taken with assertions o f Dodd Bill supporters such as the 
Readers Digest author that Individual Americans have no con­
stitutional light to arms, seems to some to herald a m ov^  
ment to prohibit all private ownership o f firearms.

Reader’s Digest — The NRA has managed to Imbue many of Its 
members with the quite mistaken notion that efforts at effective

regulation conflict with the Second Amendment to the U.S. Con­
stitution, which provide that “ A well-regulated mlUtla being 
necessary to the security o f a free State, the tight o f the people 
to keep and bear arms shall not be Infringed.”  The Supreme 
Court has made it clear that the second part of this amendment 
must be read In relation to the firs t part. The organized m ili­
tia of the states is today the National C^ard, armed and equipped 
by the federal government.

American Rifleman -  The artic les ’ discussion o f the constitu­
tional right to bear arms fa lls to say that I f  the Second Amend­
ment does not give Individuals the right to arms, then under the 
Tenth Amendment that phase of firearm s regulation rests with 
.he states and “ the people.”  Fully halfofthe state constitutions 
expressly declare that Individual citizens -  apart from  mlUtla -  
v x y  keep arms for their own defense.

Many articles state that the NRA, has persistently mobilized 
Its membership to thwart every genuinely effective attempt at 
firearm s control during the past 30-odd years. The truth Is that 
the National R ifle Association has helped to pass two existing 
Federal firearm s statutes and some ofthe estimated 20,000 state 
and local laws which can be Invoked against misuse o f firearm s in 
their respective areas. The NRA last year fa'vored Federal mea­
sures to curb m ail-order sale ofplstols, all sale and possession 
o f “ destructive devices”  such as antitank guns, rockets and ba­
zookas, and to strengthen state firearm  controls through Federal 
support. It did not favor any legislative program which would 
“ begin”  with the Dodd Bill and go — where? '

This Is only one example o f the many articles dealing with the 
control of firearm s In one way or another and almost a ll give 
only half truths or no truth at aU. The article In Readers Digest 
Is a vary good example o f this, because they never checked as­
sertions In this article with the National Rifle Association, nor,
as far as they could find, with any qualified spokesman fo r  fire ­
arms ownership and use.

Here, In summary. Is the 
governor's tax program:

Repeal the sales tax exemp­
tion on all alcoholic beverages, 
effective July 1.

Legislature 
Sessions B ill

Rep. George Hinson of M.'n- 
eola and Ralph Wayne of P lain- 
view have introduced a propos­
ed constitutional amsndmsnt 
providing fo r annual sessions 
o f the Legislature.

Under the new proposal, the 
Legislature would meet a max­
imum o f 60 days In even-num­
bered years beginning in 1070. 
The s e s s i o n s  prim arily fo r 
budget matters could also han­
dle emergency matters sul^ 
mitted by the Governor.

Sessions In odd years sould 
continue to operate under the 
present maximum fo r consid­
ering leg is la tive matters in­
cluding the budget.

The annual session amend­
ment w ill not effect salary. A 
salary amendment. If such Is 
Introduced this session, w ill 
remain separate from the Hln- 
son-Wayne proposal.

The amendment, If approved 
by the Legislature and by vo­
ters on Nov. 5, 1968, would 
put Texas government "on  a 
more current bas is ," Wayne 
said.

"W e  fee l the tremendous 
growth o f State government and 
the complexity o f the budget are 
such that It Is becoming ex­
trem ely difficult to care fo r 
the State’s business — particu­
larly  the budget — on a two- 
year fo reca s t,"  Hinson said.

The sponsors predict that 
annual sessions should reduce 
drastically the need for spe­
c ia l sessions. Also, govern­
mental agencies, boards, de­
partments, commissions, and 
Institutions o f higher c r e a ­
tion -  forced to "p a d " their 
budget requests to cover un­
predictable expenses fo r two 
years — could submit more 
rea listic requests, they said.

"T h is  w ill put us on an an­
nual basis so we can run the 
State like a regular business 
Institution," Wayne said.

Hinson pointed out the fed­
era l govemment’c control over 
programs fo r which Texas puts 
up matching funds "actually 
creates emergencies that re ­
quire the attention o f the Le­
gislature more frequently."

7-Numeral Numbers Due in 

Floydada in July
EFFECTIVE with the issuance of a 

new telephone directory here next July, 
all Floydada telephone numbers will be 
changed from two letters and five nu­
merals to seven numerals.

Floydada thus will join many other 
Southwestern Bell exchanges which have 
this new numbering system, known as All 
Number Calling. ANC  is already in use 
in many other parts of the nation.

The present prefix, “Y U  3,” will be 
changed to “983.” This will not represent 
a real change, since “Y U  3” and “983” are 
the same in dialing.

Some Numbers Change
In most cases, the last four digits of 

each telephone number will remain un­
changed. For example, Y U  3-2891 will 
become 983-2891.

However, numbers between

This change of numbers in the 
Y U  3-4000 series is necessary, for tech­
nical reasons, to pave the way for future 
telephone improvements for Floydada.

All the new seven-numeral numbers 
will be included in the telephone
directory.

News for 
Homemakers

TAKING CARE OF YOUR 
STERLING SILVER

No one knows exactly why or 
how tarnish Is formed on s il­
ver. It Is known that certain 
substances are primarily res­
ponsible. TTiese are: SiUphur, 
Salt and Acid. It Is further 
known that sunlight Is a se> 
condar>- factor which speeds 
up the action of these substan­
ces. Sulphur, salt and acid are 
present In the atmosphere, or­
dinary packaging material, wa­
ter and polishing materials.

The best way to keep your 
silver free of tarnish Is to use 
It daily. Rotate the pieces so 
that each gets the same amount 
of wear. In this manner, all 
light tarnish Is (]uite easily r ^  
moved in the frequent washing 
and wlpe-pollshlng which the 
sliver receives. All silverware 
should be handled with reason­
able care, especially In the 
dlshpan and when putting It away 
to prevent scratches, cuts and 
nicks. The small scratcbae 
which come with dally use grad­
ually blend together to form a 
lovely patina finish. This soft 
finish Is a characteristic of 
fine old silver which has been 
well cared for and adds to Its 
beauty.

Many t a b l e w a r e  cleaning 
problems which might seem to 
be difficult are greatly lessen- 
ed by a knowledge of their caus­
es and by avoiding them as much 
as possible. For example, salt 
and fatty foods left on overnight 
can cause pits that are almost 
Impossible to remove.

Rubber In sink mats o r In 
rubber bands, contains sulphur 
lust as do eggs, mayonnaise, 
mustard and other foods made 
with egg. These substances as 
well as acld-contalnlng foods 
cause a dark stain on sliver 
surfaces. Salt, sulphur and acid

are present too. In ordinary 
p a c k in g  materials.

If s ilver has become stsdn- 
ed, however, simply polish the 
o f f e n d i n g  substance off the 
piece o f silverware Immediate­
ly after use or as soon as Is 
practical, with a recommended 
s ilver POLISH -  not an " in -  
stand dip”  type which can re­
move oxidation and cause stain 
on the knife blades.

The washing of silverware is 
simplicity Itself, but should be 
done correctly. Rinse well Im­
mediately after use. Then wash 
all pieces as soon as possible 
In hot water and gentle suds. 
Rinse withe l ean ,  scalding wa­
ter and dry at once with a soft 
cloth. Do not rinse and leave to 
dry.

An occasional light polishing 
with a reUable silver polish re­
stores the lustre and main­
tains the beauty of the finish. 
Polish should be applied with a 
soft, damp cloth or sponge In 
len^hwise strokes being care­
ful always to avoid rubbing 
spots with a circular motion. 
Apply polish to Intricate de­
sign or hard-to-ready places 
with a small, soft brush. Al­
ways avoid removing the dark 
oxidation which was purposely 
placed In the design for con­
trast. Finally, wash In hot, 
soapy water. Rinse, dry, and 
polish thoroughly with a soft 
clean cloth.

1. F o r c i n g  the tenant or 
sharecropper to pay over to 
the landlord or operator any 
payment or right which he would 
payment earned by him under 
the program.

2. Changing the status o f any 
tenant o r sharecropper so as to 
deprive him of any payment 
o r  right which he would other­
wise have had under the pro­
gram.

3. Reducing the size of the 
tenant’ s o r sharecropper’s 
producer unit.

DIVERTED ACRES: The 
County Committee policy tor 
accepting diverted acres re­
mains the same as last year. 
It Is as follows:

Fields must be of reasonable 
size and sliape and must con­
tain at least 3 acres unless a 
whole field has less than this 
amount therein; or the pro­
ducer needs one plot of less 
than three acres. A minimum 
width of one chain Is re<Filred 
except that a producer may have 
one plot less than this If It 
puts his within the permitted. 
In any case the strip must be 
4 normal rows wide.

The following land Is not e l­
igible for designation as di­
verted acreage:

TXirnrows, drainage ditches, 
wet low-lylng areas (playa 
lakes), d r o u g h t y  knobs, o r  
banks, other areas which nor­
mally would not produce a crop 
and strips of less than four 
normal rows In a skip-row 
planting pattern.

Land which the county com­
mittee determines the produ­
cer reasonably could not ex­
pect to use for the production 
of crop(s) being diverted be­
cause of Its physical condition 
o r  other reason.

A question will be raised 
when a lake Is being designat­
ed without the adjoining land 
being Included. Some of these 
lakes w ill be questioned be­
cause they have not been in­
tensively cultivated during at 
least one of the past four years. 
This policy Is applicable to the 
whole state of Texas. It Is 
expected that acreage o f at 
least average productivity w ill 
be designated.
