County Clerk Margaret Col­
lie r  has Issued a reminder that 
new residents of Texas who 
wish to vote In the presidential 
election this year must apply 
for a ballot at the county c lerk 's  
o ffice hO’ 5 o'clock September 
20.

The reminder Is for voters 
who w ill have lived in Texas 
more than 60 days but lass 
than a year on next November 
5, general election day. This Is 
the first time that residents of 
less than a year w ill be able
to vote In a Texas presidential 
election. A law passed In 1967 
allows a new resident to vote 
If he w ill have lived in Texas 
for at least 60 days on elec­
tion day, possesses all qualifi­
cations required tor voting In 
Texas elections except the nor­
mal residence requirements, 
and was either a qualified voter 
In another state Immediately

three years prior to her retire­
ment, disability or death, or if 
she were actually contributing 
at least one-half of the child’s 
support. King said.

Under the 19d7 eoclel secu­
rity amendments, however, a 
change was made In this re­
quirement of recant work or 
current support. If the mother 
has worked long enough under 
social security to be fully In­
sured, her children are deemed 
to be dependant upon her and 
may qualify for benefits.

King said that children who 
may qualify can Include minor 
children under age 18, full­
time students between 18 and 
22, and adult children who have 
been totally disabled since be­
fore age 18. A child must be 
unmarried to qualify.

"Now that 'back to school’ 
time Is approaching, students 
receiving social security bene­
fits should review their Indivi­
dual situations,’ ’ Mancie King, 
social s e c u r i t y  o ffice r-In - 
charge In Plalnview, announced 
today.

"A  child who is receiving 
social security benefits on the 
record of a retired, deceased or 
disabled parent may receive 
benefits after age 18 and up to 
age 22 If he Is a full-time 
student, or if he intends to re­
sume his education after a sum­
mer vacation. This last point la 
what we are emphasizing now,’ ’ 
King continued.

"P lans have a way of chang­
ing over the summer,’ ’ King 
explained. "A  student might 
decide not to go back to school 
at all. The student may marry

during the summer months or 
he may find a Job he likes and 
wants to keep. Or he may decide 
to go back to school on a part- 
time basis, or an employer 
might offer to help a student 
with his education. There are 
other possibilities as well. The 
student could decide to go to a 
school other than the one he 
first planned to attend. When 
we attempt to verify attendance 
at the wrong school the School 
w ill have no record and the stu­
dent’s checks could be delay­
ed.’ ’

"School time Is a l m o s t  
h e re ,"  King concluded. "The 
student or his payee should take 
time to review school plans 
and report promptly to Social 
Security any change In the o ri­
ginal plan."

FREEZING 
PREPARED FOODS 

Part n
In using your freezer, here 

are some pointers about making 
combination dishes better.

Do not overcook foods that 
a re  to be frozen. Foods that 
are to be heated before serving 
are best If only partially cook­
ed; meat should be tender but 
s till firm , vegetables slightly 
underdone

Use as little fat as possible 
In gravies and sauces. Fats 
have a tendency to separate, but 
If used in smaller proportions, 
they w ill recombine when heat­
ed.

Fried foods a re apt to become 
rancid after one to two months 
o f storage.

Use seasonings sparingly as 
some of them change during 
storage. Pepper gets strong­
er. Cloves may befome strong­
e r  and discolor frozen fillings.

G a r l i c  becomes stronger 
during storage and onions grad­
ually lose flavor. Green pep­
pers, sage and plmlentos In­
crease In strength.

R Is important to cool cooked 
foods promptly to prevent con­
tinued cooking. Foixls lose fla­
vor rapidly when held at high 
temperatures. And warm foods

Invite bacteria growth.
Submerging the cooking pan 

in ice water to hasten cooling. 
A fter cooling, package In mois­
ture vapor resistant material 
immediately. Pack all types of 
cooked foods as solidly as pos­
sib le to avoid air spaces In the 
containers,

A suggestion for enhancing 
the flavor of meats, poultry, 
seafoods, precooked foods and 
vegetables Is to add monoso- 
dlum glutamate (MSG)

Casserole dishes containing 
macaroni, spaghetti, noodles or 
r ice  may be frozen. To serve, 
bake In 350 degree oven for 
40-6- minutes.

You can freeze almost any 
type of creamed dish except 
those containing hardcooked 
egg whites. Avoid overcooking 
and cool rapidly in pan of Ice 
water. Don't store longer than 
two to four months.

Package prepared foods in 
amounts suitable for serving. 
You may safely refreeze frozen 
foods that have been thawed 
If they still contain ice crys­
tals. Thawed foods spoil fast­
e r  than fresh foods. Thawing 
and refreezlng may lower the 
eating quality of some foods, 
particularly fruits, vegetables 
and prepared foods.

Much water legislation is be­

ing considered. The National 
Water Commission, regional 
planning authorlxatlons, anti- 
pollution bills and the like. 
We sometimes confuse a bill 
In process with being a law. A 
review  of the legislative pro­
cess may be helpful as all the 
legislation required to have wa­
ter imported to West Texas and 
Eastern New Mesclco w ill tra­
ve l this route.

Here's the way It works. The 
feasibility study must be com­
pleted and the benefit to cost 
ratio must be favorable. The 
water Import plan may be spon­
sored by both the Department of 
Interior and the U. S. Corps of 
Engineers. Perhaps one or both 
w ill send requests simultan­
eously to the Speaker of the 
House and the President of the 
Senate. Both houses may refer 
the measure to their public 
works and/or Interior and In- 
sulor affairs committee. The 
feasibility report and all com­
ments are considered by the ap­
propriate committees, hear­
ings are held, and If the com­
mittee considers the project to 
be feasible and In the national

might then Introduce Identical 
bills on the proposal, after 
which hearings are normally 
held, and Department officials 
may testify. The committee 
may amend the bill, and If it 
makes a favorable refwrt, the 
b ill Is sent to the floor of the 
House or Senate fo r debate.

A vote Is then taken, and If 
the bill passes by a majority 
In the House, It Is sent to the 
Senate, If the Senate has not 
yet held hearings on its bill. 
It considers the House propo­
sal, but may amend It and re­
port out a new blU.

V the House and Senate de­
bate their own bills and pass 
them with any difference be­
tween the two, or If the Senate 
passes an amended version of 
the House bill, a conference 
committee Is appointed by both 
Houses to resolve the d iffer­
ence.

After both houses approve the 
bill. It goes to the President 
for signing Into law. If he 
doesn't sign within 10 calen­
dar days, it automatically be­
comes law, unless Congress 
adjourns In this time. If the 
President vetoes the bill, it 
can become law only If passed 
a second time by a two-thirds 
vote of Congress.

This Is only for authoriza­
tion of the project. No funds 
for engineering designs or con­
struction are Included. A sim­
ila r legislative process w ill be 
required to pass an appropria­
tion bill which w ill provide 
funds for construction to begin. 
The rate of construction w ill 
depend upon the rate of funding 
by Congress.

state’ s legal requirements for 
voting.

Miss Collier said that If the 
voter was registered in the 
state of his form er residence 
and has a voter registration 
certificate or other document 
to prove his registration, he 
should have the document with 
him when he applies at the 
c lerk ’s office. Otherwise, It 
w ill be necessary for the clerk 
to contact the appropriate elec­
tion official In the state of the 
voter’ s form er resident to ve­
rify whether he would have been 
eligible to vote In that state If 
he had not changed his res i­
dence.

New residents whose appli­
cations are accepted will be 
notified of that fact and will 
return to the clerk ’s office 
between October 21 and Nov­
ember 1 to cast their ballots. 
They will not be permitted to 
vote on anything except Pre­
sident and Vice President. Per­
sons voting under this law are 
not required to register with 
the county tax assessor-col­
lector.

Voters who will have lived 
in Texas more than a year on 
election day must be regis­
tered with the tax assessor- 
collector tn order to vote. Miss 
C ollier said. Persons who be­
came residents of Texas on or 
before October 1, 1967, had to 
register by last January 31, 
the regular registration Lead­
line, but those who became re­
sidents after October 1, 1967, 
may register at any time up to

31 days before the election. The 
deadline to register for the gen- 
eral election w ill be next Octo­
ber 5.

If a registered voter will 
have lived in the state more 
than a year and in the county 
more than 6 months on elec­
tion day, he will vote a full 
ballot In the ordinary man­
ner on election day at the poll­
ing place for the voting pre­
cinct tn which he lives. If he 
w ill have lived in the county 
less than 6 months, he will 
be able to vote on statewide 
off ice and i s s u e s ,  including 
president and Vice President, 
but not on local offices and 
issues, by applying to the coun­
ty clerk for a ballot during 
the period from October 16 
through November 1.
