KNITS ARE NEW

Knits have become a very
important part of every girl's
wardrobe! And no wonder,
they’'re both smart and com=
fortable. A single knit (such
as jersey) has just one set of
warp yarns and one set of
filling yarns, so it is lighter
in weight than a double knit,
A double knit is knitted with
double stitch, giving a double
thickness to the fabric, Many
new knits are prelined,
CHOOSING YOUR PATTERN
Select a simple pattern with
as few seams as possible. Do
not choose patterns requiring
cutting on the bias, such as
circular skirts for single knits,
PREPARATION
FOR SEWING

First eatablish your guide-
line (or grain line) by hand
basting along one straight
lengthwise rib. Fold double
knits parallel with the basted
rib and then lay out your pat-
tern, using pins placed close-
ly together,

SEWING KNITS

On all knit fabrics, stay-
stitch the edges you do not
want to become distorted (i.e.,
necklines, shoulder seams,
etc,) Use a fine sewing ma-
chine needle, synthetic or cot-
ton thread and sew 12-16 stit-
ches per inch. Single knits re-
quire a medium tension, For
double knits, use a looser ten-
sion, a size 11 or 14 needle
and a straight or small zig-
zag stitch,

When sewing Acrilan acrylic
jersey, stitch slowly and ev-
enly; first experimenting on a
double thickness of fabric to
insure correct tension,

Sew seam tape or ribbon in-
to the shoulder seams and
waistline of all single knits,
When hemming it is best touse
bias seam bhinding on single
knits, Stitch double knits ar-
ound the bottom and then catch-
stitch the raw edge invisibly to
the garment,

LININGS

Linings are not required in
double knits, Single knits (un-
less pre-lined) should be lined
with lightweight fabric in a
matching color. Some of the
lacy double knits may require
a lining.

PRESSING

When pressing knits, press
lightly along the grain so as
not to stretch the fabric, us-
ing a medium lot iron and a
damp cloth — or a steam iroa
and a dry press cloth, Also
take precaution not to shine
the fabric.

““These proposals are de-
signed to help preserve the dual
system of higher education -
public and private - and to en-
able more Texans to attend
independent colleges and uni-
versities,”’ Sen Hightower ex-
plained, The proposed scholar-
ship would pay only a portion
of the tuition at a private in-
stitution,

““This will help preserve the
freedom of choice, which is
being restricted sharply by the
widening gap between public and
private tuition fees,’” Highto-
wer said, ‘‘A student who pre-
fers to attend an independent
college pays an average of nine
times the tuition paid by a stu-
dent at a public senjor college.

““‘Such a discrepancy pre-
vents many students of moder-
ate means from attending the
college of their choice. And it
results in more and more stu-
dents flooding tha public sen-
ior and junior colleges, at ra-
pidly-increasing cost to the
taxpayers,

““It costs between $1,200 and
$1,300 a year in appropriated
funds to educate a student at a
state-supported co'lege or un~
iversity. So, a state tuition
scholarship of $600 per year
would cost the taxpayers less
than half of the amount needed
to educate him if this made it
possible for him to attend an
independent institution,’’

Hightower pointed out that
the proportion of students at-
tending private institutions has
fallen from 22% to 20% just
since 1960, While private en-
rollments have increase in ac-
tual anmber, he added, they are
being far outstripped by the
huge increase in public enroll=
ments,

‘““Independent colleges and
universities are simply caught
in a perilous squeeze,’'’ he said,
‘“They must constantly in-
crease tuition because of
mounting costs, but every time
they do, it makes it more dif-
ficult for students to enroll,
The state, meanwhile, main~-
tains a low $100 per year tuie
tion and the taxpayers absorb
most of the added costs of grow=
ing enrollments,

‘““Texas undoubtedly needs
more public colleges and uni-
versities, but these bills donot
speak to that time, Their pur-
pose is the common sense ap-
proach of utilizing the esta-
blished assets of independent
young Texans,

‘“We are facing a critical
decision on the future of the
dual system of education which
has served us so well for a
hundred years. If we turn our
backs on the problem, we ig-
nore the Constitutional obli-
gation to make all provision
reasonably possible for the ed-
ucation of our people.’
