of Floyd county and visited with Willie B, Eakin, who has been

in the hog business all his life,

\ He fed out around 1,000 head of hogs last year, has sold 460
already this year, At present he has around 450 head on his
farm,

He has recently moved in two portable steel feeding houses,
that hold 60 pigs each., He also has many pigs and shoats run-
nign on 12 acres of wheat grazing. Grazing hogs in combination
with self feeding them all the grain sorghum and supplement they
can eat is the specialty of Eakin. Healso has 10 acres of alfalfa
which he cuts four times a year, as well as grazing.

Eakin does not have any sows, He buys his pigs around 35
pounds and up, then feeds them to around 210 pounds, He mar-
kets them at Plainview,

He also farms 320 acres with the help of one hired hand,

Willie started in the hog business as a boy, when his father
pointed to a little $2 pig in the back of the cotton wagon one day
when they were going hom from the gin and said, ‘‘he’s yours.,"”’

““Some farmers fear that if they just enter the feeding hog busi-
ness, there won’t be enough pigs available for feeding...but I
have never had any problem in finding all the pigs I wanted to
feed out,”’ Eakin concluded,

CARMACK-GUEST

We reported on this new hog operation when it began just
east of Floydada about a year ago. They are feeding out over
1700 per year in four houses similar to the one being built on
the Huckabay farm, also built by Barton.

Cager Carmack and Dick Guest are partners in this venture,
feed is hauled from the Carmack Feed and Seed plant, mostly
grain sorghum with supplement,

Carmack and Guest buy pigs from several breeders in this
area, They have no sows and boars,

ORBA MILLER

Orba Miller of the Sandhill community is *‘sorta down on
hogs now.”” Has has only 150 shoats and pigs, and 40 head of
breeding stock. He raised registered Yorkshire hogs for breed-
ers, and feeds out a three-way cross of York, Duroc and
Hampshire

He started in the hog business with a sow as an FHA project
and has been raising hogs *‘off and on’’ ever since, He says
the hog price forecast looks good until fall, but feels like the
price of hogs will hold up. He became dissatisfied with the
quality of pigs available for feeding out purposes and decided
to raise his own three-way cross,

He buys a complete feed mixture delivered to his farm. He
and his four boys run the hog operation and farm a half section
of irrigated land. He uses some part-time help during the
school term. He will have around 70acres of grain sorghum this
year and also plans on trying some castorbeans,

F. G, JONES

F. G, Jones in the Lone Star Community has 40 sows for
commercial and registered production and feeds approximately
800 annually for himself. He also does custom feeding. Owners
supply pigs and portable feeders. He supplies feed and land to
place feeder, plus labor,

He is feeding about 100 at present for others and has feeders
ordered to expand to around 200 head.

Dub Dippery, Gene Collins, and George Sparkman have a 65
sow operation north of Lockney for feeder pig production,,.

WHAT DO THE PEOPLE in Mississippi and Louisiana think
about piping water from the Mississippi river to West Texas?
This article in the Lafayette newspaper gives some insight to
their thinking: ‘‘The question of possible diversion of Missis~-
sippi River water to West Texas and New Mexico will claim
the main interest of delegates to the Intracoastal Seaway As-
sociation’s 12th annual meeting here Thursday, April 17,

The discussion on the long-standing problem of the steadily
lowering fresh water table in the dry area will be open to the
public, Involved in the problem are the livelihood of thousands
of small farmers and truck gardeners in the West Texas-
New Mexico area,

I'o be discussed here will be the possibility of using a pipe-
line or canal to divert water from the Mississippi River, A
secondary subject will involve the need for improved water pro-
ject evaluation,

The Texas water plan calls for diversion of 14,000,000 acre
feet of water from the Mississippi each year to Texas and New
M exico,

SOME FEAR PLAN

However, people from South Louisiana feel too muchdiversion
of fresh water could lower the water table to a near-disaster
point similar to that faced in the dry Western areas,

The Texas Legislature last week approved more than $3
billion in bonds to finance its share of the water plan,

The Army Corps of Engineers have reported in preliminary
studies that the most feasible diversion route would be from the
river below New Orleans along the Louisiana coastal area,

A pipeline would be the only feasible solution,the Corps said,
because of the need to transportonly fresh water, A canal would
permit salt water seepage,

Scheduled to speak at the morning session of the meeting here
is Fred H, Bayley III, chief of the Plan Formulation Branch,
Army Engineer Corps, Vicksburg, Miss. He is in charge of the
study under way by the Mississippi River Commission,

Notice is here given as re-
quired by Section 4 of the Water
Rights Adjudication Act of 1967
(Article 7542a, Vernon's Civil
Statutes) that all claims of ri-
parian water rights, all claims
under Article 7500a, Revised
Civil Statutes of Texas, 1925, to
impound, divert or use public
waters for other than domestic
and livestock purposes for which
no permit has been issued, all
claims of water rights under
the Irrigation Acts of 1889 and
1895 which were not filed with
the State Board of Water En-
gineers in accordance with the
Irrigation Aect of 1913, as
amended, and all other claims
of water rights other than
c'aims under permits and certi-
fied filings, must be recorded
with the Texas Water Rights
Commission. Section 4 does not
apply to use of water for do-
mestic and livestock purposes
as the same is defined by Com-
mission Rules.
On or before September 1,
1969, every person claiming any
water right to which Section 4
applies shall file with the Com-
mission a sworn statement set-
ting forth the nature of the
claim of water right. Claims to
which the Section applies shall
be recognized only if valid un-
der existing law and only to the
extent of actual application of
water to beneficial use without
waste during any calendar year
from 1963 to 1967, inclusive.
However, in any case where any
claimant of a riparian right has
prior to August 28, 1967, com-
menced or completed the con-
struction of works designed to
apply a greater quantity of
water to beneficial use, such
right shall be recognized to the
extent of the maximum amount
of water actually applied to
beneficial use without waste
during any calendar year from
1963 to 1970, inclusive; provid-
ed an additional sworn state-
ment is filed on or before July
1, 1971. Failure to file the
sworn statement or statements
in substantial compliance with
Section 4 shall extinguish and
bar any claim of water right to
which the Section applies.
