The most destructive hall 

storm  I believe I have ever seen 
sliced across the southern part 
of FloydCounty Friday morning 
and Friday n ig h t , leaving 
homes, crops, native pastures 
beat to threads. Cattle were 
bruised.

The storm can be traced 
back to New Mexico; It came 
across Littlefield where It 
dumped hall and eight inches of 
rain, blasted into the Peters­
burg community, traveled on 
east across Cone, Lakevlew, 
south of Dougherty and north of 
C rosbyton, north of Spur and 
into the town of Bonham.

A line from Just below Sand­
hill zig-zagglng east about a 
mile south of Floydada, through 
Lakevlew, the southern edge of 
Dougherty Is the northern boun­
dary of the hall storm In the 
county.

Farm ers north of this line 
enjoyed from an inch to two In­
ches of rain that came just as 
they were beginning to Irrigate 
row crops.

Due to recent halls, farm ers 
have some difficult decisions to 
make r e g a r d i n g  replanting. 
There are  some guidelines that 
need to be considered In de­
ciding whether cotton should be 
replanted or not. There are 
several jxilnts that need to be 
considered very carefully. If 
leaves or traces of leaves are 
s till attached, the chances are 
good for recovery. However, 
there should be at least one 
plant per foot remaining. The 
farm er would be well ahead to 
leave this cotton. However, If 
all the leaves are destroyed, a 
closer look at stems and buds 
should be made before a final 
decision Is made. Although re­
covery is slow, cotton can re­
cover when all the leaves are

destroyed provided the bark and 
stem is free of bruises and 
breaks below the point of the 
firs t leaves. Recovery is very- 
doubtful if the stem is bro­
ken below the first leaves be­
cause no buds are left for re­
newed growth. Also, recovery 
Is unlikely ifthe stem was shat­
tered and thebark waslcosened 
and broken to points belcw the 
firs t leaves.

Remember the cut-off date 
for plantlngcotton north of Lub­
bock is upon us. Depending 
when you can get back in the 
fields, replanting to soybeans 
may be advisable In northern 
counties. S should be pointed 
out that soybeans will require

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Heavy Crop Loss Over Area Surveyed
HAIL AND WASHING rain* Ute la*t we«k wiped out *p- 

proximately 200,000 acre* ot cotton on the South Plaina, 
agricultural oHiciala here eatiinated Monday.

Roughly half that acreage probably will be replanted to cot­
ton, aakl Bob Poteet, executive vice president of the Lubbock Cot­
ton Exchange.

The rest it expected to be planted to quicker-maturing crops, 
mostly soybeans Unless farmers are able to get into their fields 
quickly, Poteet added, the percentage going to substitute crops 
could rise tubtUntially. . ,

In addition to the crops that were destroyed, approximately 
75.000 acres of cotton suffeied damage, Poteet said. Farmers hope 
this cotton will recuperate.

Extension Service, said it may be three or four days, unless 
drying conditions improve, before many farmers can begin 
replanting.

This, he said, will be an important factor in determining 
whether some farmers replant to cotton or to substitute crops.

In the season will be reduced, Poteet pointed out. Moat farmers 
planting cotton now will turn to fast-maturing varieties.

On the basis of the r»rcent*g* r*’* cotton crop that was 
demolished, the storms late last week inflicted some of the 
heaviest losses ever seen across the Plains, Poteet said.

From that standpoint, the losses compared with a cumulative 
total of some 225,000 acres that were planted and replanted after 
June 15 in 1965. when overall plantings were much larger.

A series of storms over a period of days accounted for the 
losses in 1965, Poteet pointed out. whereas the bulk of the latest 
damage occurred withm a 24-hour span.

“IF HE GET MORE rain.” he added, “we'll have a lot more 
soybeans planted on cotton acres."

Dr. L. L. Ray, coordinator of cotton research at the AA.M 
Agricultural Center here, said cotton planted right away still 
could make acceptable yields over much of the central and 
southern portions of the area.

But cotton planted now also would be subject to greater 
hazards of adverse weather, he added.

In the southern area, farmers might consider irrigating late- 
planted cotton once, Ray said, especially if there is a protracted 
period of dry weather.

IN ISM, .A JUNE 22 hail pounded 600,(WO acres of cotton in a 
wide iwath extending from northern Hale County to southern 
Lynn County. Not all that cotton was lost.

That. too. was when cotton was planted on a considerably 
larger scale. Acreage .abandonment, reflecting cotton lost to 
adverse weather, in thu area traditionally has averaged about 8 
per cent from planting intentions to harvest.

Despite the serious early season setback, the current crop 
outlook as a whole still is the best in some years, Poteet said.

Rainfall, he pointed out. was beneficial in some areas. The 
crop, although a bit late, had been growing off well and had been| 
comparatively free of seedling diseases.

HATER RKqi IRL.MENTS should be considered in the 
derision on whether to replant soybeans or cotton. Ray said. Soy­
beans. he pointed out. will require a lot more water than cotton.

“Soybeans," Metzer said, “will be a more expensive crop to 
make."

Home freezing is one ot the 
best ways to preserve foods. 
Make your freezer ready now 
fo r new fruits and veget^les. 
Defrost the freezer and clean It 
o u t  Notice what foods are  stor­
ed. And plan to use the ones 
stored longest. If yours is a 
fro st-free  freezer. It doesn’t 
need defrosting, but you should 
clean It occasionally -  espe­
cially if things have spilled.

Defrost your freezer before 
m ore than one-half Inch of 
fro st is over a large area of 
the r e f r i g e r a t e d  surfaces. 
Scrape the surfaces to remove 
frost whUe the freezer Is go­
ing. Use a broad, stiff spatu­
la , a putty knife or a sharp- 
edged wooden paddle (no ice 
picks or knives, please). B 
you have only a few packages 
stored, move them from one 
part of the freezer to another 
a s  you scrape off fro s t

Catch frost on papers, card­
board or cloths. Or collect it 
from the bottom ot the freezer 
with a dust pan and a whisk 
broom.

To do a more complete job, 
disconnect the freezer. Remove 
food and put it In a cardboard 
box or basket Cover with a 
thick blanket to keep food fro­
zen.

Scrape as much frost as you 
can from the surfaces. To help 
melt the Ice, you can run water 
over the refrigerated surfaces. 
O r you may use an electric fan 
to blow room a ir In or cold air 
out ot the freezer. Never use 
hot water.

Wash the freezer inside with 
a solution at one tablespoon 
soda to one quart ot water. 
Wipe with a cloth wrung from

the freezerc lea r water, 
completely.

Connect the freezer and let 
It run one-half hour to cool 
the Inside. Then put food back. 
Place older packages near the 
front or top. And plan to use 
them as soon as possible.

• • » *

With apricots, those escaping 
the hall, ripening very fast, this 
will probably be one of thefirst 
things you wUl put in the freez­
e r  this season.

For those who are  new at 
freezing o r have forgotten, ap­
ricots should be very ripe when 
prepared. They shouldIMscal­
ded for 1/2 minute In boiling 
water then plunged into Icewa- 
te r  for 1/2. minute. Peel if de- 
s l r ^  and use a 40% syrup (3 
cups sugar to 4 cups water) 
and 3/4 teaspoon ascorbic acid 
to each (|uart syrigi. Cover fruit 
with syrup and use a crumpled 
piece ot wax paper to bold 
fru it under the syrup. Cover 
container tightly and freeze.

Another method la the dry 
sugar pack -  use 1/2 cup su­
gar and 3/4 teaspoon ascorbic 
acid per <|uart of f ru it  Spread 
fruit in shallow dish, sprinkle 
with ascorbic acid, cover with 
co rrec t amount of sugar and 
gently turn fruit over and over 
until sugar dissolves and juice 
Is formed. Fill container as 
gently as possible to prevent 
crushing and again use crump­
led wax paper to hold fruit un­
der syrup. Cover tightly and 
freeze.

B you need unsweetened fruit 
for a special diet, cover fruit 
with water containing 1 tea­
spoon ascorbic acid per quart 
and freeze.

B you would like to make ap­
ricot puree, wash, drain, pit 
and measure ripe apricots. Add 
1 cup boiling water to each 
quart fruit. Cook until fruit Is 
soft. P ress through sieve or 
food mill.*** Add sugar to 
taste , also 1 tablespoon lemon 
Juice to each quart If wanted.
Reheat until sugar dissolves.
Cool and freeze.

A GUIDE TO GOOD STADi RE­
MOVAL

Stains on wash and wear and 
durable press garments con­
taining polyester fiber respond 
well to prompt, appropriate 
stain removal techniques. Ba­
sic steps for good stain removal 
are:

-T reat all stains as soon 
after they occur as possible. 
Many stains can be removed 
easily when fresh, butaredlffi- 
cult or Impossible to remove 
later. Always remove stains 
before subjecting them to tum­
ble drying or pressing. Heat 
tends to set, or fix stains.

-Always remove excessive 
staining material suchaschoc- 
olate, jam, grease from the 
garment with a damp sponge, or 
by scraping with a dull table 
knife.

-Before treating, consider 
the fibers, finish, and colors. 
This should determine the wa­
te r  temperature and the typeof 
stain remover or bleach to be 
used.

-Before using stain remover, 
it is a good idea to check its 
effect on the fabric or color. 
This can be done on a hidden 
part of the hem or seam allow­
ance.

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Floyd County, Texas Folk Salute The Wien
O f The USS Floyd County (1ST 762)
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LT. R. GAYLORD JR. 
COMMANDING OFFICER 

USS FLOYD COL'NTY (LST 762)
Th« Tank Landinf Ship, LST, has b«en an integral part of the 

United States Nav>’s Amphibious Forces since World War II, 
that bemg the tim^ when the first LST was constructed and read>' 
fer acUon. The L’»  FLOYP COUNTY’ (LST 762) Is of the World 
War n  vintage, having bead built in 1944.

The FLxiYD COUNTY was constructed by the American 
B ridge C In Ambndge, Pennsylvania and soon thereafter
commissioned at Algiers, Louisiana on September 5, 1944. 
Her original title was simply LST-762, and it wasn’t until July 
2, 1955 that she was named USS FLOYD COUNTY (LST 762).

In 1945, the LST 762 performed on Okinawa. After the war 
came to an end and the ship was awarded 3 medals, she was 
decommissioned. When the Korean conflict brokeoutln 1950 the 
ship was reactivated and participated In the “ Second Korean 
Winter Campaign.”  July 2, 1955 was the next eventful day for 
the ship, that being the date she was named the USS FLOYD 
COUNTY (LST 762), after the six Floyd Counties in the U.S., in 
Georgia, Indiana, bwa, Kentucky, Texas, and Virginia. The 
major activities of the Floyd thereafter included training ex­
ercises and modernisation programs until her first Viet Nam 
deployment in 1965.

The Navy’s Amphibious Forces were established during World 
War n  to accom^lsh a particular objective, carrying the war 
to the enemy’s doorstep. Once the amphibious task force was 
mobilized to a location off the coast of enemy held territory , 
the small landing craft carrying troops, supplies, and equip­
ment commenced their runs to the beach-head according to a 
predesignated time schedule. At Guadalcanal, the site of the 
firs t wartime amphibious landing by the U. S. Navy, all land­
ings were made by numerous waves of small boats and a few 
LST’s.

Since Guadalcanal, the methods of conducting an amphi­
bious assault have bMn revised. The need for more efficient 
amphibious operations and the availability of more elaborate 
and up-to-date ships and equipment are the reasons for this 
revision. The "Amphibious Ready Group”  Is the title for to­
day’s fast striking amphibious assault teams. 'The typical meth­
od by which the A.R.G. makes assaults on enemy shores is em­
ploying small landing craft along with helocopters. A necessary 
component of the A.R.G., therefore. Is an LPH or helocopter 
ca rr ie r . Other ships composing the A.R.G. include LPD’s, 
ec^ipped with a helocopter platform and a haven for small 
craft, and LSD’s equippt^ with a boat haven only. C haracteris­
tic of all three ship typos is their 20 knot capability . To com­
plement the A.R.G., the Navy Is currently constructing modern­
ized LST’s with a higher speed capability than they currently 
have.

The role of the LST has also been revised since that first 
landing at Guadalcanal. 'Their traditional function was to beach 
and off-load troops and heavy vehicles. LST’s would wait until 
the first few waves of troops secured the immediate beach-head 
before beaching and off-loading. Today in Vietnam, LST’s pro­
vide general logistic support for the Navy’s river forces, 
serve as a command ship for such forces, and function as gun­
fire  support ships for small river craft. They are the only ships 
greater than 300 feet In length that can navigate up some of 
Vietnam’s shallower rivers and proceed to beach without the 
availability of a pier or dock.

The FLOYD COUNTY has made three trips to Vietnam a.id has 
found herself navigating up these treacherous rivers. She is 
able to do so because of her shallow draft, 6 feet forward and 
12 feet aft. In addition a stem  anchor Is employed during 
beachlngs to prevent the ship from broaching. Other charac- 
e rlstics of the FLOYD are as follows: 328 feet long, 50 feet at 
the widest beam, 82 feet at the ship’s highest point, and an 
1876 ton cargo capacity. A helocopter platform is also mount­
ed on the main deck.

During the first deployment, the FLOYD served as logistic 
support ship for 9 Coast Guard Cutters of the Vietnam coast. 
The second deployment In 1966-67 saw her on duty for 83 conse­
cutive days without relief while functioning as supply ship for 
coastal and river patrol boats.

The third and last deployment in 1968 was most successful 
which is proved by the three medals awarded to the FLOYD 
COUNTY for service In Vietnam. 'The highest award of the three 
was the Meritorious Unit Commendation, and the FLOYD was only 
the second LST to win the award. Hauling supplies and equip­
ment from Da Nang to Qua Viet was the activity In which the 
FLOYD spent the majority of her deployment. The minority 
of the time at Vietnam was spent carrying cargo from Vung 
Tau to locations In the Mekong Delta while supplying the River­
ine Assault Force. Before leaving the states, she was loaded 
with 27 vehicles and 200 tons of other equipment. Upon reach­
ing her destination. Da Nang Harbor, the FLOYD commenced 
the first of 10 consecutive cargo hauls to Qua Viet and 1 trip  
to Tan My. A total of 4110 tons of cargo were hauled during 
those 42 days of straight duty. Near the end of the FLOYD’s 8- 
month tour of duty, she was taken under enemy fire, fortunate­
ly no one was hurt and no damage was sustained by the ship.

'The hard and extensive Job the FLOYD COUNTT accom­
plished during this final Vietnam deployment served to provide 
valuable experience, a sense of unity of purpose for all hands 
aboard, and a sincere sense of pride in our ship. We hope you 
share this pride In FLOYD COUN'TY also.

But a peace 
dictated by unethical force is 
the peace of slaves.

"A nation must be strong to 
make its word for peace effec­
tive. A peace gained by constant 
retreat because of the threaten­
ing blackmail of superior force 
is not peace, but war. It will 
be a day of mourning for all 
the free world if ever our na­
tion, whose potential force is the 
greatest, refuses to back to the 
hilt its belief in universal broth­
erhood and to use its terrible 
swift sword agaipst aggressors 
ready to pounce on new victims.

“There always is enough bod 
in the world to shatter any 
dream of an ethical peace, un­
less that ill will has a restrain­
ing fear of the power of orean- 
ized good will. To weaken the 
national striking power is to 
vote to make it inevitable that 
the democracies shall be forced 
to do the bidding of oral per­
verts who have been allowed to 
fashion a preponderance of 
swords.

“Of course, force never is the 
last word. At best, it but clears 
the way for the constructive 
agencies of friendship, god will 
and cooperation to do their heal­
ing work, so that at last swords 
can be turned into plowshares. 
But when you face men who 
have put the state on the throne, 
instead of God, you cannot con­
quer them by kindly example or 
a friendly smile. No gentle 
charms can stay the fangs of 
the cobra when it is ready to 
strike. To allow callous deviltry 
—whenever it is powerful 
enough—to trample righteous-, 
ness into the mire at will, while 
the forces of good stand impo- 
tently by, Is a tragic travesty 
of justice and judgment.

"In England, before World 
War II, a group of influential 
clergymen, ignoring Germany’s 
rearmament led a movement 
utterly to renounce the sword of 
defense.

"Declaring they were willing 
to risk all on meeting Hitler’s 
threat with understanding and

they secured hundreds 
of thousands of signed pledges 

i of a virtual refusal to take up 
j arms. ’That futile policy, sincere- 
• ly followed, helped to bomb the 
, churches of which these preach­
ers were the ministers and to 

I fill the land with lamentations 
I for the mangled and the dead.
I That crusade was a definite fac­
tor in Britain’s unprepardness 
when the foe struck. Time trag­
ically proved it was no hour to 
exchange a clean sword for an 
olive branch.

"In America, a man stood up 
in a free pulpit to preach. He 
quoted detached sentences from 
the Christ whose hand held the 

j lash when His Father’s House 
was made a de nof thieves, and 
whose eyes were often as a 
flame of fire. The preacher de­
clared that evil, no m atter how 
diabolical, was never to be re­
sisted with any physical wea­
pons. Rhetorically, he asked, 
‘What has a sword ever accom­
plished worthwhile?’

"In a pew was a worshiper in 
whose heart was an aching void 
and in whose home was a Gold 
Star, speaking of the valor of a
VOUne crusader who marrhert 
forth with a righteous sword and 
eam e not back. A L ihe_church

door, following the service, th*t' 
worshiper said to the clergy­
man: "I can tell you one thing 
that the righteous sword h^s 
done.’

“ ‘What?’ asked the minister 
"Replied the listener with' 

deep feeling: ‘The sword in the 
hand of those who have resisted 
militant evil has given you thej 
light to stand here today and to 
proclaim your convictions with­
out tear of being liquidated.’ 

"The one who had publiHyj 
said that rampant evil was nev-| 
er to be resisted by force paus-' 
ed for a moment and then ack-1 
nowledged. ‘I am afraid I can­
not refute that.’

"There is no refutation in 
God’s world and man’s for the 
Mash of the righteous sword!’ ' 

Without Impugning motives of 
any man, it all devolves down! 
to the question of appraising thej 
kind of world in which we liYe.| 
Should we trust those who haVei 
historically avowed to destroy 
our Nation or be prepared to: 
defend outselves at whatever 
cost?

Governor Smith 
To Answer State’ s 
Big Money Problem

AUSTIN -  Gov. Preston Smith plans to answer the state’s blf 
money (piestlon Friday (June 20).

He la expected to announce on a statewide television hookup 
whether he will veto the Legislature’s one-year budget bill and If 
so. when the special session to mop-up the unfinished finance Job 
will be scheduled.

At noon the following day, the Governor will present further 
views on the subject when he addresses the90th Annual Summer 
Convention of the Texas Press Association at Saturday’s luncheon 
at the bin of Six Flags in Arlington.

Fate of the gOO.4 million teacher pay raise hangs delicately In 
the financial balance which Smith can tip In several directions 
with a flick of his veto pen.

State officials are having a hard time agreeing on Just how 
much money is ebmlng in during the next y e a r-a n d  whether 
there will be enough for both the salary hike and the $2.8 
billion one-year budget.

As though the situation were not complicated enough already, 
Smith cojld throw It out of balance by vetoing any one — or more — 
of five revenue-raising bills before him. Or he could square It 
up again by linc-ltem-vetolng of spending proposals.

He can, of course, veto the entire one-year bill and call legis­
lators back to work promptly on a two-year budget. Many ex­
pect him to do Just that.

BILLS CHALLENGED
Governor Smith left up In the a ir the fate of 41 bills and 13 

concurrent resolutions passed at the last mlnuta by the recent 
Legislature. He challenged their validity on two counts.

Smith said the measures -  one of which created 28 new dis­
tric t courts -  were not signed In the presence of the House and 
the Senate by the lieutenant governor and the speaker as required 
by the constitution. He contended that they were signed after 
the Legislature already had gone home, to addition, they reached 
him seven days later than they should.

A thorough study will be made of their legal status before 
he acts, pledged Smith. Legislative leaders contend that a log­
jam of bills caused processing delays that are commonplace

"If every Medicare claim fil­
ed Included the correct health 
Insurance claim number, pro­
cessing time would be greatly 
reduced,”  says Mancie King, 
Plalnvlew social security of- 
flcer-ln-charge.

The "Request for Medicare 
Payment”  form may be filed 
by the doctor or by the patient. 
If the doctor handles theclalm, 
he usually completes the whole 
form and the patient Just needs 
to sign K.

If the doctor does not tile 
the claim, the Medicare pa­
tient must complete Part I 
only of the "Request for Me­
dicare Payment”  form. There 
are  Just six items to com­
plete; name, health Insurance 
c laim number (copied from the 
claimant’s Medicare card),ad­
d ress , what the treatment was 
for, other insurance company 
(if any), or welfare claim num­
ber (If receiving old age as­
sistance from the State De­
partment of Public Welfare), 
and the patient’s signature.

An Itemized statement from 
the doctor should be attached 
to the claims form, unless the 
doctor’s ufflce has completed 
P art n of the form. "The bill 
need not be paid before aclalm 
Is filed,”  King said.

He classed drugs Into three 
classes: halluclnoUas, depres­
sants, and stimulants.

He said he had some exper­
ience with "glue sniffers" 
here.

He said he knew one man who 
had overcome the use of drugs 
through Christian Science.

Stapleton concluded, "under­
standing drugs by both parents 
and young people is the best 
way to control their use. , . . 
everyone should be Informed 
on the seriousness of their 
u se ."
