was 10,56, but over eight inch-
es of that came in the firstfive
months, 6,20 inches in May,

So a dry May doesn’t always
mean a dry year here, or vice-
versa, but with a five-month
‘“‘drouth’ such as the area has
to start on this year, the wea~
therman has some catching up
to do if he makes a wet year out
of 1971,

Incidentally, there have been
three other completely dry
Mays - in 1927, in which year

First Grade, Kindergarten Pre-Enrollment Extended

Pre - enrollment for kinder-
garten and first grade students
will be extended through June
4, 1971, between the hours of
8:30 a.m, and 3:30 p.m, at A.B.
Duncan Elementary School.
Parents are to bring birth
certificates with them, All par-
ents are urged to register their
children at this time as there
has not been a census this year
and this will be the school’s
only method of locating kinder-
garten and first grade students.

The state has set definite
regulations regarding kinder-
garten students. The regula-
tions regarding eligibility for

enrollment are as follows:
Pupils whose birthdays fall
from September 2, 1965,
through July 1, 1966, are eli~
gible if they meet either of the
following requirements:

1. A child is from a family
whose family income is $3,000
or less,

2. A child who cannot speak,
read, and comprehend the Eng-
lish language to the extent that
he is not familiar with the com~
mon English language words
that are necessary for normal
progress in the first grade.

Procedure for determining

pupil eligibility for enrollment:
1. Present legal birth certi-
ficate.
2. Student - parent interview
with principal of Duncan Ele=-
mentary School.

A. Each child will be given
a metropolitan readiness test,

B, Income of family will be
established by a signed state-
ment of parent where this is
a determining factor for eligi-
bility,

3. Immunijzation require=
ments will be the same as first
grade students (Rem 502, Regu~
lations and Policy Handbook)

The thing that prompts me to write you is my interest in the
Floydada Cemetery,

July 7, 1941 Iwas made Secretary-treasurer and general man-
ager of the cemetery and have done my best to keep the ceme-
tery in good condition, Later on Charlie Bedford was made
president and Walter Collins, Troy Leonard, Watson Jones, Ce-
cil Hagood and Homer Steen were made directors, Charlie has
done a wonderful job collecting and helping oversee the works,

The directors are also helpful and ready for council at any
time,

We send out 500 cards every spring and receive during the
year about 250 remittances,

I'ne expenses are paid mostly by donations but we sell a few
lots and get some from burial privileges.

Expenses have doubled in the last twenty years and almost
tripled in the thirty years that we have had charge.

We had to have a new well dug recently at a cost of about $600
which Is an extra above regular expenses,

We have not had a solicitor among the merchants for more than
twenty years, We solicit help from Dallas to California, ¥ we
depended entirely on the merchants, as it usedto be, they would
be hardhit, Some of the merchants do pay without being solicited.

Our expenses are now running around $3,500 every year, exclu-
sive of any extra expense such as new well, graveling streets, etc,

T'oo many peopledonot take an interest as they should and take
for granted that the job will be done,

We would welcome a special donation at this time to help over-
come the expense of the new well,

The cemetery has become so large that it is going to take
more labor and two men will be needed through the summer if it
rains very much.

Muny are paying the same amount that they did twenty five
years ago. This just will not get the job done,

Some are depositing money in the bank and they pay the inter-
est to the cemetery, You can draw this out any time you wish,
R will still be your money. R does save having to remember to
send in your dues,

A lot of money is being sent out of town for worthy causes and
for memorials which is very fine, but some of this could be
diverted to the upkeep of the cemetery. This is being done in a
number of communities in West Texas, Remember thecemetery?

The credit record of the electric cooperatives is
perhaps without parallel in the history of the
nation.
