Littering
Penalty Up

A new law effective August
30 stiffens the penalty for lit-
tering highways in the state,
perhaps in connection with the
recent national ecology move-
ment. Violators of the highway
littering law may now be fined
up to $400 for each offense,

The new law, House Bill #52,
reads as follows

H. B, 52 - (Effective Aug.
30, 1971).

Amends Art. 696 a, P.C,,
relating to the penaity for leav-
ing refuse garbage, rubbish,
Or junk, on or near a public
highway. Any violation of this
act by any person, firm or pri-
vate corporation, shall upon
conviction, subject the offender
to a fine of not less than $50.00
nor morethan $400,00, and each
day of any such violation shall
be treated as a separate of-
fense,
