s0 happened that a few

“hat ball,” and was a game In
which almost any number could
engage at the same time, and
it was usually played mostly
during the first few, or last few
weeks of the term, before some
of the larger pupils had started,
or after they had taken out in
the spring to help with the
spring work on the farms. Dur-

these periods it was a prac-
tick on account of the dimin-
ished number, for the boys and
girls to play all together, and
“Hat-ball” was a game in which
all could take part.

The game consisted in each
boy placing his hat or cap top
downward on the ground so that
each touched those nearest to
it, and the girls did their sun-
bonnets or other headgear the
same. One boy was then chosen
as “IT” and the others must
stand back ten feet from the
group of hats while he dropped
the ball into one of the hats or
bonnets. Then all broke and ran
as fast as they could while the
owner of the hat must run for-
ward, grasp the ball and hurl it
at one of the runners. In the
event he hits his mark, he then
becomes “it’" But if he misses
his mark, a small chip or peb-
ble or other small object is
dropped in his hat, which is
called a “pig.” And the one he
threw at becomes “it.” When
one of the players had accumu-
lated as many as six “pigs” he
must go through the “slapping
machine,” and that was where
the fun came in for all the
other players.

Myt ‘that feature of the game
was likely to cause some par-
ticular boy to become the but of
the game or the joke for the
group. I, during my growing
years, was much too tall fon my
