Services for the veteran newsman, 
73, will be at 3 p.m. Sunday in the First 
Baptist Church, Matador, with burial in 
East Mound Cemetery under direction 
of Seigler Funeral Home.

A MaUdor native, Meador trekked 
westward to California in 1922 in quest 
of a writing career. It was a 
star crossed effort.

He sold three scenarios to an 
independent film company only to have 
the firm go broke. He worked as a soda 
jerk, electrician and real estate agent 
in California before returning to Texas 
and newspapering in 1929.

At first he and his wife, the former 
Lila Tipton, worked for the Childress 
Daily Index.

He first established a newspaper at 
Roaring Springs, which he and his 
partner, Howard Hamilton, moved to 
Matador. He later bought his partner's 
interest in the newspaper and was the 
sole owner and editor of the Matador 
newspaper since 1934.

The area newsman served as mayor 
of his native city from 1948 to 1954 and 
his first official act was to dissolve the 
mayor’s salary.

A historical marker honoring 
Meador was erected in 1972 in Matador 
by the Texas Historical Society. The 
marker site was a gift from Meador in 
honor of his pioneer parents, James E. 
and Ginnie Belle Meatdor.

The civic leader was named the 
Texas newspaperman of the year" in 
1952 by the Dallas chapter of Sigma 
Delta Chi. a professional and 
undergraduate fraternity for persons 
in journalism. He was elected twice as 
president of the Panhandle Press 
Association and once as head of the 
West Texas Press Association. He also 
has won approximately 20 state and 
regional awards for writing, reporting 
and general excellence.

Quoted in Reader's Digest, McCalls, 
Time, Newsweek and the baptist 
Standard. Meador's honors have been 
achieved primarily through his weekly 
column, “Trail Dust", which he started • 
the same year he began his newspaper.

The column has moved into 
hardbound books that are in their third 
printing. The hard-bound “Trail Dust" 
brought him a White House 
commendation in 1967 and the Texas 
Tourist Development Agency purchas­
ed 250 copies in 1968 to send to the 
nation’s travel press.

In the 1930s the Texas Press 
Association, of which Meador was not a 
member, named “Trail Dust” as the 
best column in the state. The author 
was honored with a full page article in a 
1969 issue of Editor and Publisher 
magazine.

Many of his other credits are 
contained in the Texas Tech University

Coach Wilson said the team was 
considerably bruised up, Mark Craig 
with a pinched nerve, and he said the 
team was ready to make good on 
Littlefield next week.
Vickers kicked the extra point and 
Floydada led 7-0 with 3:40 left in the 
first quarter.

Olton came right back making four 
first downs on the ground. It was 
Johnson who carried over from the two

yard line. Johnson ran the two extra 
points and Olton led 8-7, with 6:24 left 
in the second quarter.

MINNER ALL THE WAY
On the kick-off Minner took it about 

the ten yard line, headed down the 
west side of the field, dodged one last 
Mustang defender, then outran the 
rest of the Mustangs to the end zone. 
Vickers did, and Floydada led 14-8 with 
6:09 left in the second quarter.

The Mustangs had hardly settled 
themselves to play again when Keith 
Marricle pulled in a deflected pass on 
the Mustang 30.

Vickers ran for 9. Ratliff 14, Rex 
Yeary 11. and Collins ploughed over 
from the three for the third ’Wind TD. 
Yep, Vickers, perfect again, and 
Floydada led 21-8 with 3:36 left in the 
first half.

At this point the 'Winds really held 
the Mustangs sacking the Mustans 
quarterback a time or two, a bad snap 
on fourth down and the Mustang 
quarterback was trying to get back out 
of his end zone on fourth down.

Floydada had the ball on the 
Mustang 20. Ratliff was dumped for a 
15 yard loss by the determined 
Mustang defense. Collins came back 
with a five yarder. Then Vickers 
reared back, tossed a beautiful 30 yard 
pass to Minner, right under the goal 
posts for the fourth 'Wind TD with only 
.10 remaining in the half. Vickers did 
and it was Floydada 28, Olton 8 at 
halftime

A Floydada fumble set up the 
Mustangs on their 35 yard line for their 
second and final TD of the game. 
Johnson had the TD with a five, three 
and 22 yard scamper. Quarterback 
Parker ran the two extra points 
making the score 28-16 with 9:72 left in 
the third quarter.

• In the next series of plays, a long 
p.sss to Minner was intercepted, and 
the 'Winds took a costly 15 yard 
penalty. Olton had the ball on their 17.

In four downs the Mustangs had only, 
got to their 20 yard line. Again 
Floydada was in g o ^  shape for a TD, 
but couldn’t go.

The Mustangs got the ball up to their 
35, before bogging down and Floydada 
was again in good scoring position. 
With Collins making 23 yards in seven 
plays and needing only two yards for a 
first down, the 'Winds lost the ball on 
downs at the Mustang six yard line.

Olton began to move the ball, made 
three first downs, but t'he game ended 
with Floydada in possession of the ball 
on the 50 yard line. Near the end of the 
game, the Mustangs seemed to be 
concentrating on sacking Vickers. 
Coach Wilson put in reserve 
quarterback Greg Goen at the last.

Next week, the 'Winds travel to 
Littlefield to make good on Littlefield’s 
bi-district victory of last year.

How to measure 
well drawdown
Concerned about drawdown of your 
well? There's a simple, inexpensive 
and accurate way to determine the 
depth to the water level, says Roger E. 
Machmeier, University of Minnesota 
extension agricultural engineer.

If an irrigation well shows a decrease 
in pumping level during an irrigation 
season and a decrease in water level 
when the pump is not being operated, 
it means the ground water table ia 
dropping. It may or may not be a per­
manent condition and a comparison of 
one year’s records with the next is the 
way to find out, says Machmeier.

The engineer recommends the “ air 
line” method, to determine the depth 
to the water level. All it requires is a 
known length of small (approximately 
1/4 inch) diameter tubing, a pressure 
gauge and a hand air pump.

Figure 1 shows the air line extending 
to a point about 20 feet below the low­
est anticipated pumping level of the 
water surface. However, the lower end 
of the air line should terminate at least 
2 feet above the upper end of the strai­
ner on the deep well turbine pump. 
The air line is placed between the 
pump column and the well casing. The 
upper part of the air line terminates in 
a snifter valve, which is a check type 
valve similar to a tire valve, but specif­
ically made for a water system, and a 
pressure gauge. There should also be a 
manual shutofT valve in this line which 
can be a small globe valve. The air 
pump can be a tire pump or small 
hand pump.

The pressure gauge should have, a 
maximum reading greater than the dif­
ference between the static water level 
and the bottom of the air line. If possi­
ble, the pressure gauge should read in 
feet per head. However, most pressure 
gauges read in pounds per square inch 
so the following instructions will as­
sume the latter.
How to procood
Refer to figure one, and take these 
steps.

1. You must know the air line 
length, “ L” . This is the distance from 
the bottom of the air line to the center 
of the pressure gauge.

2. Determine the static water level 
before pumping begins. To do this, 
pump air into the line until the pres­
sure gauge reaches a maximum reading 
and remains steady. When this hap­
pens air is bubbling out the bottom of 
the air line and the gauge will read no 
higher. To determine the depth to the 
water, the gauge reading in pounds per 
square inch is multiplied by 2.31 which 
gives the submergence depth or “ A”  in
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figure one. The submergence depth, 
"A ” , subtracted from the length of air 
line, “ L” , will give the depth to the 
water table, or “ B” .

3. After the pump has been operat­
ing for a time, determine the location 
of the pumping water table. If the air 
line system is completely airtight the 
reading of the pressure gauge multi­
plied by 2.31 should give the new sub­
mergence depth, or “ C” . However, it 
probably is a good idea, says Mach­
meier, to apply some air pressure to

^the air line to be sure the gauge is at 
its maximum reading. The depth to 
the water is “ C” , which is subtracted 
from the length of the air line, “ L”  to 
obtain the pumping water level, or 
“ D " in figure 1.

4. The drawdown which is occurring 
in the well can be determined simply 
by subtracting value “ B”  from value 
“ D” .
Example
Using hypothetical figures, here’s how 
to use the instructions. Assume the 
length of air line, “ L”  is 120 feet. The 
air line pressure gauge reading before 
pumping began is 36 pounds. Therefore 
the depth of submergence is 36 x 2.31, 
or 83 ft. Depth to the water level be­
fore pumping is 120 minus 83 or 37 feet 
below the level of the pressure gauge.

After the pump operates for 24 
hours, the depth to the pumping water 
level is taken. Air is pumped into the 
line and the gauge read in g  is 23 
pounds per square inch. The depth of 
submergence thus is 23x2 .31  or 53

feet. Therefore the depth to the water 
level during pumping is 120 minus 53 
or 67 feet. With the static water level 
at 37 feet and the pumping water level 
at 67 feet, it means there is a total 
drawdown of 67 minus 37 or 30 feet.
Tipa

• Record the length of time the pump 
has been running as well as the draw­
down value. Take readings on the stat­
ic water level each time before the 
pump is started, besides taking read 
ings on the drawdown juat before the 
pump is stopped.

• In a set type of irrigation system 
where the period o f time between 
pump starting and stopping is rather 
short, take readings an average of once 
a week during the irrigation season so 
as to develop a good set of records.

Pracautlona
•  Keep the airline as tight as possible 
and not permanently attached to the 
pump column. Check the airtightness 
of the air line by checking the gauge 
reading and how well the gauge retains 
a constant pressure.

• If the lower end of the airline ex­
tends at least 20 feet or more below the 
lowest anticipated water level, you’ll 
get more accurate readings.

a If the lower end of the air line ter­
minates at least 2 feet above the top of 
the suction strainer on he pump, 
you’ll avoid turbulent influence of wa­
ter entering the suction pipe.

• Calibrate the pressure gauge fre­
quently or remove it and keep it under 
cover when not in use. £

uevelop in other areas. He points out that changes in the 
projected level o f  U.S. production in 1974 have failed to 
exercise any great influence on prices.

The August estimate o f U.S. production was only 12.7 
million bales, compared to earlier expectations o f 13.4 million 
or more. However, this drop o f  700,000 bales in production 
prospects failed to shore up prices.

The USDA estimate as o f  September 1 came ,back up to 
13.2 milUon bales, but again the market took Uttle notice and 
prices made no rapid move.

Since September 1, crop conditions on the Plains have 
deteriorated considerably. Most in the industry are now 
convinced that the 2S-county PCG area can’t expect to reach 
the 1,SSS,0(X) bales estimated by the PCG-Lubbock Cotton 
Exchange Committee, much less the 1,700,(XX) bales used for 
this area by USDA in its September 1 estimate. Both projec­
tions were based on conditions as o f  September 1 and 
assuming “ normal”  September and October weather.

Also since September 1, there have been some weather- 
related declines in crop prospects in the South Central and 
Southeastern states, udiich are only partially offset by 
exceptionally favorable conditions in the Far West.

Under normal conditions, these developments could be 
expected to bull the market, but just the opposite has occurred. 
From the September high o f  SO.OS cents per pound average 
o f the ten spot markets for Strict Low Middling 1-1/16 inch 
cotton on September 8, the Spot Market average by September 
17 had dropped to 46.33 cents per pound. During the same 
period, the December 1974 Futures Contract slipped from 
50.85 to 47.70.

The explanation for these declining averages in the face o f 
worsening crop prospects, Johnson says, is the absence o f  
active demand both in the U.S. and in foreign countries. 
Domestic mills, generally, have their needs covered at least 
through October, and the demand for textile products plus 
the level o f mill product inventories has caused a number o f  
them to cut from 5-1/2 and 6-day weeks to 5 and 4Hlay weeks.

The uncertainty o f economic conditions has all mills 
operating on a hand-to-mouth basis.

Foreign markets are no better. Japan, for example, has cut 
textile production drastically m recent months. USDA’s 
Foreign Agriculture Service reports that cotton exports to 
the v^ole o f  Europe through May were down 35 per cent 
from last year. South Korea to date has failed to furnish the 
letters o f credit necessary to consummate an earlier purchase 
o f  about 900,000 bales o f  U.S. cotton.

“ Under these conditions,”  Johnson says, “ it is more than 
ever important that producers market their cotton in a 
business-like manner, making sure they have and take into 
account all possible supply and demand factors as they 
develop.”

Discussing alternative marketing progranu available to 
producers, Johnson says they can sell at harvest, or, if prices 
are unacceptable at that time they can hold cotton on their 
own or carry it in the government loan program.
