Floyd County.

Last fall wheat prices got as high as 
$5.25 per bushel.

ASCS manager Tom Moore estimat­
ed that possibly the largest wheat 
acreage is growing in Floyd County in 
many years.

ROW CROPS
Floyd farmers have their row crop 

land in good shape, many have already 
laid off rows. Of course the good 
moisture is welcome for moisture

needed at planting time. High cost of 
fertilizer seems to be the big problem 
in getting ready for the cotton, grain 
sorghum and sunflower crops.

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W ELL, WE NEED about five more 
grandchildren to fill our “Grandpar 
ents’ Valentine Fage”  for next 
Thursday's edition.

BEN EZZELL in The Canadian 
Record: A brief advertisement in The 
Donley County I.«ader at Clarendon a 
few days ago announced the closing of 
the Ballew Flumbing business . . . 
summing up the reason succinctly;

"Ballew Flumbing," said the adver­
tisement, “ is closed due to people not 
paying their bills."

Editor Jerry Sparks, however, 
published a lengthy interview with 
Flumber Bill Ballew in which he 
explored in greater depth the reasons 
for failure of the four-year old business. 
When all was said and done, he found 
that Flumber Bill Ballew had summed 
it up neatly in a few words...“due to 
people not paying their bills."

"People would come in and charge 
some little $2 item. Ballew said. “ I'd bill 
them, and when no payment was made, 
bill them again. By then I'd already 
lost."

There's a mighty lesson in economics 
summed up in that nutshell: by the 
time the merchant from whom you 
have bought goods or services on credit 
has billed you twice without payment, 
chances are he's already lost money on 
your account. You are probably 
solvent, and your intention to pay is 
good as gold, but if it takes you ninety 
days or more to get around to it, you 
might as well be a deadbeat, because 
the profit is gone from your business.

“We had a lot of good customers at 
Clarendon who paid their bills along 
like they're supposed to," Ballew told 
the Clarendon Editor.

Ballew's story was not unusual. He 
and his son had borrowed money from 
the banks to open the shop...and these 
loans had to be paid on time. Payrolls 
also had to be met on tiine...employees 
don't like to work on the cuff. And 
suppliers have to be paid on time, or 
they soon cease to be suppliers.

The average small business can't 
afford to carry very many of the kind of 
customers who “ride" their bills for 60 
to 90 days or longer...no matter how 
good a credit risk they may believe 
themselves to be...because, in effect, 
the businessman is lending his money 
to these customers at zero interest, 
while he is paying out interest for that 
60-to-90-days-or-longer at rates of ten 
per cent or higher these days, in order 
to carry them. That cost-of-money 
differential can eat into profits in a 
hurry.

Add to that the clerical costa of 
bookkeeping and billing past-due 
accounts...and the not inconsiderable 
postage invovled...and you can 
understand what Bill Ballew meant 
when he said of those small accounts, 
after re-billing them: “by then I ’d 
already lost."

The City of Lockney la 
licensed by the Texas Sute 
Department of Health to 
operate the ambulance ser
vice.

The Lockney Fire Depart 
ment took over operation of 
the ambulance service Jan 
uary 1 when Carter Funeral 
Home discontinued the 
service.

The 23 firemen completed 
s 40-hour advanced first aid 
course January 29. Before 
that date. 11 firemen were 
qualifed under sUte regula 
tions to make tlie ambulance 
runs. Minimum requirement 
for the ambulance attend 
ant regiatration ia the 
standard first aid course, 
but all the Lockney firemen 
completed the “advanced 
course taught by Dale 
Kincer and Jerry Finley of 
Floydada. Fire Chief Clar 
ence Ansley said one 
fireman. Joe Zorger. works 
as a nurse's aide at Lockney 
General Hospital.

Ansley had this statement 
for Lockney area residents: 
“ If anyone has an emergency 
of any kind, don't be afraid 
to call for assistance at any 
time, day or night. The 
ambulance is fully equipped 
and ready to roll at any 
hour. We even have facilities 
to make runs on muddy 
country roads." Ansley said 
that when the fire whistle 
blows for an emergency run. 
six or eight men are usually 
at the sution ready to make 
the run within 15 seconds 
after the whistle quits 
blowing.

The fire department does 
request that, since not all 
ambulance service involves 
an em ergency, patrons 
specify whether the call is an 
emergency. On "emergency" 
call, the fire whistle sounds, 
calling the whole depart 
ment just as if there were a 
fire, so it is very important 
that the alarm not go out

Fire 
Chief Ansley said the 
telephone number would 
remain the same as in the 
past.

Ansley told this newspap 
er that there has been a 
rumor that the fire depart 
ment is already dissatiafied 
with having taken over the 
ambulance service. Not so.

But to open 
up every aspect of these 
agencies would not only 
impair our ability for law 
enforcement but prevent 
our being able to obtain 
knowledge of subversive 
influences inspired from 
abroad.

U n A m erican  A c t iv it ie s  
Committee in the House of 
Representatives was scut­
tled by the New Congress. 
Under the influence of 
Watergate, the CIA is under 
attack for conducting dom­
estic surveillances, an auth­
ority  which was never 
intended. Neither had the 
times o f the 60's been 
intended or ever expected 
when the thousands of 
revolutionaries (their own 
term) marched in Washing­
ton and other cities across 
the (Country. The question 
was always where did they 
get their finances. People 
who apparently lived weU 
didn't come h ^  from the 
four comers of the Nation by 
airplane for nothing. It may 
be an oversimplification but 
the role of the CIA. at that 
time, was to try to find out 
what foreign connections the 
leaders of these revolution­
ary groups nuy have had in 
financing these activities.

Special committees of 
both the house and the 
Senate are being formed to 
investigate both the CIA 
and FBI. These agencies 
have grown to massive sise 
and are accused of a serious 
challenge to popular free­
dom.

The FBI ia now charged

with assembling information 
such as has come its way on 
Members of Congress. The 
CIA is charged with having 
kept a file on lO.OiX) or more 
Americana in the course of 
trying to determine if the 
war protests of the 1960's 
were inspired or financed 
from foreign sources, and to 
what extent.

As yet. there is no sighted 
instance of any member of 
(in gress being intimidated 
by the FBI, nor any war 
demonstrator having been 
unduly hounded by the CIA. 
It could have happened in 
isolated instances without 
shaking the foundations of 
this Republic.

As far as Congressmen 
are concerned, they are no 
less fi-ee of peculiarities, and 
have human behavior like 
anyone else, but, although 
some are suspicious that 
they may have been 
investigated, nothing shows 
up yet that any such 
information was formally 
solicited but only that which 
came to them by reference.

The point is, that our high 
crime rate, and the foment 
in the Country, will continue 
as opportunity presents 
itself, but there are those in 
this increasingly assertive 
and permissive Democratic

society, who seem to think 
there is a threat of 
oppression when laws are 
enforced or investigations 
are made of actions designed 
to overthrow and subvert 
this Nation.

Demands are now heard 
in the Congress, from people 
and organizations around 
the Country, that there 
should be no confidentiality 
in these agencies and other

Anticipated

AUSTIN-Colton planting 
IS expected to decrease by at 
least 25 percent statewide 
for the 1975 cotton season. 
Agriculture Commissioner 
John C. White said recently.

He cited lack o f demand 
and high production costs at 
major reasons for the 
depressed outlook for the 
commodTTy. He said a

decreaM in production from 
4.7 million bales in 1973 to 
2.6 million in 1974 has also 
affected the outlook of 
cotton farmers

"Conditions at planting 
time as weU as other 
considerations will play a 
part in the final planted acres 
for the state.”  White said.

He added that some parts 
of the state have indicated 
they will decrease acreage by 
more than 25 percent. 
Indications in the Lower Rio 
Grande Valley are that a 40 
to 50 percent reduction in 
acreage will take place. By 
law, cotton planting in the 
Valley can begin Feb. 1.

A number of erroneous 
news articles have appeared 
recently concerning possible 
Congresaional action that 
would ban domesticated 
animals in the United 
States, declares the Gaines 
Dog Research Center.

'Ihe articles are erron 
ecus, the Center adds, 
because the action is aimed 
at tighter regulation of the 
importation of “ injurious 
wildlife” — animals capable 
of causing harm to man. 
agriculture or the native 
environment — and has 
nothing whatever to do with 
domesticated animals such 
as dogs, cats and native 
species.

The Lacey Act of 1900 
authorizes the Department 
of Interior to regulate the 
importation of such animals, 
usually termed “ exotic”  
pets. During the last few 
years there have been many 
cases of disease caused by 
imported animals. Thous­
ands of cases of human 
salmonella poisoning have 
been caused by contaminat­
ed turtles, monkeys have 
infected humans with tuber­

culosis and hepatitis and 
millions of chickens had to 
be destroyed to prevent the 
spread of dreaded Newcas­
tle disease in California after 
it was discovered in parrots, 
myna birda and chickens.

As a result, the need to 
tighten the regulations was 
reviewed in Congressional 
hearings last summer and 
there’s a good possibility 
that the list of controlled 
species will be increased.

Despite a newa release 
from the Department of 
Interior, a len^hy article in 
the Journal of the American 
Animal Hospital Association 
and a letter to all members 
from the Pet Food Institute 
in Washington, D.C. — all 
explaining the facts — the 
erroneous rumors have 
persisted.

Pet fanciers can breathe a 
sigh of relief because the 
rumors have no basis in fact, 
the Gaines Dog Research 
Center concludes, but an 
alert public is always the 
best safeguard against the 
possibility of unfair legisla 
tion of any kind.
