The maximum in terest 
rate on Veterans Adminis 
tration GI home loans was 
dropped from 9 percent to 
8.5 percent effective Janu 
ary 21. 1975. it was
announced by Richard L. 
Roudebush, Administrator 
of Veterans Affairs.

Roudebush. who esta b ­
lished the lower VA rate 
after consultation with the 
Secretary of Housing and 
Urban Development, noted 
that the reduction was the 
second since last November 
24 when the maximum 
in terest ra te  was 9.5 
percent. The new 8.5 
percent rate will also apply 
to FHA home loans, he 
added.

The percent rate is the 
lowest since April 1974 
when the rate was increased 
from 8.25 to 8.5 percent. The 
rate was increased to 9 
percent last July, then to 9.5 
percent last August, and 
then was cut to 9 percent 
effectiv e November 25, 
1974.

The half-percent de­
crease would mean as much 
as $9.90 per month savings 
to the typical veteran home 
buyer, and over the 30 year 
life of a $27,500 VA loan, the 
toal saving could be as much 
as $3,535.

The VA A dm inistrator 
said the VA home loan 
market was greatly expand 
ed under legislation approv­
ed by the President D^em  
ber 31,1974 when more than 
four million veterans whose 
GI home loans have been 
paid in full and the home 
disposed of became potenti­
ally eligible for new loans 
guaranteed by VA.

The legislation also in­
creased the maximum VA 
loan guarantee amount from 
$12,500 to $17,500, authoriz 
ed loans for the purchase of 
mobile home lots, increased 
the amount of mobile home 
loans and broadened the 
possibilities for guarantee 
ing loans on one-family 
condominiums.

D.C. _  
at the first meeting of the 
United Nations in January 
of 1946. ita membership was 
composed of 51 Nations, all 
of them being on the side of 
the allies in World War II. 
Today there are 138 member 
Nations, each having a vote 
in the General Assembly 
equal to ours. A United 
S u te s ' proposal, that would 
have eslab liah ed  require 
ments for U.N. membership 
on the basis of size and 
responsibility, never made it 
to first base. Some of the 
Nations in the U.S. have 
proved they are unable to 
govern themselves, yet they 
sit in the General Assembly 
and vote against seating the 
South A frican delegation 
and give legitimacy to the 
Palestinian terrorists. Un 
der present circumstances 
we can do nothing about it.

There is something we can 
do about it if we will. The 
first thing is to stop voting 
in the General Assembly, h 
would only requ ire the 
President to instruct Mem 
bers of the U.S. delegation 
to ignore voting in that 
body. There is no reason 
why we should vote either 
" y e s "  or "n o "  or even 
"a b s ta in " , ju s t  leave a 
record of "not voting". The 
U.N. s ta rte d  off with 
laudable purposes. Then, 
with the emergence of such 
nations as Uganda. Burundi. 
Mauritania, Tobago, Chad. 
Guyana. Albania. Maldive, 
Togo, and a lot of other 
names we never beard of 
until a few years ago. a 
majority was created which 
evidently hates the United 
States. If a big majority of 
the A ssem bly w ants to 
welcome te r ro r is t  groups 
and listen to their apeeches 
as they did this last session, 
the the General Assembly 
has lost any usefulness to us.

The team split up after 
graduation and it wasn’t 
until a coincidental meeting 
on the Tech campus three 
years later, that Galloway 
and Boyd joined forces 
again. Many problems lay 
ahead for the new society 
but they were eventually 
whipped and the society 
ended its first year by 
breaking even. They are 
now showing 23 films each 
sem ester, instead of 18. 
There are many jobs 
involved and many workers 
to keep the film showing. 
Dana and Jim  are advisors. 
The film selections for 
Cinematheque are as varied 
as the audience of the 
society. The movie schedule 
usually breaks down into 
th re e  fo u rth s  A m erican  
films and one-fourth foreign 
movies. There is a range 
from drama to slapstick and 
they also plan to show a 
Humphrey Bogart classic as 
the last show of the season.

Who comes to  these 
classic films? Dana says 
“anyone from cowboys to 
film buffs." He said, ‘They 
buy a ticket to see their 
favorite and wind up staying 
to enjoy a foreign film or 
documentary."

For Dana's tremendous 
efforts in creating Cinema 
theque, a C ertificate  of 
Award from the Theatre 
Department was presented 
to him last year.

Veteran BenefitM
Exempt From

Iiieome Tax
Here are tips from the 

V'eterans Adminsitration on 
federal income taxes for 
veterans filing returns.

In general. Texas VA 
officials noted, veterans 
benefits are exempt from 
federal income tax, and need 
not be reported as income.

This income tax exempt 
tion applies to dividends and 
p ro cess from government 
life insurance policies, but 
federal estate Ux does apply 
to insurance proceeds. Also, 
interest earned on govern­
ment life insurance divi­
dends left on deposit or 
credit with VA is considered 
income and must be report­
ed on federal income tax 
returns, it was explained.

.Among major tax exempt 
veterans benefits are com­
pensation. pension, GI Bill 
and other educational assis 
tance, including subsistence 
payments to vocational 
rehabiliution trainees.

Also exempt are granU to 
service disabled veterans 
eligible for specially adapted 
homes and cars, and clothing 
allowances for veterans 
whose prosthetic devices 
tend to wear out or tear 
their clothing, V'A officials 
advised.
