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No Longer Number One . . .  90 to 100 Gins To "Lay 
Out , . .  Cattle, Calf Sales Decline . . .  Broiler Production 
Up and Down.

Texas is no longer the number one cattle feeding state in 
the nation. The state lost that long-held honor to Iowa as of 
Feb. 1. Cattle and calves on feed in Texas number 
1,237,000. Iowa's total is 1,250,000 head.

Cattle on feed in Texas have been cut virtually in half in 
a year s time. The number of cattle on feed a year ago in 
the state totaled 2,340,000 head. Compare that w ith the 
latest figures and you have a 47 per cent decline.

Nationwide, cattle on feed in the seven major feeding 
sta tes-'Texas, Iowa, Nebraska, Colorado, Arizona, 
California, and Kansas-are down 37 per cent from a year 
ago. As of Feb. 1, cattle numbers in these states totaled 
6,050,000 head compared to 9,632,000 a year ago.

This could explain in part some of the price declines in 
grain sorghum of recent weeks. Sorghum prices have 
declined around S2 per hundred pounds since last 
November.

Two-thirds of the Texas' sorghum crop is used in cattle 
feeding. Thus, a cut of a m illion head in cattle on feed 
would have some effect on total usage of sorghum.

Cow-calf operators can expiect little  relief from their 
depressed problems until an upsurge in cattle feeding 
materializes.
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OF THE state's 900 cotton gins, about 90 to 100 are not 
expected to be operating this season due to projected cuts 
in cotton acres. This does not mean those gins which do not 
open this year are going out of business permanently, 
however.

Not as many gms are expected to be idle on the High 
Plains this year since cotton acres probably won't be cut as 
much in that area as other sections of the state.

A reduction of 23 per cent in cotton acres is forecast for 
Texas this season. This figure is based on Jan. 1 intentions. 
Weather and improvements in the cotton puce picture can 
yet change the final figure, even though cotton planting Is 
r>ow underway in the southern piarts of the state. Planting 
there is o ff to a slow start because of the weather. However, 
projections now are that perhaps less than 50 per cent of 
the acreage to cotton in the Valley last year will be planted 
this season

SALES of cattle, calves, sheep and goats in Texas during 
January were 28 per cent below a year ago, the Texas Crop 
arxl Livestock Reporting Service notes.

However, sales for hogs continued at the same pace of a 
year ago.

There were 482,000 cattle and calves marketed through 
auctions during January, a decline of 28 per cent from a 
year ago. Sheep sales totaled 52,000 compared with 78,000 
a year ago. Goat sales were 27 per cent below a year ago.

The Texas Animal Health Commission reports only a 
third as many cattle arxf calves were shipped out of Texas 
during January of this year as theie were a year ago.

The emergency”  loan and target price legislation betng 
pushed by the House Livestock & Feed Grains and Cotton 
Subcommittees is the farmer's best chance for greater price 
protection under 1975 farm programs, according to Donald 
Johnson, Executive Vice President, Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

Even so,”  Johnson says, “ chances for legislation being 
passed in time to be effective in 1975, at best, are about 50/50, 
and farmers at this time would be foolish to make planting 
decisions in expectation of higher loans and target prices.”

The Cotton Subcommittee, chaired by Congressman David 
Bowen o f Mississippi, has agreed on trying for a reasonably 
simple one-year bill which would increase the cotton loan in 
1975 from the announced 34.27 cents per pound, basis 
Middling one inch cotton, to 40 cents, and the target price 
from 38 cents to 48 cents. Also the bill would call for interest 
on CCC loans to farmers at a rate no higher than the cost of 
money to the Government. But all other changes in basic farm 
law would be left to another day.

Simtiarly, the Livestock & Feed Grains Subcommittee, 
chaired by Congressman Bob Puage o f Waco, is proposing a one- 
year bill lifting price supports without treating such things as 
reserve stocks, export requirements and other “ side issues.”  
The Subcommittee is calling for target prices o f $2.25 per 
bushel on corn (about $3.81 per cwt for grain sorghum) and 
$3.10 for wheat. Loan rates would be at $1.87 per bushel for 
corn ($3.17 per cwt for grain sorghumjand $2.50 for wheat.

The thinking o f the two su^ommittees is that their pro­
posals, if cleared by the full House Agriculture Committee, will 
have a better chance o f passage in time for 1975 production 
since they treat only price supports without getting into a 
multitude o f other issues. The full House Agriculture Com­
mittee had not considered the proposals as o f this writing, and 

■ there are certain to be those on the Committee who will ask for 
changes.

Even on the Cotton Subcommittee there was considerable 
disagreement. For example, Peter Peyser, New York Republican, 
urged that the Subcommittee insert a 44-cent target price for 
cotton. Congressman Poage sought a loan level o f 38 cents and

The merger wtt effective 
January 1 with all preaent and 
paat retearch and education 
programa to continue. How­
ever, the new merger la ex­
pected to give Halfway station 
tome development In ita loi«- 
rang* retenrch programa, et- 
pecially in treat of inaect and 
dlteaae reslatant graina and 
drought reaiatant cottont.

The High Plaint Rtaearch 
Foundation waa begun In 1956 
when area farmert and bualneat 
leadera purchaaad 310 acrea of 
irrigated land at Halfway to 
ettabllth the research station. 
It hat functioned u  a private 
inaitution the paat 19 yeara 

. controlled hy more than 100 
truatees made ig> of the farmert 
and bualneat leadera.

The Retearch Foundation hat 
made many outatanding contrl- 

-butiont to the agricultural 
economy the paat yeara, but 
haa noticed many treat of dupli­
cation with other tlmilar 
agenclea the paat teveraJ yeara. 
It waa out of theae dupllcatlona 
that the merger came.

Foundatloa changed to a non­
profit organization callad tha 
High Plaint Rtaearch Co- 
ordineting Board, Inc. T h e  
board will now try to coordi­
nate the retearch programa 
and activltiea of the many agri­
cultural-related orgenizatlona 
In West T e za t  includii« 
growers and livestock raitert 
aaaociationa.

Democrat, and Chairman Bowen were the chief proponents of 
the higher levels, with Bowen arguing that even the U.S. textile 
mills favor a loan level as high as 40 cents per pound.

years to the Ddentlon Service 
for a nominal fbe. Tha leased 
area includes buUdlngt and 
other major capital improve- 
menta.

All employees of the Halfway 
station  moved under tuper- 
vitlon of the E^rtment Station 
and the High Plaint Research

The Agriculture Committee was scheduled to consider the 
subcommittees’ action on February 27, but consideration was

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NEWS FOR 
VETERANS

During this particular 
time each year, many 
veterans and their depen­
dents and survivors are 
uncertain as to whether 
their Veterans Administra­
tion benefit payments are 
subject to the income tax 
laws.

In general, veterans ben 
efits are exempt from 
Federal income tax, and 
need not be reported as 
income. This income tax 
exemption applies to divi­
dends and proceeds from 
government life insurance 
policies, but Federal estate 
tax does apply in certain 
instances to proceeds re­
ceived in settlement of such 
policies following death of 
the insured. Also, interest 
earned on government life 
insurance dividends left on 
deposit or credit with the 
Veterans Administration is 
considered income and must 
be reported on Federal 
income tax returns.

Among major tax exempt 
V'eterans Administration 
benefits are disability and 
death compensation and 
pension.

Uninjured By

Sniper Bullets
A rooftop sniper evidently 

tried to kill Idalou Police 
Chief Tim Ward early 
Wednesday, according to 
reports from the Idalou 
Beacon newspaper. Ward is 
the son of Mr. and Mrs. Joy 
Ward of Floydada.

The story related that the 
sniper fired from the rear of 
a building adjacent to the 
alley between Main and 
Chestnut Streets facing 2nd 
Street, formerly housing 
Oat Willie Signs in Idalou.

Sometime between 11 
p.m. and the time of the 
shooting the sniper moved a 
ladder from behind around 
to the 2nd Street side, 
unscrewed a light bulb 
illuminating the front and 
climbed to the roof.

At approximately 3:30 
a.m. Ward entered the alley 
from the north end and after 
hearing a shot, stopped 
under a streetlight behind 
Moore Pharmacy. The sec 
ond shot struck the car. 
Ward immediately took 
shelter behind the dash 
board and radioed for help. 
The Lubbock County Sher 
iffs office received the call 
and rang the Idalou emer­
gency phone number to get 
assistance.

Meanwhile Ward got out 
of his car and tool shelter 
behind the door where he 
exchanged shots with the 
sniper. He then moved to 
the rear of the patrol car 
where he loaded his shotgun 
and continued firing.

Bill Lindsey, James Dow­
ney, Denny Sneed and Larry 
Lindsey responded to the 
emergency call within two 
minutes and entered the 
alley from the south. The 
search for the sniper began.

Officers from the sheriffs 
office. Lubbock, Plainview, 
Petersburg and Ralls police 
departments soon arrived at 
the scene and began a search 
for evidence. Five spent .22 
cartridges were found on the 
roof.
