Sixth In Soyb c a n s
AUSTIN-Floyd County made an 

im portan t con tribu tion  to  Texas 
agriculture in 1974 by placing sixth in 
the state in the production of soybeans 
and fifth in sorghum production.

According to Agriculture Commis­
sioner John C. White, local farmers 
harvested some 435,000 bushels of 
soybeans and over 11 million bushels of 
sorghum.

C om pared w ith 1973 sorghum  
production fell 752.000 bushels while 
the county’s soybean crop increased 
44,(XK) bushel*.

Dry weather on the High and Low- 
Plains caused many planting problems 
for sorghum farmers, and many acres 
were left unplanted because of lack of 
adequate moisture.

D esp ite  the  problem s associated 
with 1974. Texas farmers led the nation 
in sorghum production with 312 million 
bushels down 105 million from 1973. 
The state ranked twenty-second in 
sovbean production.

The moratorium on grain tales to Russia and Poland, what­
ever the reason behind it, is a teriimsly disruptive element in 
agricultural trade, according to Donald A. Johnton, Executive 
Vice President of Plains Cotton Growers. Inc., Lubbock.

While cotton, per se, is not involved in the trade stoppage, 
PCG nevertheless is concerned for two reasons, Johnton says. 
Most of our cotton producer members are also grain producers, 
he points out, “and any government interference with 
international trade in any agricultural commodity it a dangerous 
precedent for ail commodities.”

The board of the Texas Association of Cotton Producer 
Organizations (TACPO), of which Johnson is a member, has 
Uken a firm position against the moratorium, citing the fact 
that an average of about 3S% of all U.S. cotton production 
goes into the export market. An even greater percentage of 
Texas cotton is sold to foreign countries.

” lt is vital to the U.S. cotton industry and especially to our 
Texas industry that we have free and uninterrupted access 
to foreign markets,” Johnson said, adding that the grain 
embargo casts a shadow of doubt in the minds of overseas 
customers on the dependability of the U.S. as a continuous

Greater stability in Russian purchases of U.S. grain from 
year to year would be g*H>d, Johnson concedes. “ But an 
‘agreement’ with the Soviets miglit or might not accomplish 
this purpose,” he adds, “and there are many who believe the 
bad effects of the current embargo will outweigh the 
advantages of the Administration's efforts even if tliey are

On Floydada's first series 
of the second half. Rick 
Covington re tu rn ed  the  
opening second half kicktiff 
to the -10, where the Winds 
began first and ten. They 
marched 60 yards in just a 
few plays to put their third 
touchdown on the  score- 
board. Reese’s four yard run 
with 7:13 left in the third 
quarter increased the lead to 
22-6.

He 
taught them to plant and 
fish; he guided and piloted 
their early explorations: and 
he served  as th e ir  go 
betw een  w ith the. local 
Indians. With his help, the 
colony slowly recovered and 
started to put down roots.

Squan to  was w ith the 
Pilgrims at the first Thanks­
giving as an honored guest. 
'The following year, he fell ill 
while on a trading voyage 
with his new friends and 
died. But he had done his 
job. And as Kate Caffrey 
sums up his contribution, 
“The debt owed to him by 
the U nited S ta te s  is 
incalculable."

C A R R I E S  B A L A N C E  
O F  T R A D E  L O A D

COLLEGE STATION -- 
A gricu ltu re  continues to 
carry the load as far as the

I'nited Stales’ balance of 
trade is concerned. In fact, 
i t ’s the only trad e  area  
operating "in the black."

While the U. S. agricul­
tural trade balance had a 
surplus of $11.7 billion in 
1974, the nonagricu ltural 
tra d e  balance showed a 
deficit of $14.7 billion, points 
out Dr. Russell McDonald, 
marketing specialist for the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

The U. S. exported $22 
billion worth of agricultural 
g«M>ds last year and import 

just over $10 billion. The 
increase in exports was due 
mainly to higher commodity 
prices, notes McDonald.

Agricultural exports for 
fiscal 1975 were valued at 
$21.6 billion.

"Agriculture has enjoyed 
a su rp lus in the trad e  
balance every year since

1971," says the specialist 
with the T exas A&M 
University System. "Except 
for a $1.2 billion surplus in 
1973, the nonagricu ltu ra l 
trade balance has had a 
deficit over the past four 
years.”

T rade  balance is the 
d ifference betw een the 
value of exports and imports 
in one vear of trading.

In 1974 nonagricuHtural 
im ports w ere w orth $90 
billion while exports were 
w orth $75 billion, says 
McDonald. This created a 
deficit of almost $15 billion 
compared to a deficit of only 
$8 billion in 1973. Over half 
this increase in the trade 
deficit was due to higher oil 
prices. The import value of 
petro leum  and petroleum  
products jumped from $7.6 
billion in 1973 to $24.2 billion 
in 1974.

Senator Farabee, who was 
one of seven Senate mem 
bers recently appointed by 
L ieu tenan t G overnor Rill 
Hobby to  the  in terim  
Committee on the Texas 
Constitution, stated. ‘The 
proposed Constitution
should neither be adopted 
nor defea ted  by defau lt. 
Som etim es th e re  is a 
tendency to vote aftainst 
things we don't understand, 
or worse, to not vote at all.”

Farabee continued, ”A1 
thouKh I personally favor 
adoption of the proposed 
Constitution, 1 hope each 
voter in the 30th District 
will take an opportunity to

study the docum ent and 
make up his or her own mind 
on each article. Then vote 
for or against it on 
November 4 -  but vote."

ORDINANCE NO. 557

An ordinance regulating the presence of minors under the 
ages of eighteen (18) years in public stree ts and other places 
between certain hours in the City of Floydada, Texas: 
Making it unlawful for any parent or person having lawful 
custody to permit a minor to be upon the streets and around 
other public buildings within such time limits: Providing a 
saving clause: Providing that any violation of this ordinance 
shall be a misdemeanor: Duties of parent or others in care of 
minors: Providing for arrest and penalties of violation 
thereof: Repealing ordinances in conflict therewith: and 
declaring an emergency.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Floydada, 
Texas:

Section 3: Penalties. Any minor violating the provisions of 
Section 1 shall be dealt with in accordance with the juvenile 
court law and procedure and continual violations of this 
ordinance will allow the juvenile to be classified as an 
habitual violator. Any person found guilty of violating the 
provisions hereof shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall 
upon conviction be fined not less than $5.00 nor more than 
$200.00.
