plan presented at the recent c.inven- 
tlun of the Anierlcan liankerM Ae^ocia- 
tlon by R. S. Ilecht of New Orleunti. 
Chairman u( its Kconumic I ’ullcy Com 
mission. .Mr. ilei-ht said:

"There are just us Kood reasons why 
there should he state as well u.i na- 
tiousl banks, as that there should be 
slate as well as a national Kovernment. 
I do not think that Biiuhi;.’ y Is far 
fetched. The slates slutuld not sur­
render all political JurlHdlctiou to the 
central government, and the local IiuhI- 
ness life of the states should not be 
made to surrender all control over 
Suauclal fuiictlona to national flnanctul 
instrumentalities. There are many va­
riations of business coiKlilioiii- from 
■late to etate and there are special 
fiscal re<|UlreiiientB of the various 
statee.

"It is entirely logical, therefore, that 
the atatea should retain the right to 
charter hanks so as to mold and direct 
thetr affairs In accordance with the 
states' governmental and business re­
quirements aud keep them adapted tu 
localised ■•■utiment and cuiiditluus.

"The argument Is sometimes ad­
vanced that the dual system Jeop­
ardises the life of the Federal Heaerve 
System because umler it there is s 
large group of banks that are free tu 
remain out of or tu withdraw from 
the syatem. Facts and figures prc^c 
that this is a specious argument.

"It I* true that there has been some 
shifting from national tu aiate chur 
lers especially lu caaes of mergers of 
large national banks with banks op­
erating under stale charters. However, 
the Federal Kuaerve System was not 
weakened In this prix-ess because the 
merged Institutions almost universally 
retained their membership In the sys­
tem on a voluntary basis. Moreover, 
the remrds show that stale bank mem- 
bera are Just ur, good tuemhers of the 
system as national hanks and the ratio 
of state bank rc ourccs In the Ft- l̂eral 
Reserve System Is cunstaiitly growing. 
In 1922, natluncl bunks heM about 6., 
per cent of the le .mree- of reserve 
members, and siu'.e haiiKc. about |k ; 
cent, while in r.i.".<, the nationals held 
only fill per cei.' siui state banks 4c 
per cent.

It 
la quite pruht^hle tliat the stale bank­
ing code In many iiistanees represents 
a closer adjuhtment to lo< al eonditloii '̂ 
than could be hud under the national 
banking laws, ami this is a sitnation 
that should he retained. There shouhl, 
however, not be eomretitltm between 
the two hanking co<le-i (,'oinpetltioi; 
should be between hanks themaelves 
and not between the aws under which 
they operate. The effort to off*T too 
great allurements in one ctsle as 
against the other could lead <inly to 
weak banking laws. Hut 1 do think 
that there should he the alternative 
opportunities that now exist which 
banking liistitutiuns and local huslness 
interests may choo.se, so that they can 
function or conduct llselr business re­
lationships under that banking code 
which best meets the conditions of the 
times and of the place us they see them.

"This has been Illustrated In both 
directions. In states where such un­
sound measures as the giiarnntee of 
deposits were operative state banks 
had the opportunity to escape the bale­
ful effect of such laws. On the other 
hand, when a court declston was 
handed down In Worcester, Massa­
chusetts, which rendered uncertain the 
position of trust assets acquired by s 
national bank through a niereer with 
a state bank. It was a real nlvantage 
for national bst'ka affecled to take out 
and operate under a state charter, 
either on a temporary or a permanent 
basis, as circumstances make expedi­
ent

"In my opinion, bankers, national s i 
well as itata, should combat the 
thought that conceives of depriving 
us of the vitalising benefits of our dual 
■yatem."
