In last we. k's effusion I in­

ferred that it seems an impos­
sibility for the four ally nations 
to arrive at any sort of a peace 
pact that will please Russia, un­
less It is written at Russia's dic­
tation. and I have been doing 
some cogitating on the matter, 
and it occurs to me, that after- 
all. what differnee should it 
make?

I have been ruminating over 
my scant supply of historical 
knowlt dge and it occurs to me 
that there are a nomparatively 
few p ace compacts that have 
been made in the past that have 
not been brooken sooner or later. 
Even though the original parties 
to the pact should adhere to it 
throughout th. ir lives, their suc­
cessors were pretty sure to find 
something about It that they did 
not like and the pact would be­
gin to "take water,” and the nails 
would be begin to loosen, and ere 
long that once Ironfcound treaty 
would fall into a mass of ruins.

As I remember that most 
sacred of all treaties that was 
singed by the Great Jehovah and 
by Moses for the children of 
Israel—was adhered to only so 
long as the Israelites were a weak 
and poverty stricken race, and 
had to rely on someone strong­
er than themselves for security 
and subsistence; but as soon os 
they began to become strong and 
wealthy, they soon outlived the 
Idea that they needed any help 
from their God, but turned to 
depending on their own strength 
and shrewdness, and their al­
liance with other nations that 
were stronger and more pro­
gressive And they always got 
the worst of the bargain, until 
they were again reduced to prac­
tically a race of serfs.

And so it continues to be; 
whenever the nation or the In­
dividual begins to think itself or 
hlmsplf smart enough or rich 
enough to get by without the aid 
of the strong arm that, support­
ed and protected It or him in 
times past, be that arm ihuman 
or divine the pact that once 
united them begins to shrivel 
and soon dies.

Many of us can still r member 
when, near the beginning of 
World War 1. Kaiser Wilhelm, 
ruthlessly trampled upon and 
considered as of no significance, 
treaties that he had previously 
made with 'some small r and 
weaker nations, when It suited 
his purpose so to do; trtd when 
he was reminded of the fact, he 
Inferred that the only alliance 
that was worthy of considera­
tion. was that of "Me und Got. 
or words of similar meaning, and 
referred to other treaties as 
•'Scraps of Paper "

You will remember that Kaiser 
Bill was criticized, chastized an­
athematized and stigmatized by 
the people of all other civilized 
nations But what cared he for 
what others thought of him But, 
when we get right down to good 
old unbiased reasoning was not 
Kaiser Bill Just right about It? 
He was doing Just what all oth­
er "High Muckcty-Mucks" In na­
tional and international affairs 
had done and are still doing so 
far as peace treaties are con­
cerned

Just why Is It that th • great 
powers of the earth cannot come 
to any satisfactory agreement re­
garding a world-wide or univer­
sal pence’  fan  It be that eat h 
of these gr at [lowers cannot be 
satisfied with any peace agree­
ment. that does not give it the 
"lion's share" of the good things 
or the advantages that may be 
madr to flow from any proposed 
peace agreement? We, of the 
United Steles, are Inclined to 
look upon Russia from that view 
point, and it occurs to me that 
we are right In taking such an 
attitude, but. really. 1» Russia 
the only one so afflicted? tan it 
be that Russia's obstinacy In 
this matter may be the means of 
bringing the other powers to a 
tense of their human duty In the 
matter of universal peace?
