TYPHUS FEVEB

Austin. Typhus fever, or "14 
Day Fever” continuea to make it* 
appearance in various cuuntiea m 
Texas Like typhoid, muct of th* 
ca.ses occur in the hot inontlu of 
summer and early fall, uccurdinf 
to records of the State llealth De­
partment

"The symptoms of typhua fever 
are similiar to th.M»e of typhoid 
fever, except the course of typhu* 
Is generally two weeks, while ty­
phoid fever may extend over 
many weeks,” said Dr. John W. 
Brown, state health officer,

"Although there are two typea 
of typhus fever, it la the endemic 
type, (known as Brill’s Disease), 
which presents itself in Texaa.

"The un.set of typhus fever u 
usually sudden and accompanied 
by chills, fever, headache, and 
general body jiains. Nausea and 
vomiting may be present. Head­
ache IS an outstanding symptom, 
and often persists to such a de­
gree that it dot's not readily yield 
to drug.>> or l.K-al applications.

"The fever rises rapidly, often 
reaching a maximum of 105 de­
grees in the fifth to eighth day, 
and generally declining about the 
tenth to fourteenth day. A red­
dish mottling of the skin also ap­
pears, which may subside soon or 
continue through the crisu. A 
hacking cough w often present.

"Tile mode of tran.smission of 
typhus fever is known to be from 
the rat-flea, and the disease may 
lie prevented by the eradication of 
rat.s and mice. A campaign to rid 
vour community of rodents would 
be also of great ecomimic value, 
as rat.s and mice destroy milliont 
of dollars worth of fiaid every 
year."
