This is most likely the same 
robin flock which stops by for a 
week or so every year, both in early 
Spring and late Summer, and they 
are always accompanied by their 
friend, the flicker. To the non-
ornithologist, that's a sort of 
woodpecker. So much for "birds of 
a feather flock together," This lone 
flicker follows our flock of robins 
around all the time. That's how I 
know it is the same group which 
enjoys dining on worms in our yard 
for a few days twice each year. I 
guess we have a very wormy yard 
or something. 

We've also had visits from a lit-
tle green hummingbird and a couple 
of pairs of goldfinches. But pres-
ently, the only feathered friends still 
hanging around are some loud blue-
jays and squawky grackles. 

If I were asked to redesign the 
world, I would make Summer last 
for six months long. 

Summer has a certain state of 
mind. We drink more lemonade in 
the Summer, but we switch to iced 
tea with our meals for the rest of 
the year. We don't make homemade 
ice cream except in the Summer 
months. I don't know why it 
wouldn't be possible to enjoy 
lemonade and homemade ice cream 
during the other seasons of the year, 
but it just doesn't seem right, does 
it? 

We tend to eat richer, heavier 
foods during the cooler seasons of 
the year.

I visited my grandparents, Mr. 

and Mrs. C.W. Vick, in 
Breckenridge last week. After all of 
my low-fat, low-cholesterol broiled 
chicken breasts, it was nice to have 
some old-fashioned country cooking 
for a change. 

The first night I was there, we 
had roast beef with carrots, potatoes 
and gravy, biscuits, turnip greens 
and iced tea. The next night, it was 
fried round steak with mashed 
potatoes and gravy, potato rolls, 
cucumber salad and iced tea. For 
dessert both nights, we had cake and 
ice cream. 

Of course, each morning we 
had fried or scrambled eggs, bacon 
and ham, toast with homemade 
plum jam, coffee and milk. 

Needless to say, I haven't 
ventured over to the scales since I 
got back home. 

These foods, as well as the 
favorites my mother fixed when I 
lived at home, are my comfort 
foods. Although I have developed 
my own cooking style since I've 
been cooking for myself, I still 
return to the foods of my parents 
and grandparents from time to time. 

I tend to use very little fat--
especially shortening--and not much 
sugar in my everyday cooking. 
But, on one of those gloomy, 
homesick kind of days, I'm apt to 
serve up a platter of fried chicken 
with Apple Surprise for dessert. 

By all means, if you're on a 
special diet, follow the advice of 
your doctor, but if you can afford to 
splurge every now and then, try the 
following recipes for an old-
fashioned Texas meal:

propane's benefits as an 
environmentally beneficial alter-
native fuel. 

Commission studies show the 
initial expense of installing a 
propane-fueled water heater is no 
higher than other types, but the 
return on investment is much 
faster. According to James E. (Jim) 
Nugent, chairman, fuel-cost savings 
recoup the initial purchase price in 
about two years. "That's about a 
50% annual return on investment," 
Nugent said, "which is considerably 
more than you get at the bank."

Anyone who has ever run out of 
hot water in the middle of a shower, 
especially in cold weather, will 
appreciate the prospect of having 
plenty of hot water on tap.
