Washington. D C —The Con- 
nally-Smith anti-alien bill rap 
Idly sped toward passage by the 
Senate and House. Is meeting 
with acclaim throughout tlie Un- 
Ited States as a measure expect­
ed to aid materially in the con­
trol of "fifth eolumii" artlTlties 
In America

Offered by Senator Tom 
Connally of Texas on behalf of 
the Senate Judiciary Committee, 
the measure requires depor­
tation of certain classes of aliens 
and the fingerprinting of aliens 
seeking to enter the United St­
ates

"In addition.” states Senator 
Connally.' The bill forbids tani-

perltig with military or navel 
forces of the cuuniy, or advoc­
ating overthrowing or destroying 
the goverment by tone or vlol- 
eiic*'

Aliens subject to despurtatiuii 
Include those aiding any other 
alien to enter the United Stales 
111 violutlon of law. any carrying 
a gun designed to simot mure 
than one shot without reloading, 
and those vlulaUng the Allen 
Kegbstration Act," St'iiaUir Con­
nally explained

"No visas are allowed any al­
ien entering tbe United States 
who has not been registered and 
fingerprinted and all those with-
