Orientation 
Night Set 
August 17 

IN HIS WEEKLY column, 
Congressman Larry Combest 
explained that before the days of air 
conditioning, Congress would 
always adjourn for a month, to 
avoid Washington D.C.'s August 
heat and humidity. 

"This August, about half the 
Members of Congress returning 
home to their constituents are 
finding themselves jumping from 
the frying pan into the fire as a 
result of unpopular votes 
supporting the Clinton tax plan," 
Combest said in his release. 

Someone wanted to know "If the 
taxes are going to be retroactive, do 
we get to make our votes 
retroactive?" Sounds like a good 
idea from here. 

The backers of Clinton's tax 
plan have been quick to point out 
that the plan won't affect working 
people. That will work, as long as 
the working people don't need to 
buy gasoline, food, or anything else 
that has to be trucked or shipped. 

Congressman Combest told us 
last week in our telephone 
conversation that not only would 
this end up costing every consumer 
in America extra, due to the added 
federal gasoline tax, but it will cost 
Texans in particular $3.2 billion 
every year. 

"I voted against the Clinton plan 
because it increases taxes, increases 
spending, increases the deficit and 
fails to eliminate one single federal 
program. On the other hand, I have 
strongly supported efforts to check 
the increases in government 
spending in order to balance the 
budget," Combesrsaid this week. 

"I have also been specific in my 
actions to cut spending on unneeded 
and wasteful government programs. 
Throughout the time I have been in 
Congress, I have voted against 
federal taxpayer money for 
AMTRAX, foreign aid, the 
National Endowment for 
Democracy, National Endowment 
for the Arts and the Advanced Solid 
Rocket Motor program, to name a 
few," he said. 

Combest said the Clinton plan 
crystallizes the philosophical 

difference between 314 Democrats 
and 219 Republicans in the House 
and Senate. One philosophy 
operates from the standpoint of 
government taking taxpayer money 
to solve taxpayers' problems. 

"Yet, not one of the 219 
Republicans voted for the plan 
because racking up $6.2 trillion in 
national indebtedness during the 
next five years will not solve the 
social problems of homelessness, 
crime and drug abuse. The difference 
is in whether you believe problems 
can be solved by throwing trillions 
of dollars at them, or by giving 
families the financial opportunities 
for the pursuit of happiness 
guaranteed by the Constitution," 
the congressman continued. 

The plan is unfair, because it 
hits small businesses so hard. 80 
per cent of small businesses file 
their income taxes as individuals, 
not corporations, Combest pointed 
out. "The four per cent of American 
businesses who will face the brunt 
of these increased taxes have created 
70 per cent of the new jobs over the 
past five years," he said. 

Mother unfair tactic, according 
to the congressman, is that the plan 
attempts to balance the budget on 
the backs of seniors who are being 
penalized for being frugal with their 
savings. Instead of having 50 per 
cent of their earnings taxed up to 
$34,000 ($44,000 for couples), 
they now must play 85 per cent on 
everything. 

"If this plan were true deficit 
reduction, then spending should be 
reduced instead of spending more 
money on new government 
programs. It is not fair to demand 
that seniors and small business 
people pay more in taxes while the 
government fails to restrain 
spending," Combest concluded.

Residents of Friona were kept awake last Saturday night when the 
biggest rain to be recorded at one time fell, accompanied by a boisterous 
electrical storm. 

Official measurement in Friona was 3.31 inches. It climaxed a month-
long period of regular rains, all of which had been fairly light-falling. 
However, much of last Saturday's rain came in sheets, and did some 
flooding in the city. 

Ironically, the amount of rain that fell in the outlying area varied 
considerably, with as little as .3 inch measured five miles miles southeast 
of town at the Dee Clark residence. Leo Bailes reported .6 inch south of 
Friona; W.M. Massie had 1.5 inches two miles north of town, and west of 
town the report was from two to 2.5 inches. 

The rainfall in Friona started around 9 or 9:30 p.m., with a nice, gentle 
rain. It would quit, then resume raining, and did this off and on, at a gentle 
pace, until after midnight. 

Finally, at about 12:30 or 1 a.m., it began to rain in "sheets," 
accompanied by a thunder and lightning storm that lasted for two or three 
hours. 

Crews from the Texas Department of Highways and Public 
Transportation came to Friona to check the roads. Eddie Moore of the 
TDHPT said that the streets of Friona were running "curb to curb" in water 
from about 2 a.m. till 4:30 p.m. 

Meanwhile, the good moisture has put the area's crops into about as 
nice a mode as you could hope for at this stage. 

"The crops are about as pretty as we've had in a long time. We've got 
some great-looking corn and cotton in this area. A small amount of the 
cotton sustained some hail damage earlier in the growing season, but the 
rest of the crop is looking fine," said Ron Smiley, manager of Friona 
Wheat Growers. 

Smiley said that the excess water caused some problems at the elevator, 
as they had to dip water from a tunnel and boot pit. 

Another shower on Tuesday, August 10 deposited .22 inches of rain in 
the city. This brings the total for August to 4.55 inches, 9.4 inches for 
July and August, and 14.76 inches for the year. HIGH AS AN ELEPHANT'S EYE....The corn in the

He got so 
angry he recovered and lived another 
six years. 

Twenty-four years after his 
death they searched homes and 
schools for his books and tracts, 
which they burned publicly by the 
bushel basketfuls. 

Forty-four years after his burial 
they dug up his bones, burned 
them, and threw them into the river 
as a public spectacle "to the 
damnation and destruction of his 
memory." 

Was he a criminal, a fiend, a 
murderer of little children? No. 
His name was Dr. John Wycliffe. 
His "crime" was daring to translate 
the word of God into English. 

He lived in England from 1320 
to 1384. He believed that if the 
common people knew what was in 
the Bible their lives would be 
enriched_ 

History has accorded him so 
bright a place in the pattern of 
progress that he is known today as 
the "Morning Star of the 
Reformation." 

What is it about the Bible that 
makes it such a "hated" book? Or 
what is it about the Bible that will 
cause men to give their lives to get 
it or give it to others? Stories of 
its printing into different languages 
are amazing. 

The translation into different 
languages seemed to take place only 
after the battle had taken place. 
Whole countries forbid the printing 
or bringing in of the Bible. 

no people in line and which one 
was crowded with pushing and 
shoving? They were there to 
receive God's Word. 

That's what it is about this 
book. It is God's Word, not man's 
word. David Livingston put it this 
way, "It's the word of the most 
sacred and strictest honor, so there's 
an end on it!" 

Lord, give me a heart to 
believe, eyes to see, and ears to 
hear. 

To those who believe it has the 
most precious promises ever 
written.

The clinic provides low cost 
screening which includes a breast 
exam by a Registered Nurse trained 
in breast cancer detection, teaching 
of breast self-examination and a 
mammogram. 

Currently, the most effective 
method known to win the battle 
against breast cancer is early 
detection. Early detection is best 
done by following the guidelines 
recommended by the American 
Cancer Society for breast cancer 
screening for women who have no 
signs or symptoms of breast cancer. 

The guidelines are: (1) Learn 
and perform breast self-examination 
every month; (2) Have a physical 
examination every year; (3) Have a 
mammogram according to the 
recommendations by age: age 35- 
39, one baseline mammogram; 40- 
49, a mammogram every 1-2 years; 
50 and over, yearly mammograms. 

The total cost of the screening 
is $70.00. This includes the x-ray, 
physical breast exam and the 
radiology fee for reading the 
mammogram. Funding has been 
provided by the Texas Department 
of Health to allow for free breast 
screenings for women who qualify. 

The major goal of the clinic is 
the early detection of breast cancer.

One of my favorite summer 

dishes is a simple cucumbers-in-
vinegar salad.

Sometimes sand going through 
your sprinkler system is the culprit, 
causing nozzles to wear out and 

Congress created the Great 
Plains Conservation Program 
(GPCP) in 1956. Since then, this 
voluntary program has been helping 
farmers and ranchers in the region 
to protect their light and fragile 
soils from erosion. 

The GPCP offers long-term 
technical assistance and cost-sharing 
through the USDA's Soil 
Conservation Service (SCS).

The length of the contracts, 
three to ten years, allows 
landowners to apply complete soil 
and water conservation systems to 
their own special needs. 

So far, each federal dollar 
invested in GPCP has yielded 
nearly $4 in increased agricultural 
income. 

Assistance is available through 
GPCP on 33 different conservation 
practices. Some of the most-used 
practices are: *reseeding of 
gracsland; *windbreaks; *terraces; 
*striperopping; *seeding permanent 
plant cover; *livestock watering 

facilities; *fencing; and *irrigation 
system improvement. 

USDA pays the landowner 50 
to 75 per cent of the cost of each 
approved practice as it is completed. 
The landowner pays the rest. 

SCS gives technical assistance 
in installing and maintaining the 
conservation practices through the 
term of the contract. 

Money for the entire plan is 
earmarked when the contract is 
signed, so contract payments do not 
depend on annual appropriations. 
The maximum for any one contract 
is $35,000.

Anytime a major change is 
made, like bowl work or replacing 
bowls, your well should be checked 
for efficiency. Producers will want 
to keep systems as accurate as 
possible for maximum production. 

The Parmer County Soil and 
Water Conservation District has a 
polysonic flowmeter available for 
Soil Conservation Service 
personnel to use. 

This flowmeter is attached to 
any exposed pipe or sprinkler 
system and measures gallons per 
minute by a system of sound 
waves.

Tillage Mehods Explained 
Conservation tillage is a broad 

term that includes many kinds of 
residue management. Conservation 
tillage is any tillage and planting 
system in which at least 30 percent 
of the soil surface is covered by 
plant residue after planting to reduce 
soil erosion by water: or, where 
soil erosion by wind is a primary 
concern, at least 1000 pounds per 
acre of flat small grain residue 
equivalent are on the surface during 
the critical erosion period. 

A field partly covered with 
residue from previous crops is 
protected from both wind and water 
erosion. The residue creates a 
rougher surface that is more 
resistant to wind and it protects the 

soil from the impact of raindrops. 
Since fewer fine soil particles are 

detached, soil pores stay open 
longer and infiltration is increased. 
When rainfall intensity does exceed 
the infiltration capacity of the soil, 
pieces of residue act as small dams 
and barriers for the impounded 
water, slowing the velocity of the 
runoff. 

The amount of soil transported 
by the water is less and more time 
is provided for the water to infiltrate 
through the soil surface. 

Pre-harvest fuel use can be 
reduced significantly when using 
conservation tillage methods. Data 
shows savings of 35 to 70 percent 
with various conservation tillage

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systems compared to conventional 
moldboard plow systems. 
Conservation tillage can also reduce 
labor requirements from 25 to 60 
percent, depending on the system 
used. 

In addition to these direct 
benefits, there are also numerous 
off-site benefits when using 
conservation tillage systems. 

Research shows that habitat 
increases for upland game birds 
where stalks and stubble are left 
undisturbed over winter and adequate 
residue cover the field during 
nesting season. 

Residue that stands over winter 
provides increased snow storage and 
moisture conservation along with 
feed and shelter for many wildlife 
species. The lower rate of soil and 
water runoff improves surface water 
sources for better recreation use and 
wildlife habitat. 

Lower rates of soil and water 
runoff into streams, lakes and other 
water bodies are also off-site 
benefits. Sediment that fills 
streams and reservoirs results in 
increased cost of maintenance, 
shortened life of capital 
improvements, loss habitat and 
water supply problems for the 
public using the downstream 
sources as a water supply. 

Costs of off-site erosion have 
been estimated to be greater than 
on-site losses. 

Savings in time and fuel, 
improved wildlife habitat and off-
site environmental benefits are 
important. But, the primary 
benefits of conservation tillage are 
that it combats soil erosion and 
provides economic advantages to 
the farmers. The increased 
productivity and profitability make 
conservation tillage a good 
investment in America's future.

New Accounting Rule 
Hits Common Stocks 

great. 
Although the cost of retiree 

health benefits has always been an 
expense, the mandatory FAS 106 
reporting now makes it clear that 
current and future shareholders "are 
farther back in line when it comes 
to being paid," according to a recent 
article in the Dallas Morning News. 

David Shulman, director of 
equity research at Solomon 
Brothers, views future health 
benefits as part of labor costs. 
Because the costs of retiree health 
benefits have previously been 
omitted in accounting, labor costs 
as reported to shareholders were 
understated. This resulted in profits 
being overstated. In short, 
accounting did not accurately reflect 
annual costs. Shulman suggests 
that shareholders must now re-
evaluate the true earnings power of 
their corporate shares. 

Whether FAS 106 is considered 
a reduction of earnings, book value 
or both, it is hard to ignore the fact 
that it will affect the way common 
stock is evaluated. Large 
corporations with strong unions 
have already felt the effect of FAS 
106 on their bottom line. 

How the stock market will 
react to these changes is yet to be 
seen. If financial analysts overlook 
the changes in book value and 
earnings, we will see little change. 
On the other hand, if analysts 
choose to see a real decline in book 
value and earnings, the market 
could follow to more accurately 
reflect the true value of the stock. 

Either way, you should be 
aware of FAS 106 and know that, 
in some way, it will change the 
way we value common stocks. 

A traditional way to value 
common stock is by determining 
its book value, which is what a 
company would be worth if it sold 
all its assets and paid all its 
liabilities. Now, FAS 106, a new 
accounting procedure that requires 
companies to show the cost of 
retiree health benefits in their 
annual accounting, is changing the 
way investors look at book value. 

Some analysts believe FAS 
106 will cause no fundamental 
change in book value because 
companies have always had the 
expense of retiree health benefits. 
Not so, say accountants and 
pension consultants. 

One major public accounting 
firm has estimated that the new rule 
will reduce the book value of the 
nation's largest industrial 
companies by seven per cent this 
year. The firm predicts another 7.8 
per cent decline in book value over 
the next ten years. 

The FAS 106 accounting 
requirement impacts book value in 
two ways. First, each company 
effected will take a one-time "catch-
up" charge that will immediately 
reduce book value. The numbers 
vary among companies, but major 
corporations have already estimated 
transition charges of $250 million 
to more than $2.7 billion against 
book value. 

The second way FAS 106 
affects book value is that reported 
earnings will be reduced by annual 
charges each year. Because earnings 
won't be as high, increases in 
annual book value won't be as
