In our opinion, Castro started
out with good intentions of aid-
ing Cuba, He had some radical
left wing ideas but was not a
communist,

He didn’t really expect to win
the revolution and possibly
hoped to become a martyr or

But Castro was lucky enough
to win the revolution and it was
just more than his good judg-
ment could stand, He has de-

Fish In Well?
Who Can Tell

Don't be surprised if you see farmers West of Friona
dropping fish hooks into their irrigation wells,

A well on the Wynn Holcomb farm near the Rhea Com-
munity has been producing fish, or at least it seems to be,
ever since it was started recently for the first time in

several weeks,

H, T, Garth, who farms the place, reported he noticed

small
inches long,

minnows ranging from one and one-half to three
swimming around {n his irrigaton ditches,

On a closer examination, he found many of the small fish
dead or dying in rows where the irrigation water had been

absorbed by the dry earth,
on possible origin of the fish range from

Speculations

leaving nothing for the fish,

an underground stream to a nearby lake,

Garth reportedly is convinced the fish come from the ir-
rigation well, Several of the minnows were brought to town
in a jJar and left on display at some of the business establish-

ments,

One observer said the fish were mountain trout, Others
ventured they were merely minnows of the variety normally

used for bait by fishermen,

Regardless of the explanation of this phenomenon, it has
become the talk of the town here,

Drive chairman Danny Mac
Bainum has released an esti-
mate of what it will require to
pass the goal, Bainum estimates
there are from 4,800 to 5,000

Be Cautious
When Buying
Breeding Gilts

Be cautious when you're buy-
ing gilts to breed for next
spring's pig crop, Dr. C. M,
Patterson, extension veteri-
narian, warns that you should
study the disease record of the
herd very carefully before buy-
ing. Remember that even
healthy appearing animals may
carry a disease, and new stock
could bring on a disease which
would result in abortions or in-
ferfor pigs at farrowing time,

At least four chronic diseases
are serious, and other diseases
are important, Leptospirosis
and brucellosis are serious dis-
eases which are not usually
recognized until they cause
abortions, Two other serious
diseases are atrophic rhinitls
and virus pneumonia, both of
which are not usually recogniz-
able until the pigs are several
weeks old, Enter{tis and chronic
erysipelas are also common
diseases, Patterson continues,

Even if there is no record
or evidence of disease in the
herd, t's still a good idea to
have the gilts tested for lep-
tospirosis and brucellosis,
Hogs can carry either of these
diseases without showing symp-
toms, and both diseases can
be transmitted to humans,

The only way to detect atroh-
pic rhinitis {s through a physical
examination, and this {s not al-
ways easy or reliable, Dr, Pat-
terson says to be alert for
signs of atrophic rhinitls,
Crooked snout, sneezing and
stunted growth are indicators
of the disease,

Chronic pneumonia has been
an increasingly serious prob-
lem In swine for several years,
A specific virus is the cause
of much of this lung trouble,
There is neither a reliable test
or treatment for the disease,
It seldom causes death, but It
does cause unthriftiness and
increased  susceptibiliity to
other lung iInfections., Be ex-
remely careful to avold bring-
ing It into a herd, the special.

Can Increase Profits

Machinery inefficlency can
strike a devestating blow 1o
farm profits, Cecil Parker, ex-
tension  farm management
speclalist, says thatevery farm
operator should know the cost
of owning  and  operating
machinery, If he does not, he
Is In a poor position to de-
termine how to iIncrease his
machinery efficlency, Parker
continues,

Fixed costs, such as de-
preciation, Interest on invest-
ment, Insurance, taxes and
housing may represent the lar-
gest expense associated with
owning machinery, If the farm
is large enough, however, these
costs may be small on a per
acre basis,

Repair and maintenance may
also Involve a large cash out-
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recommends it as a valuable
reference on tax questions. But,
he concludes, good records
make the entire job of farm
or ranch management a lot
easler.

lay, High cost here can be
caused by poor quality
machinery, abuse by the
operator, operating over rough
terrain or a combination of
these, Parker explains,

The specialist says other

Machinery inefficiency can
strike a devestating blow to
farm profits, Cecll Parker, ex-
tension farm management
specialist, says thatevery farm
operator should know the cost
of owning and operating
machinery, If he does not, he
Is in a poor position to de-
termine how to Increase his
machinery efficliency, Parker
continues,

Fixed costs, such as de-
preciation, Interest on invest-
ment, Insurance, taxes and
housing may represent the lar-
gest expense assoclated with
owning machinery, If the farm
Is large enough, however, these
costs may be small on a per
acre basis,

Repair and maintenance may
also Involve a large cash out-

rofit From Business Records

recommends It as a valuable
reference on taxquestions. But,
he concludes, good records
make the entire job of farm
or ranch management a lot
easler,

lay, High cost here can be
caused by poor quality
machinery, abuse by the

operator, operating over rough
terrain or a combination of
these, Parker explains,

The specialist says other
factors which affect machinery
efficiency are: Substitution of
machinery for labor, Whether
or not substitution is wise de-
