Until the recent change inthe
cotton allotment program,

farmers had to skip four or
more consecutive rows between
cotton rows in order that the
unplanted acreages would not be
charged against their cotton
allotment program for 1962,
however, does not require that
four rows be skipped in order
for the unplanted area not to
be charged against the allot-
ment,

Cotton ylelds from two skip
row combinations and a system
where no row was skipped were
compared at the Big Spring
Field Station during 1958 to
1961, In all cases, cotton was
grown on an Amarillo fine sandy
loam soil and 40-inch rows
were used, These data were
used to compute a four year
average yleld per acre of crop-
land for each of the row sys-
tems,

The row systems tested were:
(a) the standard 40-inch row,
(b) plant two rows and skip one
row (2 x 1), and (c) plant two
rows and skip two rows (2 x
2). A 40-inch system, planted
in solid rows, requires a full
acre of cotton allotment, The
two skip row systems require
less than anacreof cottonallot-
ment per acre of cropland since
some rows are left unplanted,
The 2 x | skip row system
requires two-thirds of an acre
of cotton allotment for each
acre of cropland, and the 2 x 2
skip row system requires one-

Assume a farm situationwith
300 acres of cropland and 105
acres of cotton allotment, How
many acres of cropland can be
occupied by cotton under each
of the threerow systems? First,
the 40-inch row system would
obviously occupy 105 acres of
cropland as the cotton {s planted
in solid rows, 40 inches wide,
Thus, the remaining 195 acres
would be available for grain
sorghum ‘production, Second,
the 2 x 1 row system would
occupy 157 acres of cropland
as only two-thirds acre of cotton
allotment is required per acre
occupied, Hence, 143 acres
would be available for grain
sorghum production, Third, the
2 x 2 row system would occupy
210 acres of cropland as they
only require one-half acre of

cotton allotment for each acre
occupied by cotton, With this
system, only 90 acres would
be available for grain sorghum
production,

In this study, returns over
cash expenses was used Instead
of net farm income, If a period
greater than one year had been
considered, fixed costs as-
sociated with each system would
have been included, The cash
returns from cotton were ap-
proximately the same ($65 per
acre) for the 40-inch rows and
the 2 x | row system,

The returns per acre for the
2 x 2 row system was $57.82,
Grain sorghum planted in 40.
inch rows returned $17.95 per
acre, These returns are based
on prices of $0.30 per pound
for lint cotton, $45 per ton for
cottonseed, and $1.60 per hun-
dredweight for grain sorghum,
It was assumed In this study
that all land not occupied by
cotton would be planted tograin
sorghum, This, of course, does
not inciude the rows skipped
between cotton rows since this
land is left fallow,
