eat, If you think this Is going
a little too far or {s anexagger-
ation, think about it in this light
for a minute,

“MR, BUSINESSMAN at
present, the situation is like
this: The government says: hold
down inflation, don't raise your
prices for your products. We
must have free enterprise --
You must pay employees at least
$1.15 per hour -- and begin-
ning next September, you will
pay a minimum of at least
$1.25.

““Mr. Businessman, you must
pay a percentage of your re-
ceipts Into a fund so that If
you fire anyone, we can con-
tinue to pay them for not work-
ing -~ (after all, you have just
shown that you, the busi-
nessman, would no longer pay
an employee for doing noth-
ing.)

“‘Mr. Businessman, youmust
listen to what the labor unions
say -- even if their demands
would put you out of business
unless you raise your prices

for your products -- which
you may not do,
‘MR, FARMER, you pro-

duced too much on the few
acres you were allowed to plant
last year, you will reduce your
acreage this year or forfelit
the government’s help in keep-
ing your income above the mark-
et price for your products, If
you don't farm the amount we
demand and raise the crops we
want you to, we will not give
you a big share of the taxes
we collect from the laborer --
and you, Furthermore, we won't
pay you for not growing any-
thing on your land, If you can’t
grow all you need for your own
use under your program, you
must buy it from someone else
who has our permissionto grow
ft. If you can’'t grow it with
the helpers we permit, o bad.
Mr. Farmer -- conform -- or
we will put you down,

““MR, CITIZEN- LABORER,
You may band together and form
unions to enforce your demands
to your employers, but in re-
turn, you will have to give up
your individual freedom and
abide by all the rules of the
union, You will also have to pay
a greater percentage of your
income to us and If you can't
settle your differences with the
employer we will take over - - of
course, we will probably decide
in your favor because you have
the most votes and can keep
us in office.

“‘Furthermore, you will have
no cholce as to who you work
with or who your children go to
school with or any other such
cholice, And, If we wantto throw
a batch of your money away in
some foreign country, we will
and you will pay It -~ one way
or another,

““MR, EVERYBODY, U we
don’t think things are being done
to suit us, we will either enter
into the same business with you
in competition with you and run
you out or just give you a sub-
sidy and control your business
or actions,

““Face {t, we're going to run
this country the way we want
w whether vyou llke it or not
-« even If 1t Is not the way
it was intended in the beginning.

“And, If you don't wake up
real soon, we will not only run
the country, we will also run
you -« Into pure soclalism ..

People who live on the High
Plains may have a Ifttle bir of
this nebulous qualfy buried
somewhere insiie them, How
else can you explain the enery)
and drive that they display In
building their cities, their col-
leges, their farms, thelr
homes ?

If you think for a moment that
we arethe sameas other people,
then make a visf to some other
prt of the world--or even
elsewhere In this country--
where the matural setting isap-
proximately the same, You
won't find the same levelof Iiv-
ing.

Let's look for a moment just
at one segment of our
economy-~farming, What made
us plow up these Plains, when
we knew we couldn't make but
one really good crop In five
vears of trying with a fickle
mture that furnished us rainfall
on a scant side of 20 inches
a season?

What made men smy when
they had to dust in their wheat,
then sk and look at & dry up
and blow away in the terrible
winds of spring?

When we first began to sink
shafts to the water-bearing
sands beneath our land to ban-
ish drouth, who was f”““’-‘!l)ll?h
to believe that we could make
{ pay to lift water 100, 200,
300 or even 400 feet to irrigate
simple row crops? Nothing ons
large scale such as this
had ever been achieved before,

When our farmers doubled
the ‘‘good’* average yleld of
milo from 1000 to 2000 pounds
with {irrigation, and increased
the cotton harvest from a stan-
iard one-third hale to two-
thirds bale, who would have sup-
posed that wihin a few short
years the grain yield would
climb past 3000, 4000, and S000
pounds per acre? Andthe cotton
leap to a tmle, a haleand-a-
mlf, and finally two bales per
acre?

Remember when we first be-
gan to f{rrigate wheat? That
wasn’t so long ago, was &7 Re.
member that everybody told us
i had been tried and & wouldn%
pay?

armers kept trying differemt
seedbeads, different warieties,
different planting rates, differ.

important, different fertilizing
techniques? Remember what
happened in three or four short
years? The yield of irrigated
wheat was riased from30bush-
els per acre to S50, or 60,
or even 75,

direction our farmers will take
next 18 anybody's guess, Most
seem to think the next bigboom
on the farms of the Plains will
be feeding out cattle,

It would be easy to presume
that this type thing is happening
elsewhere, Well, of course, to
an extent it is, Not everybod)
else s simply smnding still,
Fhere are many areas that
are moving forward,

But, the whole point of this
article is, can you mame one
area with comparable resourc-
es of soll, water, and climate,
that is moving as fast as we
are? It isn't lkely,

Wihin a few hundred miles,
it is possible to find areas that
have resources comparable (in
some cases even superfor) to
ours, but the things that are
happening here are not happen-
ing there,

It s commonly believed that
the wealth and Industry of the
High Plains is duetothe matural
assets of a fawrable climate,
good soll, and ample water,
T'hese resources are indeed
the cornerstones of our agri-
cultural economy; however, we
are by no means the only peo-
ple who have them,

If you were to look ata re-
lfef map of the United States,
you would find (some are oc-
casfonally surprised to find)
that we who live on what we
call the **High Plains*’ occupy
but a small part of a vastsweep

of plains country extending
along the eastern sile of the
Rocky Mountains, from the Ca-
madian to the Mexican border,

There are warfations, of
course, in elevations, contour
of the land, soll profile, and
climate, but generally speaking,
the plains states are one big
north-south *‘bowling alley,
That term s used, In fact, by
meteorologists who watch ‘‘blue
northers’’ come whistling down
it, This tremendous strecth of
plains s cut into chunks by
rivers such as the Canmadfan,
the Arkansas, the Platteand the
Missourl,

In between these great di.
viders lie the fertile and pro-
ductive plains, and ours s only

a small portion, Amazingly,
most of these big chunks of
level land are underlain with

water sands very much likeour
own, There are many reasons
why so many of these reser-
wvoirs have not been tapped, but
one of them--perhaps the
biggest one of them--is thedif.
ference in the people, We are
just ahead of them, that is all,

It would be hard to forecast
what the next fifty years will
bring on these ‘‘High Plains**
we live on, or, for that matter,
the next ten or twenty, But
the record left by two genera-
tions iIndicates that we will ap-
ply our industry and inventive.
ness in ways that will catch the
notice and admiration of the
rest ofthe nation--perhaps even
the world,

to look beneath the surface of
events for the meaning of these
events, cermin things become
evident, One of them {s that
people are truly different from
place to place . different
not only in their dress and
speechand hablts and other ex-
termal features, but differemt
in their thinking, different in
their methods, different inthelir
desires, different in their ways
of solving problems,

It would appear that just the
riglt combination of cermin
persomal ‘“‘Ingredients’’ set
down at a propitious moment in
time creates a fermemnt of ac-
tion--which is followed by ac-
complishment,

Scaling this peculifarty down
to size, we observe that people

who live in, say, large cities

Changes In Hog Raising

years typify the progress and
transition that are apparent in
all animal agriculture, Not

many years ago, practically all
hogs were grown on pasture
Then came ‘'Pig Parlors,"’ the
feeding of hogs on concrete (n
confinement, Now, insulated
ventilated slat floor houses

seem to be gaining wide favor
among hog raisers,

Some hogs are still grown
all three of these methods,
Ralston Purina swine manage-

ment experts who have studied
these methods have listed some
advantages and disadvantages of
each,

Disadvantages of the pasture
system Include too low a per
acre return on the land, higher
o8t for providing feed and wat-
er, summer dust problems,
problems resulting from cold
and wet weather In spring and
fall, difficulties of effective dis-
ease control, and the necessin
for providing fences, adequate
water and shade, Advantages of

pasture hog raising include re-
duced manure handling costs
and very little “‘soclal prob
lems'' among the animals,

isadvantages of feeding hogs
»n concrete i{n confinement in-
clude the manure handling prob-

lem and some ““soclal p!‘ufﬁ
lems,"” most frequently mani
fested by tall biting, Advantages

include fast dally gains, the op-
portunity for better pasture
itilization and the simplifying
{ effective sanitation proced-
ures.

Disadvantages of Iinsulated
ventilated slatted floors Include
a higher initial costper hog, the
necessity of helping the hog t
beat the summer heat, some tail
biting, and a necessity for top
management proced
throughout the project, Advant-
ages Include the elimination of
manure handling costs, using
the heat of the hog for winter
warmth, good dally gains, the
elimination of bedding require-
ments and a sharp reduction in
labor costs,

If you think for a moment that
we arethesameas other people,
then make a visk to someother
part of the world--or even
elsewhere in this country--

Let's look for a moment just
at one segment of our
economy-~farming, What made
us plow up these Plains, when
we knew we couldn't make but
one really good crop In five
years of trying with a fickle
mture that furnished us rainfall
on a scant side of 20 inches
a season?

What made men smy when
they had to dust in their wheat,
then sk and look at & dry up
and blow away in the terrible
winds of spring?

When we first began to sink
shafts to the water-bearing
sands beneath our land to ban-
ish drouth, who was foolenough
to believe that we could make
" pay to Iift water 100, 200,
300 or even 400 feet to irrigate
simple row crops? Nothing ona
large scale such as this
had ever been achieved before,

When our farmers doubled

the ‘‘good’’ average yleld of
nilo from 1000 to 2000 pounds
with firrigation, and iIncreased

the cotton harvest from a stan-
ne-third hale to two-
thirds bale, who would have sup-
posed that within a few short
yvears the grain vield would
climb past 3000, 4000, and S000
pounds per acre?

It would be easy to presume
that this type thing is happening
elsewhere, Well, of course, to
an extent it 18, Not everybody
else s simply smnding still,
There are many areas that
are moving forward,

But, the whole point of this
article is, can you mame one
area with comparable resourc-
es of soll, water, and climate,
that s moving as fast as we
are? It isn't lkely,

Wihin a few hundred miles,
it 1s possible to find areas that
have resources comparable (in
some cases even superfor) to
ours, but the things that are
happening here are not happen~
ing there,

It s commonly believed that
the wealth and Industry of the
High Plains is duetothe natural
assets of a favwrable climate,
good soll, and ample water,
These resources are indeed
the cornerstones of our agri-
cultural economy; however, we
are by no means the only peo-
ple who have them,

If you were to look ata re-
lief map of the Untted States,
you would find (some are oc-
casjonally surprised to find)
that we who live on what we
call the *“High Plains'* occupy

Cotton provides American growers with
an annual income of around $2.5 billion,
LLess than one-tenth of one per cent of
the value of this crop is plowed back into
programs and promotion,

Bonus Acres For High Plains

LUBBOCK-~As aresultof acom-
plete overhauling of zones by the
Texas Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service State
Committee the High Plains has a
good possibility of recelving a
sizable Increase In bonus acres
in 1963 through release and re-
apportionment on the basis of past
records, area cotton authorities
have estimated that the ‘‘bonus”’
could be 100,000 or more acres
for distribution within the 23
counties serviced by the PCG,
This would help offset the 244,983
acres lost this year in the base
allotments as they now stand,

application and who farms within

age was freed,

Since the state recelved its al
lotment based on the history of the
individual farms within the state

Erosion Bulletin

Erosion {s the dominant prob-
lem on 739 million acres of
America's farm land, This is
more than half of the agricul-
tural land in the United States,
Erosion is a problem requiring
constant attention on 234 mil-
lfon acres of cropland,

These facts, along with many
more, are found {n a new publi-
cation just {ssued by the U, S,
Soil Conservation Service, It is
called *'Soil Erosion, The Work
of Uncontrolled Water.'' A copy
can be obtained from the SCS
office In Friona, Jimmy Smith,
Work UnitConservationist said,

Smith, who Is assigned by the
SCS to assistthe Parmer County
Soil Conservation District, said
that the new bulletin contains
16 pages and 25 pictures
describing and (llustrating the
causes and types of erosion
caused by water, It is the lat-
est publication by the SCS that
deals with this basic problem of
American farmers and ranch-
ers, A few months ago Farm.-
ers’ Bulletin 2171, “"How t
Control a Gully'' was issued.
This is also available from your
local SCS office.

The trends toward larger
flocks and fewer numbers of
producers are expected to con=
tinue during the years ahead,
Integration is likely to continue
in some form and will exert an
influence on supply and demand
and Texas producers can expect
to be continually confronted by
strong competition from other
areas of production inthe Unfred
States,
