In its regular monthly meet-

The council also approved
dusting for mosquitoes as of-
ten as was necessary to con-
trol the insects,

Appointed as a board of
equalization were Jake Lamb,
O, F, Lange and C, L, Lillard,
with Bert Shackelford as alter-
nate, The board is to meet in
special session August 7 In
the City Hall, Friona residents
with any tax questions should
keep that date in mind,

The council appointed Archie
M, (Pete) ‘Hollis as assistant
fire marshall, to fill an exist-
ing vacancy,

The body approved an ordi-
nance to install overhead lines
for the automatic pressure con-
trol wires in the city's water
plant. Low bidder, Roy Wilson
of Friona, was awardéd the con-
tract on a $160,40 bid,

It was explained that the sys-
tem, which starts the pump
when the water level reaches
a certain point, is hindered in
the winter by extreme cold
weather, and also by the hot
weather i{n the summer,

The council approved a re-
quest from Fire Chief Ralph
Shirley for assistance to allow
the Friona Fire Dpartment
to send four representatives to
the school later this month at
Texas A&M College.

Shirley explained that the
school is for firemen and fire
marshalls, Those who plan to
attend besides himself are
Clyde Fields, Glen Reeve, Jr.

Gas Users’ Ultimatum

Ralph Shirley, local manager
for Ploneer Natural Gas, pre-
sented the Star with a letter
this week, from the president
of Ploneer Natural Gas Com
pany, C, I, Wall, to the Plains
Irrigation Gas Users Assocla-
tion,

Wall, addressng David Bur-
gess, president of the Cas Us-
ers Assoclation, states that the
proposal outlined in Burgess’
letter of June 8 (published inthe
Star, June 21) would benefit
‘““only the large users."’

Wall said he was convinced
the present rates for irrigation
gas service to be *falr and
reasonable,”” and voiced the
hope that his company could sit
down with directors of the Gas
Users Assoclation, and work out
their ‘‘common problems."

Burgess had submitted a rate
proposal in his letter of June 8,
which he asked to be approved
by Pioneer Natural Gas within
30 days, or if not the Assocla-
tion could prepare for legis-

lation to bring the rates under
review of the Rallroad Com
mission,

The text of Wall's reply fol
lows:

Dear Mr, Burgess:

Acknowledgment is made of
your letter dated June 8, 1962
and received by us on June 13,
1962 wherein you propose that
the rates charged for irrigation
gas service by Ploneer be re-
duced In the high consumption
brackets and incorporated in a
five-year contract,

You state in your letter that
the proposed rates would pro
vide a return of 7.2 per cent on
“fair value.,'”' We do not agree
Qur rate consultants have made
a test of the rates proposed in
your letter. They found that
the rates proposed by you fall
far shortof providing this rate of
return on the fair value of fa
