month in unrc'duced benefits un­
der the old law.

Rutharford Pladges 
Vott Agoinst Dabf 
Ctiling Proposal

Washington, D.C. — Congress­
man J T  Rutherford says he ex­
pects to vote against the antici­
pated proposal by Fresident Ken­
nedy to raise the national debt 
ceiling during this session uf 
Congress

'This puailiun is nut new to 
me," Congressman Rutherfonl 
said ‘During the time that I have 
been in Congress, thr Republi- 
ran Adminislratton asked for ihr 
debt ceiling to be increased sev 
en limes Fresident Eisenhower 
asked for It to be increased twic<' 
In one year, and on ra<*h occa­
sion I voted against the propos­
al Last year. President Kennedy 
made the same request and I 
again opposed the move, Just s 
I expect to do sgain "

The Congressman said his de­
cision “ is one based on what I 
feel to be sound eeonomir reas 
onlng "

"At Ihe present time " Con­
gressman Ruths'iiord said, "in­
terest alone on the national debt 
costs thr taxpayers some $9 bil 
lion per year The more the dehl 
reiling Is inrreasrd. th«’ mor< 
that inlerrtl charge ris»‘s "

Rutherford also slated that 
"approval of rauing the debt 
reiling gives the various Depart­
mental offielalt wllhin thr F.z- 
eeutlve Branch of Government 
Ihe feeling that Congress is giv 
ing them a blank check lor in 
creased spending I do not think 
this attllude makes for sound 
economic operation "

Cong Rutherford iMiinted out 
that he has drelamt hlms<-lf in 
favor of pending legislation th«i 
would require a fixed |>erreniagi- 
of tax revenue each year to lx- 
applied toward retiring the na­
tional debt Rutherford has also 
voted to reduce ea«h over-all 
budget billions below Admini-- 
trallon requests each year durln>: 
his Congresaional service. and 
ultimately voted for the s|M-nding 
of considerably less funds than 
Congress approved

"In the field of defrn.sz-" Ruth­
erford said. "I will vote for the 
expenditure of whatever I think 
Is needed to keep our forces the 
strongest in thr world Rut I re- 
slize that we must he strong In 
an economic sense, as well as In 
a military one "
