{ly dwelling area.

He -- and the rest of the
council -- was accused of
changing the zone from ‘A’

to ‘B’ without rendering notice
to adjoining property holders
as they belleved to be the legal
procedure,

As a matter of public Inter-
est, any such change in zoning
is supposed to be preceeded by
adequate public notice usually
in the community newspaper
and was the procedure fol-
lowed iIn this controversial
case, In fact, Mr, Ellls and 1
checked the paper files and
found that in addition to the
regular insertion of the legal
notice, a short story concern-
ing the change appearedonpage
one prior to the zone hearing.

I would like to remind you
that zone hearings are supposed
to be open to all interested
parties and that city council
meetings are open to all resi-
dents of the city, In fact, resi-
dents should attend council
meetings whenever possible and
see just how their city govern-
ment works,

At the risk of having head
severed from body, | must say
that in this case, {f the resi-
dents had been aware of the
implications of the change and
had bothered to protest the
change, the hot little scene
would not have been necessary
at the meeting last Monday.

I have sald many times in
the past that the predominate
feeling toward government is
‘let the other fellow take care
of it for me’ until something
happens to hit them personally
or In the pocketbook -- and
what s more personal than the
family pocketbook,

I know that a lot of you read
what | said and gave it little
more thought but, I belleve there
are a number of residents of
Friona now who will keep bet-
ter informed in the future and
will be more inclined to step
out and take preventative action
rather thanwait until corrective
action is necessary,

The council members are
your representatives in city
government Jjust as senators
and congressmen are your rep-
resentatives in state and na-
tional government. Unless you
make your wishes known to
them, they will follow the dic-
tates of their own judgment
which may not coinside with
the wishes of the people,
