"W e need to get the Federal

present administration attempt 
to gain "complete control of the 
nation's economics."

"Th e Federal Government Is 
spending money at the rate of 
$3,000 per second," said Seale. 
Glancing at his wrist watch, 
he said "In  those five seconds 
they Just spent $15,000.”

"Th e theory that we can spend 
our way into prosperity Is a 
bunch of malarky--that money 
comes out of our taxes." he 
cautioned.

Seale said that President 
Kennedy has shown he's not 
afraid to use all the power he 
can command "plus som e." He 
listed the ways the president 
has controls over congressmen:

(1) Patronage power (ap­
pointments. committee assign­
ments); (2) Economic powers 
and pressures (the president's 
Intervention In the steel strike) 
and (3) Control of news media. 
Those medlas which don't agree 
with Kennedy are not given 
news. Seale said.

"Th e country Is definitely 
under the control of bought-off 
congressmen."  Seale stated. He 
listed the defeated Urban and 
Farm bills as attempts by the 
administration to gain complete 
control of the nation's economy.

As to his reasons for seek­
ing the office, Seale said "You 
need conservative represent­
atives who will stand up for you 
In Congress."

Seale stated that many pro­
posals have been defeated re­
cently because many congress­
men were afraid to face their 
constituents at home. "W e have 
Just enough conservatives In 
Congress to defeat the bad bills 
now. We don’ t have enough to 
get our own bills passed," he 
said.

He pledged himself to work 
toward balancing the national 
budget, with a systematic re­
tirement of the national debt; 
getting the government out of 
as many businesses as possible

and reforming the tax laws.
He went on record as opposed 

to progressive Income tax as 
well as withholding tax. " I f  a 
person had to write out a check 
for the lump sum at the end 
of the year, he would think more 
about how Congress spends his 
money," Seale said.

The Congressional candidate 
said he believed the United 
States should get out of the 
United Nations, and should cut 
off Its foreign "giveaway" pro­
gram. "Any money given to 
another country should be 
strictly on a loan basis," he 
said.

Seale had a busy day In Parm­
er County, beginning with a 7 
a. m. breakfast at Earl s Cafe 
In Frlona. He had a "coffee 
break" meeting at Bovina, a 
noon luncheon at Farwell, and 
afternoon sessions at the Frank 
Hlnkson residence and White's

Safety Week and the theme for 
this year la “ Family Safety At 
Work and P lay".

ITUs theme should be a veer- 
round goal for a llot ua In Parm- 
ar County. Consider the sober­
ing fact that agriculture la the 
moat hazardous industry In the 
nation In so far as total num­
ber of deaths of workers are 
concerned. Farm people sirffer 
11,300 fatal accidents eechyaar. 
Of this total, approximately 3300 
deaths occur as occupatlonalor 
work accidents. At the present 
time the death rate of farm 
wo rfcers stands st 38 deaths par 
yaar per 100,000 workers. This 
Is the hlghestoccupedonal death 
rata In the nation.

Sixty five per cent of all 
fatal traffic accidents occur 
within 25 miles of home, maybe 
this Is because we become fa­
m iliar with our surroundings, 
perhaps too familiar.

In driving tha asms auto­
mobile or tractorover the same 
roads countless times we tend 
to become overly confident of 
our ability to handle any situa­
tion. We let down protective 
defenses, become less alert, 
and begin to lake chances.

Let's uaa the opportunity of 
National Farm Safety Week 
take a critical look at the 
way we do thing*. The extra 
margin o f car* will pay off.

I am listing soma safety dps 
that we should abide by:

1. Pull off the side of the road 
and allow cars to pass If traf­

fic piles up behind a slow-mov­
ing vehicle. It takes a few min­
utes longer but It could avertan 
accident.

2. Clear shrubbery and tall 
crops from driveways, field en­
trances and blind Intersections 
to permit easy visibility In all 
directions,

3. Install and use seatbelts 
In cars and trucks. They won't 
prevent accidents but they will 
save lives,

4. Wear simple close fitting 
work clothes, when working 
around machinery.

3. Always turn off machinery 
before adjusting, unclogging or 
servicing.

6. Alweys keep shields and 
guards In place whenoperadng.

7. Refuel machinery only 
when the motor Is off and has 
oooled.

8. Take a short break every 
few hours to forestall fatigue.

Lest week I was In several 
cotton fields checking on the 
Insect situation, and I don't 
recall seeing so many beneficial 
Inaacts. On an average I would 
say that the beneficial insect* 
outnumber the harmful Insects 
4 to 1. A lot of flower bugs 
assassin bugs and lady bugs 
are present. A* long as we have 
this kind of situation we will 
be In good shape.

We should continue to check 
for a bulld-up of fleahoppar* 
and bollworms because field 
Insect conditions can change 
from week to week.

While the man Is gone, the 
boss learns just how valuable 
he Is. In this way. the employ­
er has a chance to evaluate 
each man at least once each 
year.

Doesn't make you feel too 
secure while gone does It.

Still, It can work the other 
way too. The boss can discover 
that things can really get In a 
mess when one or two key 
employees take off for parts un­
known for a week. 1 have heard 
of times when the head man 
breathed a deep sigh of relie f 
when he saw an old employee 
come walking through the door 
on Monday morning after a va­
cation.

What It bolls down to Is that 
the Intensity with which your 
absence Is felt Is determined 
by the quality of Job which you 
have been doing.

nation’ s economics."

"Th e Federal Government Is 
spending money at the rate of 
$3,000 per second," said Seale. 
Glancing at his wrist watch, 
he said "In  those five seconds 
they Just spent $15,000,"

"The theory that we can spend 
our way Into prosperity Is a 
bunch of malarky--that money 
comes out of our taxes," he 
cautioned.

Seale said that President 
Kennedy has shown he's not 
afraid to use all the power he 
can command "plus som e." He 
listed the ways the president 
has controls over congressmen:

(1) Patronage power (ap­
pointments, committee assign- 
menta); (2) Economic power* 
and pressures (the president's 
Intervention In the steel strike) 
and (3) Control of news media. 
Those medlas which don't agree 
with Kennedy are not given 
news, Seale said.

"Th e country is definitely 
under the control of bougbt-off 
congressmen, "  Seale stated. He 
listed the defeated Urban and 
Farm bills as attempts by the 
administration to gain complete 
control of the nation's economy.

As to his reasons for seek­
ing the office, Seale said "You 
need conservative represent 
atlves who will stand up for you 
In Congress.”

Seale stated that many pro­
posals have been defeated re ­
cently because many congress­
men were afraid to face their 
constituents at home. "W e have 
Just enough conservatives In 
Congress to defeat the bad bills 
now. We don't have enough to 
get our own bills passed," he 
said.

He pledged himself to work 
toward balancing the national 
budget, with a systematic re­
tirement of the national debt; 
getting the government out of 
as many businesses as possible

and reforming the tax laws.
He went on record as opposed 

to progressive Income tax as 
well as withholding tax. " I f  a 
person had to write out a check 
for the lump sum at the end 
of the year, he would think more 
about how Congress spends his 
money," Seale said.

The Congressional candidate 
said he believed the United 
States should get out of the 
1 nited Nations, and should cut 
off Its foreign "giveaway" pro­
gram. "Any money given to 
another country should be 
strictly on a loan basis," he 
said.

Seale had a busy day In Parm­
er County, beginning with a 7 
a. m. breakfast at Lari's Cafe 
in Frlona. He had a "coffee 
break" meeting at Bovina, a 
noon luncheon at F arwell, and 
afternoon sessions at theFrank

When a wheeler-dealer goes sour for millions of dollars and the ensuing scandal reveals that 

government officials are Involved in one way or another, who usually Is the scapegoat?
Private business, of coursel
Politicians appear id be well versod in tactics Intended to divert the searing glare of publicity 

from themselves to the Innocent. Of course, they eventually are trapped In their own web of Intrigue. 
But the true story takes overly long In catching up with the initial sensational headlines.

A case In point Is the B illie Sol Estes affair, which rocked the nation and sent political Washington 
Into a tlzz\ when It was learned that this relatively unknown Texas entrepreneur was Involved 
right up to Ms bespectacled eyes ina multi-million dollar scandal, with important names Involved.

This ame, however, diversionary tactics backfired and Commercial Solvents Corporation, a 
nationally known and highh respected chemical, animal nutrition anl pharmaceutical firm, appar­
ently Is emerging from the mess with fly ing colors. A heavy Estes creditor, the worst that could 
be said about the company was that It held sound collateral for every dollar owed it by the Texan.

To the finance companies. Involved to the tune of 522 to 530 million, tMs was most unpleasant 
because, unlike the money-lenders. Solvents took the trouble to check its security.

Maynard C. Wheeler, president of Solvents, has made the sound position of the company 
abundantly clear to a Congressional Committee and. as a result, put to rest many of the early 
misunderstandings.

Clearly, newspapers and other media cannot be blamed tor publlsMng the news as It was reported 
to them. But It Is equally clear that the reputation of am sound business should not be put on the 
block to save any political Mdes. The McClellan Committee, it is to be hoped, will shed more 
luster on the Congressional Investigatory procedure, by placing responsibility where It shoukl lie, 
no matter how politically unpleasant this mav prove to be.

RIGHT OF WITNESSES
By far the most vital people 

In our system of Justice *re 
witnesses. Everyone else In • 
trial exists to hear what they 
have to say.

Our courts need witnesses. 
A Jury to find the facts. The 
Judge to apply the law. The 
lawyer to tell his client's story.

Chances are you worry about 
stepping up. taking an oath, and 
telling your story In court.

On some rare occasion* you 
could be called upon to testify 
about something affecting your 
own standing In the community.

As a witness you too may 
have the right, for example, not 
to testify against yourself In 
somebody e lse '* lawsuit or 
crime trail.

If you are ever In such a bind, 
consult a lawyer of your own 
choice on what to do. The lawyer 
who called you to testify has a 
sworn duty to protect his client, 
not you. But your lawyer Is 
sworn to keep what you tell him 
secret and to advise you In your 
own interests within the law.

Wise lawyers tell their 
witnesses to obey twelve rules:

L Go to the place (say, the 
scene of an accident). Check 
your memory before you go to 
court. People forget and get

2. Visit a court. Hear how 
other witnesses testify. It will 
help you see your role on the 
wltress stand.

3. Wear clean, conservative 
clothes.

4. Don’t m emorize your 
story word for word. That Is the 
surest way to sound bad. But 
think of what you taw and heard.

5. Listen to the questions you 
are askad with care and answer 
thoughtfully.

6. Give a simple, direct 
answer In your own words. Don't 
be rushed.

7. If you err--and people 
often do--correct yourself at 
once. If you can’t remember 
some detail, say so. Don’ t bluff.

8. Tell the truth. Don't figure 
which side you may help. Don't 
Identify yourself with either 
side.

9. Stop when the Judge breaks 
In, and don’t try to sneak an 
answer In before he can stop 
you. What you might say could 
end In a ' ’ m istrial."

10. Keep cool and don't sasa 
back.

11. If they esk you: Certainly, 
you have talked to other 
people--the lawyer, for ex­
ample; and yes, you may be 
reimbursed for certain of your 
expenses Incurred In attending 
the trial.

12. Remember, without wit­
nesses our law would fall to do 
Justice. If you are called, be a 
good witness.

"And Jesus said to them, 'Follow ir.e and I will make you become fishers of men. And 
Immediately thev left their nets and followed him ," Mark 1:17-18

LOOSE TACKLE
When Jesus addressed Simon and Andrew as they cast their nets, we know that he was 
talking to two men who knew their business. These were commercial fisherman, skilled 
In the business of catching fish. We read that they left their nets behind. Perhaps, to 
those of us who are not In the business of fishing for a living, this phrase does not reach 
us with Its proper meaning. Couched In ourown economical language It could as well have 
said, "And they left their cash-registers behind.”  or, "And they left their tractors 
behind." This Is the hard part of this story for modern readers. These men were called 
from their livelihood to follow Christ. They were called to he adept at their dlsclpleshlp 
as they were at their old trade.

The fact that most of us must remain at our work benches In no way removes from us 
this command of Christ to become "fishers o f m en." Certainly It has something to say 
to those o f us who can do highly skilled labor at our farms and our offices and offer 
only unskilled labor to our churches. Surely If we have bothered to learn one skill we 
can take the trouble to become skilled In our Christian service.

Though none of us ara commercial fishermen, quite a few of ua like to fish. Without the 
flicker of an eyelash, an amateur fisherman might spend several hundred dollars on one 
fishing excursion to the Gulf of Mexico. He will buy an expensive rod. a box of complicated 
tackle, subscribe to several magazines, and undergo any number of hardships to get to 
where the fish are Wring. This man might call hlmaelf a "sportsman." Ha would hardly 
think of going after a fish with "loose tackle." We wonder what he would use it he went 
after men In the service o f Ws church?

The watershed can be es small 
as a few acres or ts gigantic 
ee the Mississippi River Basin.

On t  well-protected water­
shed, the excess water finds its 
way alowly down grassed water­
way* taking very little of the 
valuable top aoll with It. The 
chance of flooding on the 
bottomland la greatly reduced. 
Therefore the damage to private 
and public property la lessened. 
In fact, of tha 13,000 email 
watersheds In the United States 
more than 8,000 need protect­
ing.

The protection of our land 
from fioodwatar and aroalon 
damage la so vitally Important 
nationally that In 1954Congr*si 
paaaed a bill, Public Law 566, 
which enable* local group* to 
obtalr technical and financial 
aid from the Federal govern­
ment In planning and developing 
watershed! under250,000acres 
In size.

Through a waterahed project, 
conservation maasuraa are m- 
tabllihed on the land, flood 
prevention dama a rt built, and 
channel Improvements made 
where needed. The dam* are de- 
algned to catch and hold peak 
runoff water and dlacharga It 
at a reduced rata down the 
stream* and creeks.

In many cases these dams 
are designed for multiple use. 
The permanent pool of water 
becked up by the structure can 
be an Important sourceof water 
tor Industrial, domestic and ir ­
rigation use. Most o f the multi­
purpose reservoirs provide 
Ideal recreational facilities for 
swimming, fishing, boating end 
wildlife habitats.

Where these multi-purpose 
watershed projects have been 
established, the results have 
been extremely gratifying. It

cates that we could have a po­
tential problem with the 
aorghum mldga In grain 
sorghum thl* year. Last year 
th# aorghum mldga caused a 
great deal of damage on grain 
sorghum. Loss** ranged from 
20 to 100 per cent In a number 
of the High Plalna counties,

1961 was tha first year that 
wa on the Plain* encountered 
this particular Intact, although 
we war# fortunate that Parmer 
County wat not affected as much 
a i counties to th# teat and aouth. 
We could be affected thli year, 
ao farmera should be on th* 
look-out for this insect.

Midge have already been ob­
served in Lubbock county.

As the situation look* nowwa 
ahould not develop a serious 
problem tor the next two to 
four weeks, end let's hope we 
have no problem with midge at 
e ll.

As a general rule the aorghum 
midge Is a tropical pest and is 
moat Injurious In the humid 
part* of th* state, Th* adult 
midge la an orange colored, 
fragile — looking gnat or fly 
about 1/12 of an Inch long. 
Adult female* lay their eggs in 
the splkellte or seed husk of 
th* plant.

Midge will attack grain 
sorghums, sweet aorghum*. 
Sudan grass and other wild or 
uncultivated grasses. The fe­
male adults mate and begin lay­

ing, a lower road and bridge 
maintenance coat, th# addition 
of small Industry and a general 
uplift in the economic conditions 
of the area.

lng eggs soon after emergence. 
Etch female la capable of laying 
from 50 to 250 tiny white eggs 
during the 24 to 48 hour* which 
It lives at an adult,

A single larva* is capable 
of destroying tha developing 
seed, The adult male lives only 
a few hours to ons day, but an 
avsrags number of 16 days art 
rsqulred for tha mldga to 
develop from egg to adult.

Mldga damage closely re­
sembles blasted or blighted 
sorghum heads rssultlng from 
disease and hard rain during tha 
flowering stage.

C o n t r o l  recommendations 
are extremely difficult to make 
due to the lack of Information 
on th* hablta of thli insect. But 
insecticides such a i Sev.n, 
Toxaphena, Endrln, and Para- 
thlon have been effective wher 
applied at the correct time, 
Inaecnclde treatment* muat be 
mad* on* to four day* after 90 
per cent of th* heads have 
emerged from th* boot. There 
la no Indication that aorghum 
midge problem exists In this 
area at this time, but farmers 
should check their fields st reg­
ular intervals, while the crop 
la boottng.

that premiums on wheat with 
high sedimentation ratings 
would he included In the 1962 
wheat price support was made 
over the objections of the peo. 
pie who sre the biggest cus­
tomers--the millers tnd halt­
ers.

According to the millers, the 
sedimentation test Is by no 
means s reliable test within 
Itself to Indieste the relative 
halting quality of wheat.

'•Our lnduytry Is very much 
opposed to using sedimentation 
ratings as a basis for pram, 
luma," said Ray Pritchett of 
the Golden West Seed Company 
In Texlco.

bakery flour, so h* mad* his 
selection simply by chewing a 
few kernels of each lot to test 
the gluten. The strong gluten 
was put aside for bakery , while 
th* woak went to family flour. 
Later on, cereal chemists re . 
latsd gluten quantity to the 
measurement of nitrogen In 
wheat. While the test Indicated 
quantity of gluten, It did rot tell 
the quality of the gluten, so 
further tests becama man­
datory. More than twenty years 
ago most mills were using ms. 
chinas to ascertain gluten qua!, 
tty, and this Is true today, 

Th* attitude of th* milling 
Industry is well stated in the 
following letter to Mr. Horace 
D. Godfrey:

"Th* USDA announcement of 
August 23rd stating that 
premiums based onsedlrnen. 
tstlon values would be tn- 
-h drd in ll.C l?u2 -ciopuneet 
price-support operation la of 
grsst tnterast to ths flour 
milling Industry. The an- 
nouncsd purpossof ths move - 
that la, to encourage produc­
tion of higher quality wheat - 
Is commendable. The In. 
duatry Itself spends a great 
deal of time, money snd #f 
fort In behelf of this objec­
tive every year.
"Because of ths Importance 
to every one concerned, that 
th* new premium schedule be 
as practical and as work­
able as possible, we wish to 
urge that those who will he 
vitally affected in Its day- 
to-day operation will be giver 
an opportunity to review it 
In light of our experience. 
Millers have been checking 
snd working with the sedi­
mentation testformany years 
snd sre wellawareof Its value 
as well as Its limitations as 
a single test for determln. 
lng the baking quality of 
wheat. There is practically 
complete agreement that at 
best the sedimentation test 
gives only a rough indication 
of quality, and I know of no 
m iller who feels that It alone 
Is accurate enough to reliably 
indicate the relative baking 
quality of wheat.
" I  wish to take this oppor­
tunity to offer the cooperation 
of the M illers National Fed­
eration In furnishing tech­
nical Information and advice 
which mey be of help to the 
Department in .r. a.n  
with Its new ly announced pro-

might be developed w ill not 
go Into effect until th# 1962 
crop, there should be ample 
time for the industries which 
w ill be moat affectad to thor­
oughly explore and appralsa 
any proposed schedule before 
It la adopted and announced." 
C. L. Mast, Jr,, Exec. VP. 
Perhaps It w ill be of Interest 

to you to study the Information 
on ths shaats given to you (copy 
of sheets attached) on which 
you will find on No. 1. thirty 
points of observation which are 
usually made for ths selection 
of wheet - on* of these testa 
being sedimentation. Obvious­
ly, some of the factors weigh 
very heavily and others hardly 
at all. The Information on a 
sheet before you covers seven 
lots of wheat used In varying 
percentages to build a mill 
mix from which a particular 
type of bakery flour was pro­
duced. Actually, with today's 
hlgh-spead bakanss producing 
many different type* of breads 
with different methods, It 
haa become necessary for the 
flour mills to supply flours with 
specific characteristic* for 
thoa* particular bakeries. This 
particular mix would be con­
sidered not exceptionally strong 
but. a* I have said previously, 
it was designed end manufac­
tured for a specific baker, and 
it suit* him perfectly. W* w ar*' 
surprised when we found 
th* sedimentation grading ol 
•M* particular mix to actually 
-un 41.2. whereas a weighted 
average of the individual wheats 
was 47.48. This, no doubt, la 
an unusually wide variation, be­
cause It w ill b* noted on th* 
other sheet before you that var­
ious blends of only two whaat* 
checked within a two-point mar­
gin.

When the program of Incor­
porating sedimentation teats 
into next year’ s wheat loan 
program was announced, It we* 
without prior consultation with 
the milling lnduatrv, and our

trad* organliatlon. th* MlHara 
National Federation, ha* been 
working diligently In an effort 
to leern th* answer* to th* fol­
lowing quastlonst

(1) How accurately can th* 
test results be reproduced? 
Under ldafl conditions, what 
la th* margin or error that 
can be expected?
The answer to this question 

la best found by referring to 
Dr. Walter T. Greenaway'* re­
port to the Association of Cer­
eal Chemist*. He tall* of dif­
ficulties In checking between 
collaborator*. Fvarythlng must 
be exact in order to check 
within two point*, * and low 
molature wheat sometime* 
give* erratic rsault*. Under 
Ideal conditions our laborator­
ies can usually check within two 
point*! and, If they are further 
away than this on th* first run. 
they can go back, do it over 
again, and. posalbly. gat with­
in the two-point tolerance - but 
It len't easy.

(2) What effect does storage 
of a year of longer have on 
aedlmentatlon values?
W# have no apeclflc knowl­

edge. However. I would per­
sonally doubt that the storage 
period would affect It to any 
appreciable degree. I have her* 
a sample of wheat produced in 
1932, and It might be of Inter­
est to tun a sedimentation teat 
on It.

(3) What correlation, If any, 
la there between sedimenta­
tion values and baking quality 
as measured by the baking 
teat?
1 am afraid there la very 

little correlation. On* of th* 
large milling companies told me 
they had sent to a statistical 
company in Chicago the detailed 
result* determined by their mill 
laboratory on more than on* 
thousand samplea and asked that 
organliatlon to correlate sed­
imentation value* to baking 
quality. It was reported back to 
this milling company that In or-

dar to find a correlation th* 
factor would have to be .5 or 
higher, and In ths case of th* on* 
of the one thousand sample*, 
they came .up with a factor of 
.4; thus resulting In thalr state­
ment that there was no correla­
tion between baking quality and 
aedlmentatlon values.

(4) Since the USDA had de­
cided to us* sedimentation 
values, from a practical 
standpoint whara should 
premium* begin? Where 
should discounts begin?
This la th* hot one. From a 

practical standpoint, where 
should premium* begin and 
where should discounts begin? 
From th* Information floating 
around, 1 have heard soma peo­
ple advocate premiums begin­
ning at 40. and possibly, apply­
ing on Increments of 3 running 
up through 60. (Thl* la th* 
general pattern announced by 
USDA after this talk was pre­
sented.) One m iller advocated a 
discount of ten cents per bushel 
on mellow varieties of whaat;
I have not heard anyone suggest 
discount* below 40.

(3) If, for instance, premiums 
start at 40. what should th* 
increment be between upward 
or downward graduation of a 
premium or discount scale? 
Thla la closely related to #4. 

and that's where th* hast 
1* really encountered. What 
should the premiums be? 
As a m iller and as a supplier 
to th* baking Industry, we have 
the obligation to furnish the 
product at a cost as reason­
able aa possible, eo that th* 
baker, in turn, may supply th* 
consuming public with a product 
within the reach of everyone. 
W* have had protein premium* 
applicable to loan value* for 
many years and, no doubt.soma 
wheat producers have received 
premiums beyond value, while 
other wheat producer* have 
failed to receive full value for 
the quality wheat they produced. 
We, a* m illers, are heartily In 
accord with the principle of 
paying for quality. This, of 
course, la Indicated by the 
spread* applicable to various 
wheats, as the high side and the 
low side for the particular pro 
tain wheat involved. In period* 
of abundant protein these prem­
ium a are realtlvely low. This 
year, with the scarcity of pro­
tein, they are extremely high. 
Still, the fact that there are 
high end low premiums indicate 
that someone la willing to pay 
for quality. The Impact on the 
milling Industry would be neg­
ligible If sedimentation loan 
value premiums were de­
termined at a level not higher 
than the present loan or support 
protein scales. A discontin­
uance of protein premiums 
could then be accomplished in 
1962, and sedimentation values 
substituted without casulng ex­
treme confualon; not only within 
the minting Industry, but also 
within the grain trade es well. 
This la a personal observation 
and does not necessarily rep-

(6) Within th# present knowl­
edge available to your com­
pany, do you think your grain 
department w ill be able to buy 
whaat on the basis of sadl- 
mentatlon values?
Thl# can be answered in the 

affirmative; the grain de­
partment can buy wheat on the 
basis of sedimentation values; 
but there will b* other factor* 
considered on each lot If It la 
destined to th* milling depart­
ment. For all practical 
purposes, wheat purchased for 
the milling of bakery flours la 
presently bought on sample. Th# 
laboratory analyzes It and. If 
It fits, th* grain department la 
Instructed to buy It. Regardlea* 
of Its sedimentation value, th* 
laboratory will still run 
proteins as long as flour speci­
fications call for specific pro­
teins. and I doubt thatthaantlr*

Th# itory la told of a loaf 
of bread that fall from a bak­
e r ’ s basket. Whan It hit th* 
pavement, a crumb broke off 
and lay beside It. Almost In­
stantly . . .  three aparrowe mad# 
a swoop for th# crumb, and whan 
th# contest wa* over . . . two of 
the bird* flew away without a 
bite . . . while the other carried 
off th# meager breakfaat.

In conclusion, gentlemen, you 
muat accept aedlmentatlon 
tests, aver with it* higher lab­
oratory coats and, aometlmsi, 
erratic results. It ha* merit 
when conatdered In the light 
of lta limits. However, I doubt 
that anyone presently considers 
that th* testa are mors than an 
indication of whaat quality. If 
discretion la used In the ap­
plication of loan premiums ap­
plied to sedimentation values 
I believe the change will be 
most beneflciel.-

Farm Bureau gave full and 
successful support to this move­
ment which resulted in the pres, 
ant Independence of the agencies 
which are now under the man­
agement of their own farmer 
members.

If the em- 
pliasls makes each of us Just a 
little more conscious of our 
responsibility to our fellow man, 
ourselves and our families in 
our driving, work and pla., it is 
well worth while.

5, Encouragement should 
be given to regulaflons requiring 
that the operaflon of tractors 
and self propelled farm equip­
ment on public highways be re­
stricted to qualified vehicle op­
erators.
