A new law which goes into el- 
fect August 22 In Texas will car­
ry with II a mandatory Jail sen- 
tem-e u|miii <-onviclion of all 
worthless clic-ck charges accord­
ing to information rix-eived this 
week The new law will also pre- 
vi*nt filing of worthless check 
charges in Justii-e Courts, and ait 
such charges will be filed in 
I'll her County ('uurl or District 
('ourt, whichever has Jurlsdic 
lion

The new law, which was pass­
ed by the last Legislature in the 
lorm of amendineiils lo Ihe pre­
vious taw un worthless checks 
that was passed in 193a. provide 
iti.cl 'punishment shall Im* by Im- 
l•rl^•lllUll‘llt in the county jail for 
not cxci's'ding two years, and by 
a fiiu- not excec'ding tl.OOtl " for a 
first conviction on any worthles- 
cbeck, including ones under S.VI 

Convictiun of a second offense 
aeeurdiiig lu Ihe law brings con­
finement the county jail (or not 
less than 3b daya nor mem* than 
two years, and by a fine nut ex­
ceeding $2.U(Ml

The law is quiilc*d further If 
It IS showII uiMiii the trial of a 
case where the amount of Ihe 
check, draft or order is less than 
S5U, that the' delendant has two 
or more limes lu-fure bc'eii con 
vicicd of the same' offense, re- 
"ardb's Ilf the agiount of Ihe 

checks iiicliicic-d ill the pn'vicius 
convictions, upon Hu- third con- 
vicHun. the punishment shall bc< 
by confinement In the pc'nitentl- 
ary for not less than two year* 
nor more than lU years." the law 
says

For violations of the act in 
vulving checks of tS(l or mure 
punishment ia prison confinement 
lor not less than two nor mure 
than 10 years

Previously, charges of worth­
less checks under $5 were filed 
in the Justice Courts This prac­
tice has bc'c'n ehmiiutrd since a 
justice of the peace cannot as­
sess a Jail sc'iitenc*', which is 
mandatory under the new law 

It was also pointed out that 
Hie court costs in all worthless 
chex'k caae-s filed In County Court 
would bo $27 70. higher than the 
minimum $15 50 costs of casc"- 
filc'd In Justice Courts Thus a 
IM'rson convicted under the new 
law will also have a higher 
court cost lo pay

One other detail of Ihe new 
law is that it will prevent the 
county and district attorney from 
iM'Ing used by anyone as a col­
lector of bad ches'ks

The law also provides that “ if 
any person who has filed a com 
plaint with any district or county 
attorney of this state alleging a 
violation of this act, or who ha* 
furnished Information to an> 
such district or county attorney 
which has resulted In the accep­
tance by such district or county 
attorney of such complalnL or 
who has testified concemlnp 
such a violation before a grand 
Jury of this state which has there 
after returned an Indictment on 
such violation, shall suggest lo 
or request the county or disliict 
attorney in charge of such prose 
cutlon, that such rase be dismiss­
ed, he shall be guilty of a mis 
demeanor, and uj>on convictlor 
thereof shall be fined not leas 
than $100 nor more than $.500"

All worthless cheek romplaini* 
that are filed before the effective 
date of the new law will he hand­
led under Ihe existing laws
