Incentive payment to Terrell Coiuity sheep and goat raisers under tlie national wool pro­gram were made Monday total­ing $225, 104,47, according to E E Harkins, chairman of the A^ricidtural Stabilization and Cbnseivation County Committee.P.iyments on wool of $151, -  714.56 went to 86 wool growers. In addition, one Cent per pound was withheld as a self-help pro­motion deduction to be used by the N a t i o n a l  Wool Growers CounciF for advertising wool, and for research in improving wool and its uses. This promo­tion deduction was $1 0 ,64 6 .6 1.Payments on unshorn lambs were made to 67 producers in tlie amount of $27,584.60 to compensate them for leaving the wool on the lambs when selling. The promotion deduc­tion of 54 per cwt came to $2,- 507.60.Sesvnty-one producers receiv­ed $32,711. 10 for their n o -  hair. There is no promotion de­duction on mohair.The payments on wool and mohair represent the percentage necessary to bring the producers' sale, returns up to an announced support lev el.The wool payment program was first authorized by the N a ­tional Wool Act of 1954. It was extended by the Food and A gri­culture A ct of 1965 to cover marketings through Decem ber 31, 1969. There is a continuing need for growers to keep a com ­plete record of their sales of wool, lambs, and mohair. The 1966 support price for wool is 654 and for mohair is 75. &4-
