The Department has begun a 
Federal-aid projact to make 
certain that maximum utlUza- 
tloo is made of the 82-mlle 
long lake, covering about 87,- 
400 acres of land in both M ex­
ico and the United States.

Now, research la underway 
to explore the advisability of 
aelective fish kills In Devils 
Lake and Lake Walk. Both 
*111 he absorbed by the Im - 
manse Impoundment.

Such a proposal, according 
to the Department, is to treat 
tha tw o  lakes sufficiently 
heavy enough to reduce the 
undesirable fish and restock 
with black bass. This a p ­
proach would be designed to 
provide an explosive bass pop­
ulation for the big lake once 
the w a t e r  reached the tw o  
lakes.

The water levels in the lake 
and the general aquatic envir­
onment will provide habitat 
for varied game fish , accord­
ing to the Department.

The dam will be seven m iles 
long, The top will be 2S3 feet 
above the stream bed. The wa­
ter will be 218 feet deep at the 
dam

The lake will be backed up 
17 m iles on the Peoos river 
and 26 miles up the Devils 
river.

Giant canyons will be navi­
gable In the rugged border 
area, providing access to pre­
sently Inaccessible areas.

A Department spokesman 
said fishing in the vast lake 
will be at least as good as 
on the dowmrlver Falcon Lake, 
which now provides round-the 
year angling
