A Farwell, sophomore was 
named “ ttotmd of the W eek”  for 
the second time this season 
after he plated a leading role 
in 1 astern New Mexico i nl- 
verslty's 23-14 win Saturday 
night over powerful .Adams State 
of Colorado.

Benjy Dial continued to plague 
the opposition and dispel pre- 
season worries that quarter­
back might be the weak link 
for the Greyhound eleven.

The young quarterback ran 
for one touchdown, passed for 
another, kicked two extra point 
conversions, and booted a rec­
ord 32-yard field goal In his 
third collegiate starting role.

“ Hound of the Week”  award 
Is given each week to the Fast­
ern player voted by press box 
observers as the outstanding 
Greyhound of the game.

The voting was Indicative of 
the team effort displayed by 
I NML In their first win of 
1963. Five players, the most 
this season, were nominated for 
the honor with Dial receiving 
the most votes.

Close behind him were half-

Buchanan and Ramey.TMs 
partnership operated the Imple­
ment house In Truitt's brick 
building at 6th and Euclid.

This ownership lasted until 
1931. when the "RBR"partner­
ship dissolved, with Rosson talt-

Jerome Buchanan keeping the 
Friona business, and Ramey 
having the Dlmmltt franchise.

Actually, Buchanan became 
a partner with Howard Morris.

Today, however, Texts now 
has 116 such rtta rvo lrt with 
a total usable conservation 
storage capacity of 14,932.000 
acre-feet. Twelve more ere

under construction which will 
have 9,033,000 acre-feet capa­
city when completed. Should 
another long drought be on tha 
way, Taxas will have approxi­
mately three time* more water 
In reserve than It had IS years 
ago.

These figures are reassuring
but do little to help farmer*

In dry land areas which are 
heavily dependent upon annual 
rainfall to make a crop. This 
Includes a majority of tha Texas 
cropland. But at least, efforts 
to Increase our storage capacity 
In recent year* has done much 
to provide adequate municipal 
water and much livestock 
supplies.

Release Excess Wheat Possible
If Texts farmers pay the 

marketing quota penalty on 
stored excess wheat before July 
1, 1964. they may lose part of 
their wheat acreage base his­
tory, says Tom Aaron, exten­
sion grain marketing specialist 
Since no markatlng quout will 
be In effect for the 1964 crop, 
excess wheat released after the 
July 1 date will not effect the 
baae history and will carry no 
marketing penalty.

Fxcess wheat from the 1963 
crop or previous crop* released 
by payment of the penalty before 
July 1. 1964, will reduce the 
farm 's wheat baae history. A 
farm lose* acreage history 
when a marketing quota penalty

la paid or become* du*.
However, If a farmer has a 

•mall 1963 wheat crop because 
of underplanting or underpro­
duction. ha may apply to the 
County ASC committee to re­
lease all or part of the farm's 
stored excess from previous

year s without penalty or lost of 
wheat acreage history.

•'If there’ s any question about 
tha release of your stored ex­
cess wheat, check with your 
county ASC committee,”  ad­
vise* Aaron.

exton on root rot lnfaatad land 
fo year* with little effort to 
control thla major cotton dis­
ease, atyi Jo* E. Colo, ires 
agronomist with the Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service.

Root rot, which la making 
marginal land out of otlierwiae

productive cotton land, thrives 
during wet weather, However, 
It has been severe In many 
dry areaa thla year, says Cola. 
Research has shown that se­
veral practice* will reduce cot­
ton root rot. They are crop 
rotation, deep plowing, and re ­
sidue management.

Don't burn ’ i.oaa Leaves.

Don't burn thoa# autumn 
leavea. 7 hey are Just tie  thing 
for a compoat pile. We art told 
by specialist* In thla subject 
that horn a owner a throw away 
valuable material* that could 
be saved for use In improving 
*oila— especially the tiome gar­
den spot.

Such material*, after ttey 
hava wintered In con post, make 
excellent organic matter.Com­
poat, spread around treea and 
shrub* and worked into the soil 
In flower and vegetable gardens, 
make* tha earth rich and 
porous. It loosen* theground so 
that root* can develop natural­
ly, and air, moisture, and plant 
food car penetrate easily.

Here's how you go about mak­
ing a compoat pile.

Solact a spot at tha back of 
your lot, yot within roach of your 
garden hoae. (That's becauae 
tie pile should be kept moist.) 
Lao ordinary wire fencing or 
boards to enclose an area 3 to 8 
feet high and 3 to 5 feet square.

Dump leaves, lawn dippings 
and gardtn trash into the bln In 
layers 6 to 12 inchea thick. 
To each layer add aome com­
mercial fertilizer (whatever 
you use on your lawn) and 1/2 
liv e r  of soil. Moiater the leaves 
aa they are added.

Keep building to keep the 
compost pile damp. If the pile 
la kept reasonably moiat and haa 
a cap of garden soil. It should

hava no odor. And. by May or 
Juna, last yaar'a laftovara wlll^ 
be ready to perform springtime
magic In your yard and garden.

Before they were introduced, 
a certain amount of narvestliv 
could be expected in tlie cas. 
of early-maturing (and usually 
lowers yielding) varieties, and 
the old "standard," Martin's 
mllo, before the first freeze.

But as Irrigation fanners in­
tensified their practices and 
went for bigger yields, tlie long­
er-maturing, big-headed va­
rieties became popular. I eavy 
fertilization and extended Irri­
gations pushed these varieties 
later and later Into the growing 
season, and within a few years 
it was taken for granted that no 
sirkle would touch them until af­
ter tlie frost ltd stopped their 
growth.

T lien the hybrids came Into 
tlie pictur e, and within two years 
reversed tie  pattern. The hy­
brids brought both earlier ma­
turity dates and larger yields, 
and today it is nothing unusual 
to see a field planted at a nor-

Tlame cultivation, aa a means 
of desiccation, or type of de­
foliation of grain sorghum, can 
Increase harvest yields by from 
30T to 600 pounds of g'aln sor­
ghum per acre. Jack Parks, A*- 
loca te  Agricultural Engineer 
In charge of flame cultivation 
research at tie  Foundation, 
said, “ T his practice, which the 
Foundation has been working on 
for 2 years, not only will In­
crease yields, but will also 
speed the combining rate.”

Standard flaming equipment 
can be used In tills operation by 
raising the burners up high, 
pointing tl>en toward tie  back.

The past has baan known to coat 
tha livestock Industry of the 
Southwest as much as $100 
million par year.

Research officials stress that 
livestock producers should 
watch closely for animal wounds 
infested with larvae. The\ 
should save samplaa of tha lar­
vae and report tha discovery 
Immediately to their county 
agent or veterinarian.

Anxious to protect gains made 
ao far in this cooperative South­
west program, officials urge 
producers to use preventive 
■pray* and to treat all animal 
wounds to tllmlnate op­
portunities for the past to mult­

ip ly .
Tha 19-month-old program 

has already reduced tha annual 
Incidence of Infestation a 
whooping W per cant. Aa fall 
operations approach, screw- 
worm caaaa ara now at an all- 
time low for the season. Only 
ona case wei reported during 
Auguat In the 65,000- equare- 
mlle area of southern Texas 
where tha screwworm can sur­
vive the winter. Thle area, 
which provides the source of 
screwworms that uaually Infest 
other regions following winter, 
must be kept free If eradica­
tion Is to be achieved.

Capacity for producing ater- 
l to screwworm files la at an 
all-time high. More than 140 
million sterile files per week 
can be released to mate with 
native files and prevent repro­
duction.

The barrier formed by con­
tinuous release of sterile flies 
along tha U. S.-Mexlco border 
to in operation and being 
widened to prevent reltv- 
festatlon.

Plain* Research Foundation 
Field Day, September 13, Dr. 
Earl Colltotar, Director, an­
nounced that Goodpasture Crain 
and Milling Company, Inc., 
Brownfield, Taxaa waa do­
nating a Wagner Sprinkler Pipe 
Mover to tho Foundation. This 
unit, whon purchssod by s local 
farmer, would antall an expense 
of approxlmstely $6,000, The 
pipe couplers and sprinkler 
head ware donated to tho Fouiw 
dation by Ross Irrigation and 
Supply, also of Frownflold.

Dr. Ear! H, Colllster, Foun­
dation director, announced to­
day that tha Plains Cotton Grow­
ers, Inc., through Its Executive 
Vice-Prealdant, Georg* W, 
Pfelffanbergar, has provided 
the Foundation with $10,000, 
which will ba used to replace 
the cotton gin building destroyed 
esrller this yssr by fire snd

•Iso srect • modern farm ma­
chinery center, 1 he funds will 
be applied to the $25,000 cost 
of • completely new steel struc­
ture nearing completion now at 
the Foundation,

Mr, Pfalffanberger said, 
"Thera is • definite need for 
this building, and the Plains 
Cotton Growers Board mem­
bers feel this Is • worthwhile 
Investment toward cotton prog­
ress on the High Plains.

Dr. Colllster stated that the 
financial support of Plains Cot­
ton Growers would permit the 
Foundation to proceed with an 
accelerated program on cotton 
research.

The Foundation to currently 
conducting aeveral major re­
search projects that are 
directed toward tlw production 
of high yields of good quality 
cotton on the High Plains,

Cotton traitors, designed for 
the Job to be done and kept In 
good condition, can cut harves­
ting coats and thus Increase tha 
par bale income for the cotton 
producer, points out B. G. 
Reeves, extension cotton mech­
anisation and ginning specialist.

He offers the following sug­
gestions as a guide for ready­
ing traitors. Those used with 
spindle pickers should be large 
enough to hold at toast three 
bales. Therefore, the di­
mensions of tha box should al­
low for a minimum of 750 cubic 
feet. In some Instances, he 
adds, • five-bale traitor may 
work better If adaptable to ftol<£ 
road and gin yard conditions. 
T he height of the box should be 
right for tlw dumping height of 
the picker basket.

Stripper trailers. Reeves 
says, should be large enough 
to hold • minimum of two bales. 
Approxlmstely 450 cubic feet 
of traitor space to required for 
tlw proper handling of a bale

of atrlppar harvested cotton, 
he adds.

Thera should ba no looae 
nails, scrap metal, rocks or 
itumpa In tha traitor for such 
materials may be picked up by 
the gin suction. Tra iler sides 
should bs mesh wire, or slatted 
or perforated and tlw front and 
should ba of solid material to 
prevent contamination of the 
load by road oil and tar.

Raevaa says to keep tha cot­
ton looaa and dry while it Is on 
the traitor. This will make for 
• batter ginning Job and general­
ly result* In a better grade.

He advises that traitors suf­
ficient to handle at toast one 
da/a harvesting be available, 
and adds that more may be d e ­
sirable depending upon local 
harvesting and ginning condi­
tions.

Finally, hs emphasizes tlw 
need for equipping trailers with 
reflectors and a tall light for 
Insuring safe operation after 
dark on public roads.
