expected to loom 650 feet high 
on the shore of Amistad Resei^ 
voir in the vicinity of the new 
highway bridge spanning DavU's 
River, has been fotnd eco* 
nomically feasible and work la 
underway on a structural feasi­
bility study.

T te $6 miHlco project will 
Involve a complex including the 
tower, a marina, marina motel, 
golf course, club house and vari­
ous recreational facilities on the 
shore of the reservoir.

It is situat­
ed almost directly between the 
Devil’s River Basin and the Rio 
Grande Basin of the lake and is 
expected to provide a dramatic 
view of the entire lake andAmla- 
tad Dam. Its location will pit^  
ivide aliTlbst equal opportunity 
for observing Mexican and Texas 

{portions of the lake and region.
Architectural plans call for 

the project to include a nuurina 
motel of approximately 250 units 
located on the cliffs of the lake 
immediately north of the base of 
the tower. A floating marina 
complex including mechanical 
boat launching facilities, dry land 
and inwater boat storage la also 
planned for conatruction at the 
foot of the marina motel.

The area under consideration 
is composed of two peninsulas, 
the sm aller being the location

The larger peninsula 
I is approximately 8,000 feet long 
and projects northeasterly into 
the I^vil’s River Basilic' It is
