A fund drive to finance an
addition to Parmer County
Community Hospital was begun
in Friona this week, It is hoped
that funds can be raised in a
short time, so that construction
on the much-needed additional
rooms can begin soon,

Teams of local citizens be-
gan canvassing the city and area
last weekend, and will have a8
breakfast meeting Friday
norning to report the results
of the first week's efforts.

Plans call for the addition of
10 new private rooms to the hos-
pital, at a costof approximately
$75,000, The rooms, which will
measure 13 by 14-6, will be de-
signed to convert into semi-
private rooms, and actually give
the hospital room for an addi-
tional 20 beds,

While there is no particular
goal for the urrent drive,
Charles Allen, general chair-
man, set a goal of at least
$5,000 for each team which is
working and there are 10
teams,

I'he hospital also has some
lots on Highway 60 that it is in-
terested in ~e111ng Then, too,
there is $13,000 in the building
fund at present,

Barnett, hospital ad-

A SUPPLEMENT TO PARMER COUNTY NI WSPAPERS,
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Cotton Looking Good In Amazing Comeback

By W, H, GRAHAM

Out of the glummest pros-
pects for a crop since the fam-
ous ‘‘freeze of fifty-five'' has
come the mosSt amazing recov-
ery inhistory for Parmer Coun=
ty cotton in this weird year of
1963,

characterized by wet and cold

the flelds again and again to
get their cotton crop in the
ground, Then after nursing it
along for several weeks, farm-
ers had practically all their
hopes dashed by the worst rash
of hailstorms to visit the Plains
in years,

turing maize or abandoned to
‘‘get by as best it could” as
farmers figured tender loving
care couldn’t possibly undo all
the damage, Then the buds de-
scended and that seemed like
curtains for the crop,

Ihose were the conditions

that bore down on the crop all
through the growing season, and
along about the end of August,
when bolls are usually popping
and farmers’ grins are a mile
wide, the Parmer County cotton
crop was just starting to bloom
in many instances!

Parmer County was allotted
4,500 acres of cotton this year,
and virtually all of that allot-
ment went into the ground, Cot=-
ton acreage is at a high prem=
fum in this county and It is
seldom that any of the allotment
is wasted,

After the onslaught of the
weather, the nearly-50,000
acreage was pared to roughly
30,000 acres, estimates Deryl
Coker, Parmer County agent,
It was the worst acreage aband-
onment, percentagewise, in the
county’s history since farmers
have been irrigating the crop,

as unruly and onerous as a
yearling steer all season long,
suddenly turned perfect, There
hasn't been a speck of rain de-

tional first killing frost, the
farmers have been blessed with
a recouped cotton crop that is
sure to put some money in the
bank even with a normal freeze
date (around October 20),

This is truly the most out-
standing crop recovery story
ever written on the irrigated
High Plains, and itis especially
important to Parmer County,
which has for years led the en-
tire High Plains in cotton acre-
age vields,

Last year Parmer County
farmers produced a stupendous
crop of over 80,000 bales which
averaged over one and two-
thirds bale per acre for an
all-time high, This year they
were about ready to write the
entire crop off for naught as
late as September 1, but now
in the middle of October the tune
is a little different,

Nearly all farmers are hoping
for a bare minimum harvest
of a half-bale per acre and many
are crossing their fingers for
from three-quarters to a bale,
Compared to 1962 that is a big
drop, but on a lot of farms it
could well mean the difference
in “‘paying out or renewing my
note"’,

Cotton farming, like raising
other row crops onthe irrigated
High Plains, is a highly mech=
anized, specialized enterprise,
The farmer, with his invest=
ment in water, fertilizer, in-
secticides and ‘“‘experiment
station-type'' crop culture,
does his utmost to insure hime
self of a crop in spite of the
vagaries of Mother Nature,

But 1963 is proving once
again--as If there were ever
any doubt--that Providence has
a strong hand in determining
the fortunes of (he farmers
of the High Plains,

The recovery of the 1963 cot-
ton crop was a natural
phenomena entirely out of the
control of the farmer, Coming
as it has after two excellent
falls in a row, the fall of 1963
is sure to be long remembered,

Two to three year old trees
require about 1/2-ounce of
P D B crystals per tree, and
four to five yeer old trees need
about 3/4 ounce per tree, A
mature tree requires 1 ounce of
crystals per tree, according
to the entomologist,

When the crystals are placed
around the trees the soil should
be dry, and the soll temperature
should be about S5 degrees F,
