Teletype Service
To Be Tried Here
In Sheriff’'s Office

At a special meeting of the
Terrell County Commissioners
Court Monday, that group ap-
proved the installation of a
teletype service for the sher-
iff's office on a trial basis.
The cost of the service to the
county will be approximately
$76. 00 per month which is
40% of the total cost, the bal-
ance of which is borne by a
grant from the state.

Sheriff Bill C. Cooksey said
that the service would give
his office immediate access
to vital information concern-
ing law enforcement; partic-
ularly of interest, was reports
on stolen vehicles and whe -
ther or not a person Or person
were wanted in Texas or any
state on felony charges. Also
available were reports of
any other crimes that are
committed within the area
which should alert local offic-
ers for any reason, reports of
severe weather, etc. The lo-
cal teletype, Cooksey stated,
would be connected to a
Permian Basin Loop, which
would be, in turn, connected
with the Department of Public
Safety headquarters in Austin,
which also has access to a na-
tional hookup for information
about crimes and criminals.

Cooksey stated that he was
very appreciative of the fa-
cility in his office and stated
that he felt it would be an as-
set to him in his efforts to en-
force the law in Terrell Coun-
ty. The speedy accessibility
