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While on our recent trip to 
Houston we were once again 
made to realize (or perhaps 
for the first time, fully) what 
a sprawling and diversified 
state we have.

On our wa\’ to Galveston 
where we spent a short time, 
we passed League City. This 
may not he a familiar-sounding 
city for Frio nans, but Its high 
school, Cl ear Creek, should 
ring a bell.

It was Clear ( reek that the 
Frlona squaws faced last March 
In the finals of the girls state 
basketball tournament, and beat 
45-40 for Frlona's first state 
championship In a team sport. 

• * • •
We bring this up not so much 

as to sa> that we say the 1 .eague 
City "city  lim its" sign as to 
point up the vastness of Texas. 
That city Is only five miles off 
the Gulf Coast of Texas, while 
Frlona Is almost 'OOmlles from 
the Texas Gulf.

Here, then, last March were 
teams representing two Texas 
cities, almost ~00 miles apart, 
with practically the only thing 
In com non being each had a 
good girls basketball team, (Oh, 
yes, and both were In Texas.) 

• • • •
That was a thought that pre­

sented Itself to ourselves In 
some of our encounters with 
people from downstate. We 
found In many cases that mans 
of the newspapers from other 
parts of the state have very 
little In common with us.

For Instance, the Houston 
area Is an Industrial area. The 
eastern and southeastern sec­
tions are Interested In trees 
and lumber. The coastal region 
Is a shipping, boating and fish­
ing area.

Few of these people know what 
Its like to be In the heart of an 
agricultural area such as we 
are.

• • • •
All of this brings to mind 

something I have often throught 
about. Texas, you know, enter­
ed the Union with the right of 
dividing up (If It ever chose to) 
Into as many as five separate 
states.

W e don't think we're being a 
disloyal Texas by any means by- 
suggesting that this would be a 
good thing, and especially for 
West Texans.

As we have pointed out, var­
ious sections of our state are 
as different as daylight and 
dark. All have their particular 
lnterests-most sections depend 
for their livelihood upon en­
tirely different circumstances. 

• • • •
By dividing up Into smaller 

states, we in West Texas would 
automatically get better repre­
sentation, since the political 
area would be much smaller.

For instance, rather than 
having our capital 500 miles 
away In Austin, we might have 
a capital In say Lubbock, Am­
arillo or Plalnvlew. None of 
these would be as far as 100 
miles from Frlona.

W ith one of these cities as a 
state capital, and more state 
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s ,  legisla­
tion would naturally be more 
meaningful, since "ou r" entire 
state would have agriculture as 
Its prime support.

Other “ state capitals”  could 
then he established at such 
places as FI Paso, Houston, 
Austin. Fort Worth. Dallas, etc.

Houston truly 1* an Indus­
trial center. We had known of 
thla fact for many years, but 
had not realized Just how In­
dustrialized It la until our re­
cent trip. The Houston skyline 
Is almost as Impressive as such 
cities as Chicago, the mid­
west metropolis.

Many national firms are lo­
cating In Houston. It h*s all 
the transportation advantages, 
plus plenty of room (which many 
Eastern ctUes are short on), 
and many otbar decided advan­
tages. Only disadvantage aa I 
see It Is the humidity, but this 
always seems to go with a large 
metropolitan city.

Houston has at least one local 
tie-In with Frlona, In that Its 
mayer, Louie Welch, la the eon 
of Fdona's Nora Welch. Welch 
gave the official welcome to our 
Texes Press Association. sad 
made a very good Impression 
la Ms welcome address.

A total of 52 names have 
been entered In the third annual 
Frlona City Tournament which 
is now underway at Frlona 
Country Club, This Is more 
than a 100 per cent Increase 
over the 24 golfers who com­
peted last year.

There are six flights In the 
tournament this \ear, compared 
to four a year ago. There are 
12 golfers In the championship 
flight, eight In the first flight, 
eight In the second, eight in the 
third, eight In the fourth and 
eight In the fifth.

Vernon Scott, defending 
champion, now of Farwell, 
meets H, K. (Pudge) Kendrick 
In the first round of play. Rev. 
W. G. (Bill) Burton, winner of 
the first flight last year, has 
hoen paired against I lean Bing­
ham In the first round.

The tournament will run 
through July 12, Match play will 
be used throughout the tourney. 
Players paired against each 
other are held responsible on 
arranging a time to play off the 
match, as no times have been 
set,

"W e encourage everyone to 
get their first round match 
played as soon as possible, so 
that the pairings for succeed­
ing rounds may be drawn,'* said 
Wayne Wash, Frlona Country 
Club pro.

Scott, who held the course 
record for nine holes while a 
resident here, defeated John 
Renner In the championship 
finals last year, 1-up In 20 
holes, having to sink a long

Friona Construction Is 
Over $1/2 Million Mark

Frlona appears headed for 
Its third straight all-time build­
ing record In 1964, according 
to mid-year figures released 
this week by City Manager Ar- 
ley L. (Jake) Outland.

Aa of June SO. the city of­
fice had Issued 38 building per­
mits for construction valued at 
an estimated $5'’3,"’S4. If 
the rest of the year progresses 
as It did last year, a building 
figure of over a million dol­
lars In one .ear may be reach­
ed for the first time officially 
In Frlona.

(The above figure does not 
Include* the proposed Spudnut 
factory announced for Frlona 
this week, as the building, per­
mit had not been applied for 
as of June 30).

With six months remaining 
In the calendar year of 1964, 
the mid-year figure Is Just 
3299,741 short of last year'*

total, which was an all-time 
record.

Of last year's record total 
of $8"3,475 In construction, a 
total of $358,475 of thla came 
during the second half of the 
year. Thus, the building total 
for Frlona in the past 12months 
stands at 51.132.209.

Anything approaching the 
total for the second half of 
1964 would put the city over 
the million mark In construc­
tion for the calendar year. 1 ast 
year, four of the top six months 
came in the second half of the 
year.

The 1964 building total al­
ready Is more than that for 
the entire year of 1961, which 
rounded out at 3420,350 worth 
of construction. It also heats 
yearly totals for 1958 and 1959, 
and represents the highest mid­
year figure since building per­

mit records have been kept in 
Frlona.

The 35'3 '34 figure Is an 82 
per cent lnctease over the total 
for the first six months of 1963. 
That figure was 5315.000 or 
3258.~34 less thin the first six 
months of this year.

Bulk of the construction 
started during the first half 
of 1964 consisted of new homes.

E ighteen pern Its were Issued, 
for a total of 3432.200.

During the first half of 1963 
eighteen permits were also 
Issued although the total con­
struction worth was estimated 
at S2~1.150, or 51*1.050 less 
than this .ear's figure.

The Frlona factors will be 
the most modern electroni­
cally - controlled factors of its 
kind In the l nited States.

The nearest Spudnut factor 
tc f rlona will be located in 
Denver, wnlch also Is building 
a central warehouse *ltrllar m 
the local one.

A fleet "freezer" of deliver. 
trucks will be m aintained hy the 
local business when It begins 
operation, tc supply Spudnuts 
to retail dealers throughout the 
four-state area.

The Frlona corporation ha* 
territorial rights to any other 
factory tc he located in Texas, 
and Is making plans of expan­
sion nature even before the 
local factor' Is built.

A retsll store will be main­
tained in Frlona tn conjunction 
wttF the fsetorv. The retail 
store Shilling operated In? lovls 
wss eighth In the nation from 
sale* standpoint In 1963.

DPS l  r«es Caution 
In Holiday Travel

While the drivers of Texas are making 
plans for 4th of July trips, the Texas 
Department of Public Safety is getting 
ready for "Operation Motorcide,”  a three 
day vigil of tabulating all traffic deaths 
in the State. Major Harry Hutchison. Re­
gional Commander of this area for the 
D.P.S., reported today the State is ap­
proaching the mid-point in the year amid 
definite indications that traffic deathswill 
hit an all time high again in 1964.

“ If we continue to take lives at the 
present rate, 1964 will become the most 
deadly year in Texas history for traffic 
fatalities,”  he said. “ Motorcides”  at this 
time are over 150 more than at the same 
time last year, and considering the trend 
of increased accidents and casualties, we 
have every reason to expect that traffic 
deaths will exceed the previous all time
high in Texas of 2,729 in 1963.

♦ * * *

“ Only 271 more deaths in 1964 
than in 1963 will make a total of 
3,000 lives lost on our streets and 
highways in one year, an increase 
for the year of ten per cent over 
1963.”  Deaths in traffic this year 
have consistently been in excess of 
fifteen per cent over 1963, an indi­
cation that the 3,000 mark will be 
surpassed.

Our weather conditions have 
brought on a good crop of weeds 
In several areas of the county . 
2. 4-D and other harmone-type 
herbicides must be used care­
fully In areas where cotton or 
other sensitive crops are 
grown.

l ie  only amine saltformula- 
tions. low volatile ester for­
mulations or emulslflable acid 
formulations to reduce the haz­
ard of volatlblllty.

Drift can be minimized by 
using a large volume of carrier 
per acre (10 to 20 gallons) 
and a low spray pressure (20 
pounds per square Inch). High 
pressure produces small spray 
droplets which are easily car­
ried by w ind.

Drift can also be minimized 
by keeping the spray boom as 
low as possible. This Is us­
ually shot 20 Inches above the 
top of the weeds. Sprays should 
be applied when the wind Is less 
than 10 miles per hour and blow­
ing away from sensitive crops.

2, 4-D Is very toxic to cot­
ton and even when the best 
precautions are followed dam­
age may result. Also It is not 
a good Idea to spray Wheat- 
land hybrid sorghuma as up to 
1000 pounds of yield may be 
lost.

I nder the State Herbicide 
regulations persons spraying 
their own land or crops must 
get a permit and pay a fee of 
ten cents per acre If be applies 
herbicides on more than 10 
acres. Fverxone using herbi­
cides must have access to a 
wind guage and comply with the 
wind velocity as outlined In the 
regulations. Coples of the per­
mits and regulations are avail­
able at the County Agents office. 
SPRAYER CALIBR ATION FOR 
ROW CROPS

For 40-Inch rows measure

100 feet, (36 inch row s-113 
feet, 32 Inch row s-128 fert, 28 
Inch row s-146 feet. 24 Inch 
row s-170 feet or 20 Inch rows- 
200 feet). Then time the num­
ber of seconds It takes your 
tractor to travel the measured 
distance going the speed to be 
used on the sprayer.

Then collect fluid and mea­
sure In ounces from all nozzles 
used per row for the number of 
seconds required to travel the 
measured distance. If the spray 
Is broadcast, catch spray from 
the nozzles used to widths of one 
row (usually 2).

The number of ounces 
collected Is equal to the num­
ber of gallons applied per acre 
of crops. If gallonage Is not 
suitable, small adjustments In 
gallonage must be made by- 
changing tips.

When treating bands, the 
amount of chemical to be mixed 
with the gallons required per 
acre Is a function of the area 
treated. For a 10 Inch hand on 
40-Inch rows, you would want 
to apply one-fourth of the 
recommended rate per acre.

"W e had exceptionally good 
yields reported by some custo­
mers, There was a lot of 50 
and 60 bushel wheat, and some 
as high as 80," Fortenberry 
said.

Fortenberry added that the
1964 wheat was a very good 
quality grain.

Weldon Stringer at Hub Grain 
stated that the crop turned out 
"Better than most people fig­
ures." There was some 60 and 
70-bushel wheat In that area. 
Stringer said.

Stringer cited F. O. Turner 
as a fanner producing *4 bushel 
wheat.

At Lazbuddle, ltwas reported 
that possibly 50 acres were un­

harvested as of Tuasday. Moat 
of the farmers In that araa 
harvested good yields, although 
some were hurt by hall, It was 
stated.

A couple of the better yields 
mentioned around Lazbuddle In­
cluded an average of 78 bushel* 
by George Haskins and 62 
bushels by I verett McBroom.

Joe Allen, manager ofRhea'a 
Sherley -  Anderson elevator, 
stated that there was quite a 
variation In yields In that com­
munity. "There was some good 
and some bad. It ranged all the 
way from 25 to 78 bushel*." 
Allen said.

Mike describes fineness and 

maturity of cotton filler-. 
It's measured on a scale from 
2.4 to 8.0. In steps of one- 
tenths, It works like this: When 
compressed air Is forced 
through a sample of cotton, an 
air-flow Instrument registers 
the mike reading of that parti­
cular sample. Mne fibers per­
mit less air to pass through. 
Thus, the finer the fibers, the 
lower the reading. ! lneness 
and maturit aflect the spin- 
nahlllty and value of the cotton.

About six weeks ago, l SDA 
announced that mike reading s 
will be required for ell upland 
cotton that goes under price 
support loan.

Included In the announcement 
was a schedule of premiums 
and discounts, based on mike 
readings. If the reading Is be­
tween 3.7 and 4.8, a premlun 
of 13 points per pound will be 
allowed when the cotton Is plac­
ed under the loan. No premium 
or discount will be allowed if 
the mike reading Is 4.9 through 
5.1, or between 3.3 through 
3.6. Also, cotton having a mike 
reading of 3.0 to 3.2 will be 
discounted 50 points, 2.7 to 
2,9 150 points, and 2.6 and 
below 300 points.

ani county health laws.
The building, along with 

equipment for the factory , will 
occupy 4,000 square feet 
of space.

Frlona's first factory will 
require women as a prime 
source of labor. Schilling will 
be ready to accept applications 
for position In the near future.

The national headquarters for 
the Spudnut Corporation Is In 
Salt Lake City , Ltah. Taylor 
and Allen visited the national 
offices two weeks ego, In their 
efforts to secure the "m etro­
politan franchise system" 
headquarters for Frlona.

The new "flash frozen" pro­
cess. wnlch represents the cul­
mination of three years re­
search and pilot operation, not 
only has revolutionized the pre­
sent Spudnut operation, but 
eventually the entire doughnut 
Industry as well, the local group 
believes.

In the past, It has taken three 
hours to manufacture a spudnut 
and the product had e shelf life 
of only ten hours. The franchise 
operator was forced to estimate 
their sale* end If this estimate 
wes wrong, they either had to 
throw away product at the end 
of the dev or ran out before 
closing time.

Now, with the frozen product, 
the dealer simply cooks whet 
he needs as he needs It.Special 
orders, for example, can 
be prepared while the customer 
Is on the wav to the shop.

TYie new process has been 
completely tested over several 
months la the company-owned 
test shops In the Salt Lake City 
area and has proven successful.

There are over 300franchise 
dealers throughout the I nlted 
States and Canada, Stace 194', 
over one and one-half billion 
S pod nuts have been sold.

Frlona's new Industry la ex­
pected to add extensively to the 
city's economy.
