Allen’s Conviction
Upheld in Appeal

I'he Texas Court of Criminal
\ppeals Wednesday affirmed
the murder with malice con-
viction of Marvin Allen of
Sanderson.

Allen was convicted of ki
ing his wife in March of 19
At the time of the trial, he
imed that the shot which

killed her was accidentally

fired, when a shotgun he was
rrying discharged after be-
ming "hung up" in a screen

In ruling on his appeal, the
Supreme Court threw out

rguments by Allen that the
tate murder with malice law
1S unconstitutional.,

In addition, the court agreed
with the judge of the 63rd
District Court of Terrell Coun-
ty that the trial should be
moved to Val! Verde County.

Allen had said he wanted to
be tried in Terrell County.

The Appeals Court noted the
"widespread notoriety" of the
case and that a "substantial
segment" of the small popula-
tion(of Terrell County) eligible
for jury service apparently had
expressed an opinion on the
guilt or innocence" of Allen.

Allen was convicted in 63rd
District Court of Val Verde
County and the jury assessed
him a punishment of 10 years
in the state penitentiary.

Allen was convicted by a
jury on Dec. 21, 1970, for the
shooting murder of his wife
Eddie Allen in Sanderson on
March 16, 1970,

He was convicted of murder
with malice aforethought and
sentenced to serve not less
than two nor more than 10
years in prison for the murder
and subsequently appealed
the case.

Allen is currently free on
$7 .500 bond and living in
Sanderson.

The Texas Highway Commis-
sion established the deadline
under the 'egislation which
became ¢ ffective on ,“ne 29,
The act requires that no per-
son may erect or maintain a
sign within 660 feet of an In-
terstate or federal-aid primary
highway in Texas without a
license to engage in outdoor
advertising.

In addition to the license,
the sign owner must have a
permit for each sign he has
now or which he plans to erect

On-premise signs - those ad-
vertising activities conducted
on the premises and those of-
fering the property for sale -
are exempt,

The act will be implemented
in stages, The first stage re-
quires the owner of the sign to
obtain a State license and post
a bond, The license fee is $25
and the license is valid for an
indefinite period.

The license application must
be accompanied by a bond in
the amount of $2500 for each
county in which signs are locat-
ed, or a maximuam of $10000
for owners with signs in more
than three counties,

Both license and bond form
applications may be obtained
by writing the Right of Way
Division, Texas Highway De-
partment, P,O, Box 5075, Aus
tin, Texas 78763,

After obtaining a license,
the owner is required to ob-
tain a soparate permit for
each existing and new off-
premise sign on the affected
highways. Sign permit appli-
cation forms can be obtained
from the Right of Way Sec-
tions of the Highway Depart-
ment district offices.

For each sign permit requir-
ed, the owner should submit
an application accompanied
by a check or money order
for §5 to the Highway Depart-
ment district office for the

countv n which the sign is
located If the permit appli-
cation s for an existing sign,

the lizhway Department will

check 1o see if the sign con-
formms with the Beautification
Act,

Permits now will be issued

for sizms in place prior to June

29 even if they do not conform
to the law. They will be per-
mitied to stay in place until

programmed for acquisition

or renoval, :

Permits for new signs will
not “e issued unless they con-
form to the law,

Anyone planning to put upa
new sign on the controlled
highways should check with
the Hizhway Department dis-
trict office in his area before
doing anything, to determine
If the proposed sign location
Conforms to the law.,

The Highway Department
also has begun removal of
abandoned and illegal signs
on controlled highways. An
abandoned sign is one is
which the owner no longer
claims any interest. An ille-
g4l sign is one which is locat-
ed on private property without
permission of the property
Owner.

Need To Register

Col. Melvin N, Glantz, the
State Director of Selective
Service for Texas, has again
reminded young men of their
obligation to register with
Selective Service within 30
days of their 18th birthday.

Glantz stressed that the re-
quirement toregister will con-
tinue in full effect whether
the all-voluntary military
force becomes a reality or
not. Every native born and
resident-alien young man is
required to present himself
for registration from 30 days
before to 30 days after his
18th birthday. If, for any
reason, a young man has
failed to register he should
do so immediately to escape
the penalty of federal law.

Failure to register may re-
sult in a fine, imprisonment,
or both, under provisions of
the Military Selective Service
Act.

Young men may register at
the office of the local board
near their home of place of
residence, or may be register-
ed by volunteer registrars who
are located in most high
schools or other similarly con-
venient locations. Registrar
for Terrell County is Mrs.
