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Trash Haullng Fee
Raise Inifialed

Local citizens who receive
water bills will notice that
there is an increase in the
amount listed on the bill un-
der "sanitation". The fee
jumped from $1.00 to $2.50
for residences and for business
houses went from $2.00 to
$4.00 with the promise of one
pick-up per week for business-
es and residences.

There are several residences
and’/or businesses in Sanderson
that are not on a separate wa-
ter meter and consequently do
not receive a billing for the
hauling of their trash, it was
pointed out. The sanitation fee
is printed on the water bill
and collected by that source
if the water customer wants to
pay the fee, as there is no
connection between the Ter-
rell County Water Control &
Improvement District and the
Terrell County Commissioners
Court, which pays the water
district for collecting the san-
itation fees and reporting to
the commissioners the amount
collected.

There is also a 50¢ charge
printed on the water bill and
water meter customers aroi-
trarily pay this amount for the
maintenance of fire fighting
equipment and maintenance.

The raise in the sanitation
fee was a decision of the com-
missioners court after a study
was made of the costs of the
service to local people and
the amount paid.

Oil,Gas Produced
Adds To Coffers

Terrell County was one of
190 of Texas' 254 counties
that produced oil and gas val-
ned in excess of $100,000 in a
record production year for the
state's No. 1 industry, accord-
ing to figures compiled by the
Texas Mid-Continent Oil and
Gas Association.

The study vy the Association
also shows that production last
year in Terrell County result-
ed in the payment of $816,000
to royalty owners.

The state of Texas received
$490,000 in production taxes
from county wells, almost all
based on natural gas produc-
tion.

Qil and gas producers and de-
velopers spent $363,000 drill-
ing six wells in the county last
year, with $115,000 of that fi-
gure lost in three dry holes,
according to the figures from
Mid-Continent,

According to the Texas Em-
ployment Commission, 84 oil
and gas industry employees
worked in the county in 1972
and shared a payroll of $818,-
000,

Improved Grasses
Get Improved Result

"Our survey revealed that in
the past 20 years, 5.9 million
icres of land has been planted
to new grasses released by
the Soil Conservation Service)'
Edward E. Thomas of Temple,
state conservationist for SCS,
stated. "Statewide increased
beef production is averaging
56 pounds per acre per year
from these grasses."

I'homas said 23 grasses re-
leased by SCS are being grown
in Texas. Each has its own
area of adaptability and is
used to fill a specific conserva
tion need.

Two grasses account for a
major share of the acreage
planted. Buffelgrass, released
by SCS in 1949 has been
planted on 1.8 milion acres.
Other wide 'y-planted grasses
include Pensacola bahiagrass,
Fl Reno sideoats grama, and
weeping lovegrass.

In addition to the increased
beef production, the survey re-
vealed that the new grasses
have increased mutton produc-
tion by more than 1.1 million
pounds. Smaller increases
were noted for milk, mohair,
wool, and goats.

Other benefits from the
planted grasses include erosion
control, reduced sediment
damage to lakes and streams,
fewer dust storms, and more
abundant wildlife.

Thomas said that there were
other factors contributing to
increased beef production on
Texas grasslands, such as bet-
ter livestock, improved grass-
land management, irrigation,
and increased use of fertilizer,

Bentsen Seeks To
Retaoin Wilderness
For Park, River

Senator Lloyd Bentsen has in-
troduced bills to include the
Big Bend section of the Rio
Grande in the Wild River Sys-
tem and to preserve more than
half of the Guadalupe Moun-
tains National Park as a wilder
ness dared.

"Despite their rugged appear-
ance, both these stretches of
West Texas wilderness are parts
of ecological systems that are
easily damaged and difficult
to repair," Bentsen said.

He noted that the unusual rek
ic forest in the Guadalupe
Mountains has already suffered
damage due to extensive use
of the park. And the segment
of the Rio Grande which flows
through Big Bend National Park
is susceptible to the unregulat-
ed development that often oc-
curs in popular scenic areas.

"We must act now to insure
that these natural heritages are
saved, unmarred by the designs
of man, for future enjoyment
and scientific study," the Sen-
ator continued.

One of Bentsen's measures
would designate 46,850 acres
of the 77,000-acre Guadalupe
Mountains Park asa wilderness,
in line with a recommendation
by the National Park Service.

The other proposal would
bring the Rio Grande, through
Big Bend Park and on south for
94 miles, under the protection
of the National Wild and Scenic
Rivers Act. A total of 212
miles of river is included.

Bentsen compared the lower
canyons of the Rio Grande to
the Grand Canyon of the Colo-
rado and the Hells Canyon of
the Snake River. And he add-
ed that the geology and biolo-
gy of the proposed Guadalupe
Mountains Wilderness are of
considerable scientific interest

"Eachof these areasrepresents
a unique portion of the South-
west that encompasses some of
the most sparsely inhabited and
well preserved wilderness on
the North American contin-
ent," Senator Bentsen said.
