Unofficial estimates were 
given by an out-of-town per­
son with some knowledge of 
swimming pools that costs for 
sealing, repairing, and paint­
ing the old swimming pool to 
a serviceable condition would 
run in the neighborhood of 
$5,000.00, that a filter sys­
tem for the pool would cost 
from $8,000 to $12,000, de­
pend uig on the type purchas­
ed, according to judge Stav­
ley. He was also advised that 
laws no long required dressing 
room facilities, but that rest 
rooms, a shower, and foot 
bath facilities were required, 
as well as a life guard on 
duty during hours the pool is 
open. The visiting appraiser

The total dimensions of the 
pool on the property mention­
ed above are 31x75 feet with 
an area 18x31 at the north 
end of the pool that is very 
shallow. Depth of the pool is 
graduated from 3 to 10 feet.

The information about the 
property mentioned above and 
findings concerning repair and 
renovation costs, etc ., were 
presented to the Terrell Coun­
ty Commissioners Court at a 
called meeting Thursday 
morning.

Krueger Opposes 
PO Closing Plons

Congressman Bob Krueger of 
the 21st District today an­
nounced his opposition to any 
attempt by Congress or the U. 
S. Postal Serv ice to close 5rd 
and 4th class post offices. 
Krueger stated, "It is \ itally 
important that the quality of 
life in rural America is in no 
way depleted. \Nhen small 
town post offices are closed 
not only the town itself, but 
the whole surrounding area 
suffers. Post offices in these 
towns are often the focal 
point of social contact. 1 will 
fight to see that the present 
law which prohibits the clos­
ing of small post offices for 
purely econouic reasons is 
not changed.

"1 think that there are other 
ways to help the economy of 
the postal service without 
closing small town post offic­
es," Krueger continued.

His comments came in re­
sponse to a recent proposal 
made to Congress bv the Gen­
eral Accounting Office which 
would see 12,000 5rd and 4th 
class post offices closed 
across the nation. WTien con­
tacted about the posposal, a 
Postal Service spokesman said 
that the Postal Service would 
make no move until Congress 
took some definite action to 
change the existing law that 
forbids the closing of such 
post offices for economic rea­
sons.

"Costs are rising and av­
ailable financing is not ade­
quate," the Chairman told 
Texas Good Roads and 
Transportation Associa­
tion.

The time may come, he 
warned, when the state can 
afford outlays only for 
maintenance and operation 
of its highways.

A new study, Houston 
said, will examine "the 
widening gap between 
needed construction and
gathering intelligence on for­
eign nations, not domestic 
troublemakers. 1 hope that 
better direction for the agen­
cy may come from the two 
Congressional committee in­
vestigations of CIA activities.

This past week. Congress­
man Nedzi was sustained by 
an overwhelming vote as 
Chairman of the House Com­
mittee investigating the CIA.
1 voted to sustain him as the 
diairman because he has a 
long tradition of service to 
his country and of integrity 
as a legislator.

Cockroach Control Needs 
Better Use of All Methods

Havt* you ever reof>ened 
a puckat^e of food and 
had a fat cockroach sc-ut- 
tie out?

The KnvironmenlJil Pro­
tection .\uency is funding 
this study bt'inii made by 
K.vpenment Station scien­
tists in order to improve 
existing control methods 
and fiml other supple­
mental techniques not 
defx*ndent on the use of 
synthetic insecticides.

■ To do this, Piper 
says hasic research is tx*- 
ing done on general ha­
bits of roaches, their 
lx*havior, "preferred hand­
outs” . breeding habits, 
annual life cycle and 
natural biological enemies 
such as predators and 
parasites.

This information is 
furnishing the basis for 
developing ways to trap 
roaches, to eliminate 
places roaches like to live, 
and to aid their natural 
enemies as well as us«* 
selective chemical treat­
ment for control. These 
additional controls will 
east* the n«*ed for massive 
instH'ticide us«*.

One of the oldest and 
most successful methods 
of controlling instu t pests 
IS to use their natural 
enemies to attack and 
destroy them.

“ In order to develop 
our integrated control 
program,” Pipt'r says, 
“we’re checking every 
roach enemy we can dis­
cover. They’re lx*ing 
studied for their poten­
tial as both short and 
longterm regulators of 
roach numbers in both 
indoor and outdoor situa­
tions.

For example, we’re 
studying the behavior and 
control potential o f a 
beneficial tiny wasp which 
parasitizes cockroach egg 
cases. These wasps an* 
harmless to humans and 
wildlife; they only attack 
roaches. The adult female 
wasp lays her eggs in a 
roach egg case. The wasp 
eggs hatch, and the larvae 
feed on and eventually 
destroy the roach eggs.

“ Alxjut 70  wasps de­
velop in and emerge from 
such an attacked egg case. 
Our investigations have 
shown that the parasitiza- 
tion rate varies between 
25 and 75 percent.
