RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, there has been set
a side to the University of Tex-
as millions of acres of valuable
land, principally in the West
Texas Section;

AND WHEREAS, the Univer-
sity of Texas is holding said
lands and leasing same in huge

blocks and refuses to sell or
offer for sale any such lands,
thereby discouraging and mak-

ing impossible the settlement of
West Texas;

AND WHEREAS, such Uni-
versity of Texas lands, if sub-
divided and sold in Blocks of
land ranging from one section
to a maximum of six sections, |
would furnish homes and the
means of earning a livelihood to
large numbers of good citizens
of West Texas

AND WHEREAS there are
now many thousands of Texas
men In the 1
the United States who 1
be discharged and will { 1t
selve witl
porting ther lves . 8
fan es and ) Uni t
Texas lands are
sold in small blocks, with a pro-
vision that same would have
to be occupied by the owne
thereof, to furnish a means of

livelihood to a large number of
dscharged soldiers;

HEREFORE, be it resolved by
the Commissioners’ Court of Up-
ton County, Texas, in Regular
Sessions, that;

1. The University of Texas and
the Legislature of the State of
Texas be and are hereby called
upon and urged to make due
provsions of law as may be nec-
essary and offer such lands for
sale.

2. That such lands be sold
primarily to returning soldiers.

3. That a provision of law be
made, requiring said lands to be
used as homes by the owners
thereof.

4. That said lands be sold ac-
cording to its type and condi-
tion, in blocks from one to six
sections, with a provision of law
limiting the quantity that may
be purchased by any individual
and prohibiting the ownership
thereof - by corporatiens and
syndicates.

5. That such provisions for sale
be made by the next Legislature
so that returning soldiers may
purchase such lands upon their
discharge and return home and

that such sale be publicized, so:

that it will become known to
men in service.
