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“Pitted” Pastures Produce More Grass

As reported by A. L. Nelson, Robert Lang and Oscar Barnes
of Wyoming Archer Field Experiment Station
“Pitting”" pastures has stepped up grazing capacity
of range land by as much as one-third, according to
the Archer Field Station in southwestern Wyoming.
“Pitting” is a simple mechanical treatment. [t can
be done with a one-way Wheatland plow with alter-
nate eccentric disks. These eccentric disks leave a
waffle-like surface with pits about 16 inches apart.

The pits trap water, help produce more grass
The eccentric disks are 2 inches larger thon the
others, with the gang bolt hole 2 inches off center.
