Regan issued the following |
statement:

“I am supporting reduction in
Federal expenditures, less cen-
tralization of power in the Na
tional Government, and return to
the system of free enterprise and
individual initiative under which
our country has grown greatest
among the nations of the world.

“For many years we have borne
high taxes and are, five years
after the end of the War, still
carrying a burden of war-time
levies. It would not be feasible or
proper to reduce taxation dras-
tically at this time. But it lias be-
come vital to our domestic econ-
ymy to reduce excise taxes which
are resulting in buver resistance
that is crippling business

Reduction of these taxes would

stimulate business, and this, with

“Within a very short time,
Commissioner Giles pointed ou’
to the legislature, “we will have
received a sufficient number of
applications to fully obligate the
total *25 000,000 authorized by
the constitutional amendment
But only approximately 5,000
veterans will have been taiken
care of, when many times that
number desire to participate in
the program.”

“While we are processing an
average of ten applications a
day,” Giles added in his prepared
statement, “we are receiving new
applications at the rate of 20 per
day. Of the 4,700 applications re-
ceived, most were signed for only
a 90-day period. I* was, therefore,
to be expected that many options
cxpire unless the sellers were
willing to stand with the veteran
and with us.”

He described the personnel of
the Land Program, uf which Alvis
Vondygriff is secretary, as con-
sisting of “l10 appraisers, 2 at-
torneys and 15 clerks, stenog-
raphers and typists.”

“Our incoming mail is averag-
ing epproximately 200 letters per
day " he stated, “and most of these
letters reguire personal atten-
tion.”
