Business Census Show 
Wide Upton Increase

Retail, wholesale, and service establishments located in Upton 
County, showed a .substantial expansion in dollar volume of trade 

I from 1939 to 1948, according to preliminary figures from the 1948 
Census of Business released recently by the Bureau of the Census, U. 
S. Dept, of Commerce^

Retail sales in the county during 1948 aggregated $4.7 million, 
an increase of 114 percent over the $2.2 million in 1939, when the 
preceding Census of Business vvat taken. Wholesale sales in the 
county reached a total of $4.7 million in 1948 as compared with $1.9 
million in 1939. The service trades included in the Census of Bus­
iness recorded receipts totaling $210,000 in 1948 compared with 
$99,000 in 1939.

Employment in the county decreased over the 9-yoar period be­
tween 1939 and 1948 for the above trades. Establishments in these 
trades reported a combined total of 275 paid employees for the work 
week ended nearest Nov. 15, 1948. This compared with a total of 
365 employees reported for the week of Nov. 15, 1939.

These preliminary figures have been derived from a Census re­
port on Upton County. Final figures, super.seding the preliminary 
data for Upton County, will b included in a bulltin for the State 
of Texas to be issued in several months. Similar data will be made 
available thi.s year in preliminary and final forni for each of the 
counties and States. A single copy of the preliminry release for 
Upton County as well as an order blank for other area releases may 
be obtained by writing to the Bureau of the Census, Washington 
25, D. C.

usually earns The average answer wa.s 43 cents on each dol- 
ar of business volume. The correct answer would have bt'en 
less than lb cents

Mr Sta.ssc'n then urged busme.ss men to tell their em­
ployes the facts, and added. “Xiive the American worker the 
truth, ^ive him constructive leadership, and he will be an in­
domitable bulwark against the enemies of freedom and deaf 
to the sireirs ut Socialism "

In other words, our best defense against the left-wing 
propagandists is simply the truth. Under the capitalist sys­
tem, the profit earned by business is a relatively .«mall item, 
far exceeded in most cases by wages, taxes and all other ma­
jor business expemses.

SOCIALISM OR WHAT?
In these days of .•onflietmg 

ideologies, it is vitally important 
to the future of our country for 
our people to know more about 
SiK-iali.<m. Many are confused 
over what constitutes Socialism. 
Thus they sometimes are aiding 
the eslabliihment of Socialism by 
approving measures whose socisl- 

I istic implications arc not apparent 
to them. Many Americans, on the 
other hand, frankly want some 
ScK'ialism, believe we can mca.«- 
ure the amount we wish to have 
—and have no more.

The Psychological Corporation, 
the oldest nationwide poll of pub­
lic opinion, found that 75 per 
cent of our people are against 
“Socialism,” but that most of 
them .pprove a number of fed­
eral government programs which 
they themselves classify as So­
cialism. About half of the 75 per 
cent, for instance, consider Fed­
eral housing to be socialistic— 
and yet half of them favor it.

SOCIALISTIC BUT OKAY
-According to the carefully 

studied conclusions of this survey,

125 per cent of the Americans who 
are opposed “Sociahsm." favor 
food subsidies for farm products, 
18 per cent favor peacetime price 

! controls, and 43 per cent favor 
1 peacetime rent control. Only 37 
I per cent consider TV.\ and sim­
ilar regional programs developed 
with Federal funds to be socialis- 

,tic; and 66 per cent are for them. 
One-fourth of the American peo- 

iple, the survey concludes, con­
sider the compulsory social se- 

jcurity taxes socialistic; 81 per 
cent favor them.

In another survey, the Indus- 
i trial News Review polled the na­
tions newspapers. Results showed 
ifhe press overwhelmingly oppos­
ed to “ Socialism” and with a keen 
understanding of the doctrine and 

, Its practice«: however, there were] 
some disturbing facts revealed. I 
Seventy-five American n e w s -1 
papers out of 1.362 replying to

the questionnaire—or about 5 1-S
per cent—do not consider the 
proposed Federal compulsory 
health measure, nationalizing the 
medical profession, to be social­
istic.

QUESTIONABLE LOGIC
Forty-three newspaper editors 

do not feel their personal liberty 
would be in danger if the govern­
ment took over ownership or con­
trol of the newspaper business. 
Eleven per cent do not consider 
public ownership and operation 
of basic enterpri— such as the
electric industry, to be socialistic. 
Two per cent of the editors and 
six per cent of the population as 
a whole favor Socialism for Amer­
ica. according to the two surveys.

The huge 88th district now rep­
resented by Rutherford includes;

Crane was lashed with a driv­
ing rain and hailstorm Thursday 
afternoon, and along with tornad- 
ic winds up to 75 miles an hour, 
heavy damage war suffered. The 
damage was placed between 
$150,000 and $200,000.

The tornado first hit the air­
port just north of the city, de­
molishing two hangers, and de­
stroying eight light craft. The 
wind lifted three of the planes in 
to the air, according to reports 
from Crane, and were aloft sev­
eral minutes.

In Crnne proper, houses were 
unroofed, porches torn from 
house and windows shattered. 
Shingles from roofs were scatter­
ed over the city. It vzas also re­
ported that the colored section of 
the town wa.s practically leveled 
by the winds.

In the Gulf Camp south of 
town, reports came of trees being 
uprooted, but no property dam­
age was listed for the camp.

After the winds hit about 3 
o'clock, the electric power of the 
city was out. Power was not re­
stored until tome four hours lat­
er. Numerous telephone poles 
were down.

A virtual cloudburst accom­
panied the tornado, with some 
two inches of rain falling in 
about thirty minutes. Water was 
running high throughout the 
town for the remainder of the 
afternoon.

OVER HIGHWAYS
Elsewhere in the area, the Mc- 

Camey-Rankin area was soaked 
by three inches of rain, and the 
road between Rankin and Mc- 
Camey was closed for some three

hours due to high waters near 
the Montgomer>* Ranch. W.ter 
ran over all the roads leading 
from McCamey, with numerous 
cars reported stalled on the Mc- 
Camey-Ft. Stockton road near 
Girvin during the afternoon.
