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) News Stories For Friona, 1965 Reviewed
A variety of subjects made 

the news In Friona during 1965, 
a survey of the Friona Star’ s file 
showed this week. Some of the 
top news happenings are listed 
In the following rundown.

January 14’ s Issue of the Star 
announced that Soil Conserva­
tion Service engineers had ar­
rived In Friona to begin plan­
ning on the series of dams for 
Running Water Or aw. An an­
nouncement also was received 
that approval for Federal funds 
for the planning had been ap­
proved.

A two-inch snowfall, yield­
ing the year’ s best moisture 
up to that time, made head­
lines on January 21. George 
S. Looper was uninjured when 
the pickup he was driving was 
demolished at the South Main

Crossing when hit by a Santa 
Fe freight.

Burglaries made the news 
on February 4, when four F ri­
ona area firms reported break- 
ins. They were Parmer County 
Implement Co., Red Barn 
Chemicals and two Hub Ferti­
lizer locations.

On February 11, the news 
Included a four to six - Inch 
snowfall which benefited farm­
ers. .Also, suspected burg- 
lers fired at patrolman Gary 
Darragh and touched off a wild 
late-night chase.

The Friona Junior Chamber 
of Commerce announced plans 
for their community center in 
the February 18 Issue. A cen­
sus revealed that there were 
1325 students In the Friona 
area, a substantial Increase

over the previous census.
The Friona Chieftains won a 

district basketball champion­
ship for the first time In 20 
years, posting a 22-5 season 
record. The Chiefs fell to 
Denver City, 81-66 In their 
bl-dlstrict match.

Kay Burleson won the "M iss 
Lubbock’ ’ title to bring the 
city much publication during the 
year. This achievement was 
reported in the March 4 Friona 
Star.

The Friona High School 
Squaws, with Coach Melvin W Il­
hams taking over from the re­
tired Baker Dugglns, swept the 
district, bl-dlstrlct and region­
al championship for the third 
straight year, and fought thetr 
way Into the state tournament 
finals. They brought home

the runner-up trophy, as two 
players, Tito Jennings and 
Glenda McLellan, made the all- 
state team.

After much discussion. Ordi­
nance 35', a change In the city’ s 
development policy In favor of 
developers was passed by the 
Friona city council.

All classroom teachers were 
recommended for new contracts 
for the 1965 -  66 term by the 
school board In a March meet­
ing.

Friona High School and Jun­
ior high school students re­
ceived 10 " firs t  division”  rat­
ings in late March at the l nl- 
verslty Interscholastic League 
contests.

The April 1 Issue of the Star 
announced that the contract for 
Friona High School's football

stadium, last unit of the new 
high school complex, was 
awarded to Vlbra-Whirl at an 
estimated cost of $53,000.

The Star had a little fun on 
that date with an "  April Fool" 
front page, with a full-page of 
Imaginary stories.

On April 8, Friona beauties 
continued to mark the news, 
as Iva Ben parr made the top 
ten In the "M iss Austin" beau­
ty pageant. The city officially 
annexed the 24-acre plot con­
taining Friona High School.

Sheryl Long kept the "w in ­
ning streak" going on April 15 
by winning the title of district 
Lion's Club queen at the an­
nual convention at Dalhart.

The May 6 Issue announced 
that Glen Mingus, local golf­
er, made the first hole-ln-one

■n the four-year old Friona 
Country Club course.

Fifty - two acres were an­
nexed to the city at a May 
meeting of the 1 rlonai lty coun­
cil, Including 28 acres of Nel­
son Welch’ s property, and 24 
acres belonging to Bill Shee­
han, termed Western Addition.

1 r .  Robert .Alexander became 
the fifth doctor on the staff of 
Parmer County Community 
Hospital, according to a June 
3 lsaue of the star. Open house 
for the hospital’ s new wing was 
held on Sunday, June 6.

Frtona'a "O ld Red" School 
building oldest building on the 
school campus, started com­
ing down In early June, to make 
way for new classrooms for the 
elementary school.

The June 24 Issue announced 
Bill Sheehan, Friona attorney 
for 15 years, was leaving his 
practice to accept a position 
In I Simas.

The 1,000th water meter for 
the City of Friona was In­
stalled on July 1, as a pla­
teau was reached In that con­
nection.

Tarmer County commission­
ers, acting on the recommen­
dation by the watershed com­
mittee, chose the location four 
and one-half miles east of Stati 
Highway 214 for the "multlpi« 
purpose" dam on Running Wa­
ter Draw, ending what develop­
ed Into a "foot -  dragging" 
stage In the project.

George A. Jones was criti­
cally Injured August 20 when his 
pickup was struck by a freight

train at Santa Fe's South Main 
crossing. Pak-A-Sak grocery 
was hit In an $1800 robbery 
on August 22.

Travis Clements was named 
Chief of Felice In Friona with 
the resignation of Bill Morgan 
on September 2.

A change In the operations of 
Plains Publishers was announc­
ed, with the local publlahlng 
concern going to a "camera 
ready'" type of printing opera­
tion, rather than employing 
complete composition facili­
ties as It had since 1957.

J.W. (1 ncle John) W hlte, pio­
neer publisher and founder of 
the Friona Star, died Septem­
ber 9, after a short Hines*. The 
Friona pioneer, who held sev­
eral civic and community posL

Orain Announced

The provisions of the 1966 
Feed Grain Program have been 
announced by the Department 
of Agriculture and are basi­
cally as follows:
I. In order to be eligible for 
program benefits, a partici­
pant must sign up in the pro­
gram, divert at least 20% of 
his feed grain base to a con­
serving use, not plant more 
than this feed grain base on 
other farms in which he has

an interest and plant no more 
than his permitted seres on 
the participating farm.
2. A person desiring to par­
ticipate In this program may 
divert as little as 20% of his 
feed grain base and may divert 
as much as 50% of his feed 
from the 1965 program In that no 
diversion payment Is earned on 
tlie first 20% of acreage di­
verted on a participating farm.

In all cases the loan rate for 
1966 crop Crain Sorghum will 
be 13? (or there shouts) less 
per hundred weight than It was 
In 1965. We believe that the 
1966 Parmer County loan rate 
for Grain Sorghum will be $1.50 
per hundred weight. It la to be 
remembered that the loan rat* 
In 1965 was (In Parmer County) 
$1.63 per cwt. Therefore, It 
could very well be that the price 
s farmer receives for his grain 
In 1966 may be 10? or more less 
per cwt. than In 1965. This 
would depend on the market. 
It Is to be noted (In the above 
example) that the total price 
support payments earned on 
the farm Is the same regard­
less of the extent of partici­
pation. Projected yields have 
been established for each farm 
In Parmer County for 1966. 
Forms for notifying producers 
of these yields will be avail­
able sometime in January. Per­
sons desiring to know what the 
projected yield Is for their 
farm may do so by contacting 
the ASCS In Farwell.

He fought against Com­
anche'! at Blanco and Tule 
Canyons. On Sept. 28,18"4. 
in Palo Duro Canyon, he led 
his men In one of the last 
major Indian battles In 
Texas where he slew more 
than 1,000 horses to crip­
ple Indian action: thus he 
helped bring peace to the 
Texas Panhandle. making 
It safe for settlers.
