AUTHORITY AND OPERATION \

OF TEXAS LIQUOR BOARD i

A l’ .STlV. Texas, July 27—State 
Selective Serviee heaili|uarters 
Monday received official regula­
tions which will «mable Texa.s lo­
cal bt.ards to dr,vft fathers on .-Vug- 
ust 25 and thereafter.

This change in regulations is 
authorized by the recent execu­
tive order of President Kisenhow- 
er on the subject, Brigadier Gener­
al Paul L Wakefield, state selec­
tive Service director, said.

Only two paragraphs o f depen­
dency regulations have been re- 
vi.sed. General M'akefield said. He 
quoted Section 1622 30 (a) of the 
.Selective Service Regulations as 
follows:

"In Class 3 A shall be placed any 
registrant who prior to August 
2.̂ . 19.53. has submitted evidence 
to the local hoard which establish­
es to the satisfaction of the local 
board that he has a child or chil­
dren with whom he maintains a 
bi na fide family relation.'hip in 
thei rhomr Such a ree.iotranl shall 
remain eligible for Class 3-.\ so 
long as he maintains a bonafide 
family relationship with such child 
or children in their h om e"

General AVakcfield stres.-ed that 
any draft age man who has a child 
or children before .-August 25 and 
does not notify or submit evidence 
to the local draft board before 
that date, he is and will remain 
eligible for draft.

The state director of Selective 
Service quoted the remaining 
pertinent paragraph applicable to 
the change in regulations:

"N o registrant shall be placed 
in Class 3-A under paragraph (a) 
of this section because he has a 
child which is not yet born prior 
to .August 25. 1953. and prior to the 
time the local board mails him an 
order lo report for induction which 
is not subsequently cancelled for 
a reason not related to the filing 
of the certificate hereinafter men­
tioned. there is filed with the lo­
cal board the certificate o f a licen­
sed physician stating that th?

•'This means that any draft age 
man who does not so report preg­
nancy of his wife until .-August 25 
or thereafter will be subject to 
draft." General Wakefield com­
mented.

Texas local boards received cop­
ies of this change in regulations 
at the same time state headquart­
ers did

General Wakefield saw two ef­
fects produced by the new regula­
tion;

1 Draft boards could now de 
fer men for other reasons without 
fear of their marrying and having 
children and thus avoid induction.

2 The number of men under 20 
years old being inducted would be 
reduced to some extent.
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O E F iN S f COUNSEL OFTEN | 
UNJUSTLY CRITICIZED

One of the cardinal principles of 
-American law is that a man is 
considered innocent until proven 
guilty by proper legal proceedings 
Practically everyone pays lip ser­
vice to this ideal, but many fail to 
realize that the right to be repre­
sented by counsel is a logical and 
essential corollary’ o f that theory 
of justice. There is a good deal 
of criticism of attorneys represent­
ing defendants in criminal cases 
Much of this criticism is unjust.

.Should lawyers d fend in citurf 
persons whom they know or have 
good reason lo believe arc guilty 
of the crimes charged again.st 
them? The recent Belden Survey 
of the attitude of the public in 
Texas toward lawyers and law prob­
lems shows that more than half of 
all persons interviewed though! 
it was wrong for a lawyer lo de­
fend such a person

Such an attitude on the part of 
the public is rather startling to 
thinking people. Surely the quilt 
lest criminal has a right to a fair 
M ai by the law of the land. Such 
a trial he cannot have without a 
competent attorney to see that a 
fair jury ii .selected and that only 
lawful evidence is introduced a- 
gainst him.

With reference to this feeling 
on the pari of the public. District 
Judge James K. Evetls, of Belton, 
who served eighteen years as a 
pro.secuting attorney before his i 
election as District Judge, recent 
ly offered the following com m ents:'

"The result of this survey is no 
surpri.^e to me, fn that during my 
eighteen years of proseeiiting, this 
feeling has been made known lo 
me by hundreds of persons.

"The feeling on the part of the 
general public in this regard is 
brought about lo a great extent by 
the sincere efforts on the part o^ 
the defense counsel to see that h is , 
client receives the benefit o f ev­
ery legal safeguard to which he is 
entitled. These legal maneuvers 
are often misunderstood by the 
layman as an unethical effort to 
defeat justice, by delay of the 
trial, and by taking advantage of 
certain defenses that to the lay­
man appear to be trivial technica- 
llies.

’ ’ .Attorneys are the only ones 
who can correct the erroneous 
feeling of the general public re 
garding the defense of one who 
appt’ars to be guilty as charged 
\Vc attorneys should emphatically 
stale to the Inquiring person that 
it is one of the cardinal rights of 
the individual i:i a demiH’ratic 
siK-iety lo be c'” ’ sidered innocent 
until guilt is established beyond 
a reasonable doubt ti>r legal and 
competent evidence.

"The p’ lMie must be brought to 
the realization that all who are 
charged with crimes are entitled 
to the expert counsel and aid of 
an attorney, and that the sworn 
duty of such attorney is to see 
that each protective legal right, 
lo which the accused is entitled, 
is afforded him."
